MIXED SCHOOLS?

AN ADDRESS DELIVERED BEFORE THE

Colored Rational Press Ass-
ociation,

IN REPLY TO MESSRS. GEO. H. RICH-

ARDSON, OF THE ADVOCATE AND

R. S. SMITH, OF THE NEW

YORK GLOBE.

Continued from last issue.

Draco wrote his laws in blood and the most
simple oirenso or crime was punishable by
death, but when the people become more In-

telligent, such severe laws were repealed or
disregarded. There was a decision made at
one time to the effect that the Negroes had no
rights which the white man should respect.
At that time they had no rights, because the
poor Negroes were in slavery and every com-
mon sense person knows that no master res-

pected his slave and in the second place the
Negro was not in a position to respect each
other, and those who were in a position to do
so did not and It is &o at this time. I have
four

CARDINAL PRINCIPLES,

why I am opposed to the advocacy or the ques-

tion at this time:
1st. Because it Is a secondary principle to

the rights of man.
2d. Because it is not a question of mixing

the schools in the South, but shall the Negroes
be educated, which is one of tlie cardinal prin-
ciples of Southern Bourbonism and such agi-

tation would tend to the disadvantage of the
Colored people in the South.

3d. The sentiment of the Liberals to unite
the masses against Bourbonism must be suf-

ficiently developed, which will bo the first
principle of the rights of man before lhe con-

sideration of the secondary principle can be
successfully cax-rie- d into effect, which the ma-

jority of the Colored press from the South will
endorse.

4th. As an example, the Stateof Virglna has
not sufficiently developed its liberal sentiment
and not a leader nor a prominent man would
dare to make the mixed school question an
Issue in the Shite at present. Why? Because
while the liberal movers are in favor of ac-

cording equal political rights to the Negro,

the right of mixing the Colored children with
white children, is a principle the liberals hold
sacred and nothing but a radical change in
the bodj'-politi- cs will obliterate the predjudice
of the liberals against mixed schools. It is

OUR DUTY

to be aware and to protect the national and
domestic tranquility of our country and main
tain our rights as citizens when it is consist-

ent witli the principles of custom and govern-

ment We claim to be watchmen, but we
sleep at our post of dutj and it is pictured in
the following language of the eminent judge
Story: "It is in vain that statesmen shall form
plans of government in which the beauty and
harmony of a republic shall be embodied in
vissible order, shall be built upon .solid sub-

structions and adorned with every uselful
ornament, if the inhabitants suffer the silent
power of time to dilapidate its walls or crum
ble its massey supporters Into dust; if the
assaults from without are never resisted, and
the rottenness and mining from within are
never guarded against Who can preserve
the rights aud liberties of the people, when
they shall bo abandoned by themselves?
Who 6hall keep watch in the temple, when
the watchmen sleep at their post? Who shall
call upon the people to redeem their posses-

sions aud revive the republic, when their own

hands have deliberately and corruptly sur-

rendered them to the oppressor, and have
built the prison or dug the graves of their own

fiends?" Why then should we advocate
mixed schools? Why such false hypothesis?
You debase the memory of your ancestors. I
shall oppose the advocacy of this question at
this time until the four cardinal principles of

the rights of man are obtained. I shall
oppose it as freely as I would cross the angry

Atlantic or the restless Pacific, and notwith
standing the 2G2 years of oppression, let til is

declaration go forth as did the tyrant of Syra-

cuse when hegave life and freedom unto Da-

mon, that the Negroes are manly and ask for

nothing which they don't justly merit, batthe
day is coming when we shall be the Ceasar,
king of the Roman Empire, as it were, and
they our subjects.

0e of the most important matters tha,.
h

have come before Congress at this session is

the providing of a civil government for Alaska.
Tales of outrages from Sitka have emphacised

the necessity for it again and again. Indeed,

the condition of that country under our rule

has not been as favorable to life, property,

and good government as it was under Russian

domination. Almost the only eflcrts at civil-

ization have been made by missionaries who

have prosecuted their work under very try-

ing conditions.

THE PRIZE. DISTIN-

GUISHED VISITORS

The graduating exercises of the
Law Department ot Howard Uni-
versity, were held at the Congre-

gational Church last Monday eve-

ning. The church was crowded
to its utmost capacity with the
most refined and cultivated of our
citizens. The floral trihutes were
perfectly handsome. Seated upon
the platform were Hon. John E.
Cook, W. A. Pledger, li. R.
Wright, of Ga., Rev. Walter
Brooks, Dr. W. W. Patton, Prof.
J. U. Smith, Mr. W. Calvin Chase,
Prof. B. E. Leisrhton, Dr. J.

