1Ilis treatment of the jani-
tors is marked by a degree of
swaggerism and profanity which
would do justice to a boatswain’s
mate of a Man of War. He lacks
refinementi, and is deficient in
many things which make up the
gentleman, especially one that is
called, officially, to associate with
refined and culuvated ladies.
Notwithstanding his long tenure
of officc as school trustee he is
sadly ignorant of the real needs of
the schools, and can point to no
real progressive or advanced idea
suggested by him. He iegaras
the schools as his personal proper-
1y, and never fails to refer to “my
schools,” my teachers,” “my janw
tors;” and such expressions as “It
yon don’t do as I direct I’ll dis-
miss you,” is of no rare occurrence.
He gives little attention to the
real needs ot the school, but is
over superserviceable in making it
disagreeable for such teachers as
fail to “bask to in the sunshine of
his favor.” '
