The report of the death of Eev.
Moses A. Hopkins fell like a blow
upon his many friends in this city
where he was well and favorably
known. He spent some time here
just prior to his departure for Li-
beria, aud was especially hopeful
for' his future there." He was a
man not very generally known out-
side the Presbyterian church,
but he was au earnest, conscien-- t

ous christian gentleman, who
hoptd to combine a disseminata n
oi the gospel in the "Black Kepub-lic,- ?

together with his diplomatic
duties. He was an ambitious man
and did not couceal the fact that he
hoped to make his diplomatic mis-
sion a means to au end, aud that
he might reap some of its best
fruits on American soil. It is re-
marked here as a noticeable co in
cideuce that the two Presbyterian
Divines who have been accredited
to Liberia, have died at their post
of duty, while J. Milton Turner aud
and John H. Smyth came back
splendid specimens of robust health-
fullness.

I have spoken to two Presbyte-
rian ministers of this fact aud while
they will not admit that auy super-
stition enters into their make up,
they say they would not accept the
mission to Liberia for any compen-
sation imaginable.

The emigration society recently
organized iu Washington has been
subjected to some severe criticism
at the hands of some well known
colored men here. A prominent
educator in one of --our institutions
of learning said to me very recent
ly that it looked strange to see
Ercd. Douglass, the great Negro
champion, the president of an or-

gan zatiou to prom )te an object
which the great Douglass had not
long since bitterly opposed, He
qioted, with effect, a passage from
oue of Mr. D juglass' anti-emigr- a

tion speeches, iu which he said ;

"A man that is'nt worth five cents
on thi-- j side of the river, won't be
wortii five on the other side, so it
is not worth while to send him
over.''' Then again the name of the J

vice president is not likely to excite
much love or administration among
colored people who know the atti
tude of his family toward the race.
Without expressing any opinion on
this question ofemigration, I would
simply say that it is earnestly hop-
ed that this uewly formed society
wi 1 not "spirit" these colored peo
pie aw;-- from their homes in the
Sjuth on another ill-fate- d Azore
expedition, or promise them an El
dorado wuicn they cauuot even
hope to fiud.

Lieutenaut Wilson of the
"Guards" told me this morning that
his company was treated splendid
ly at the Dekall ce em mies iu An-
napolis yesterday, and that the
officers of the company wined and
dined with the officers of the Fifth
regiment and the Governors
Guards. This looks queer for
Ma 'yland, but it is a true iudex to
the gradual change in public senti-
ment which is unmistakably' going
on.

THE PLAINDEALERS REPORT
ON LABOR ADOPTED.

Mr. Pelham, editor of the Detroit
Plaiudealer, submitted the follow
ing report on labor to the Press
convention that met at Atlantic
City, which was adopted.

"Whereas, in the movement to el-

evate the race ; to disabuse the pub-
lic mind of the uureasouing preju-
dices against it ; aud to give the
Afro-America- n au equal chance in
the struggle for existence. Be it re-

solved that, organization is the first
necessity, so that all forces at our
command can be concentrated to a
common end, aud that strength may
command the respect that justice
has not accorded.

2. Resolved, that tho establish-
ment of amicable relations between
the two races can be best secured
through the mediums of such or-

ganizations as the Kuights of La-
bor and kindred bodies that have
evinced an interest in the welfare
ot the Afro-America- n, and have
expressed the desire to include him
iu the general plea ofjustice for the
wager-worke- r. Where such alli-

ances cannot be effected with ad
vantage independent organizations
should be maintained having the
same end in view.

3. Resolved, that we nrge upon
these organizations that have ten- -

dered us the benefits of their sev-
eral orders to use their utmost ef-
forts to dignify labor of the South,
and raise it from the degraded con-
dition it now obtains in certain sec-
tions.

4. Resolved, that the establish-
ment of bureaus of labor statistics
be maintained by the general gov-
ernment, that we may arrive at a
correct kuowledge of the education-
al, moral and fiuancial condition of
Afro-America- n laborers ; and that
the information thus received may
be applied to the future, improve-
ment of the race.
o. Resolved, that the enactment of

such laws be demanded as will com-
pel employers to pay their employ-
ees in lawful money for their labor
to the.extent of their fulL wages,
aud that we call upon these organi-
zations to resist the anticipation of
the fruits of labor by designing
speculators.

6. Resolved, that the Press be
a unit in advocating the line of pol-
icy as may be adopted by this con-
vention concerning the Afro-Amer-icn- 's

relation to labor.