Judge Luke P. Pol land,
Philip Joseph, of Ala., Hou. Ed.
Sanders, Rev. F. Grimke, aud
many others, At half past seven
o'clock the exercises began with
an overture by Krause's Orchestra
followed with several other fine
musical selections, and then prayer
by Rev. J. E. Rankin.

The addresses by the grad-
uates were well delivered.
Mr. Hilver demonstrated d

logic and knowledge of the proper-
ty rights of marned women.

The valedictory, Insanity as a de-

fense, by A. B. Lind, was pretty
good. In the absence of the Pres-

ident, Dr. Patton presented the di-

plomas to the graduates in a most
humorous speech.

The committee to whom was left
the awarding of the prize bestow-

ed it upon Mr. A. E. Uillyer.
The valedictoiiau was excluded
from the contest.

Presideut Arthur was to have
presented the diplomas, did
not arrive until late, as the train
from Annapolis was late in reach-

ing the city. He apologized for
his tardiness, aud congratulated
the graduates upon their success,
and paid a glowing compliment to

the university.
The address to the graduating

class was delivered by Judge Pol-

and, of Vermont, who gave them

some sound advice, and spoke
pleasantly of the college.

The essay written by Mr. Uillyer

on which he won the prize, was

not the address he delivered on

Monday evening-Mr- .

L. Murray Browne, of Ten-nese- e,

was the recipient of many

fine flowers. Mr. Brown has won

for himself honors he justly de-

serves. If space would permit, we

would give a few extracts from Mr

Asbury's address, but knowing
that the ladies are anxious about

their rights, we give a few extracts

from the address of Mr. nillyer.
The common law is the founda-

tion of all of our laws. The habits
of a people shape their laws. As

the habits of a people change the

law will change. Our present
laws, the result of the accumulated
wisdom of the past. As civiliza.

tion advauces there will be con

stant demands for legislative
changes in the common law. This

is the case in the property laws

of married women. The common

law regarding woman as weak and

needing protection, blotted out her

whole legal existence. The wife

was completely merged or absorb-

ed in the husband. Mr. Hillyer

then gave some of the legal con-

sequences of this doctrine unity.

But this was not suited to this age.

About forty years ago a new poli

cy was begun. It spread rapidly.
"Nw full protection to married
women in their separate property is
the settled policy. But the ten-

dency of this legislation is to sep-

arate in interest of husband and
wife, and allow them to defraud
creditors, hence their policy has
been doubted by the bench. But
however dangerous this legislation
may be, it is plain that something
had to be done. Under the old
system the inequality between the
sexe3 was too great, women were
not given the place to which her
importance entitled her. Upon
marriage she became a legal none-tit- y,

under the new policy she re-

mains a legal entity. The prime
cause of the change has been the
education of women. Knowledge
is power. When she had become
sufficiently intelligent to know her
own wrongs'and present them with
force and effect, her emancipation
was easily effected. Public senti-
ment, the state of society, and the
habits of the people were in the
proper condition for the reform.
These elements concurring the
change was easily- - effected.
Mr. Joseph S DaviB, oi the Virgin-

ia Lancet, was presented by the
clerks of his department, with
Bouvier Law Dictionary: Mr.
Andrew F. Hillyer was presented
with Vatell's Law of Nations, and
a fine cut-gla- ss inkstand. Mr. A.
E. T. Draper was presented with
the complete wcr.ks of Sir Walter
Scott, and Cooley's Constitutional
Law.

so undopular that the people do not ap-

preciate anything that he is connected
with. I know I reflect the sentiments of
the teachers when I say the is un-

popular. His removal will meet the
profound approbation of the entire com
munity. I have several suggesstions to
make in regard to our schools. I am op-

posed to mixed Schools in Washington,
because the Colored schools have the same
facilities, I mean a sulticicnt amount of
money is appropriated to enable the color-

ed trustees to get what is required for the
schools. We have had too much bicker-i- n

or and less work. I suppose you have
heard the latest news? Capt. G-- . of com-

pany "B1' is to be removed. I really think
it is a shame that a man's family should
be destroyed by another. The morals of
the community ought to be reformed.
Our society is better now than it was
three years ago. I have not heard the
full particulars of G's. affair as yet.
There was a meeting held last Thursday
evening aud the husband F. appeared be-

fore the investigating committee and de-

nied the false report the Capt. had circu-

lated. 1 cannot deal with it in my letter
but I hope the paper will take it up when

the full particulars are told. Married men

should keep in their places. No respect-

able married woman w ill be found at
doubtful places with other married men.
E. told me that the household was very
indignant with my letter. I ask forgive-

ness for the unintentional wrong that I
committed in my last letter.
