First. Each by platform and
conduct profess to respect the rights
of citizen without regard to color,
and the recent declaration at Roa-
noke are alike patriotic and liberal.

Second. But the aim of the one
would ebliterate race prejudice and
teach the colored man the true
worth and dignity of American
citizenship ; while that of the oth-
er, throt gh an irresponsible com-
mittee, or, what is worse, turough
the personal whims and ambition
of- one man, would strike at all
“that :8 dear to the froeman, be he
white or colored.

Third. The one, through un-
scrupulous agents appointed 1n the
cities and counties of the State to
corrupt, deceive and mislead col-
ored men, would triumph in the
coming election, tosatisty a chronie
greed for office and spoils ; but the
other would appeal to reason and
public judgement, in the bond of

conciliation and in the -assured
rights of all..
Fourth. The one would enecour-

age colored men to think and vote
like other citizens of the Republi¢;
the other would play upon the pas-
sions and prejadices of inexperi-
enced and weakness to the injury of
the state and country, that bad
men, both in and out of our State,
may obtain office.

Therefore, duty to Virginia and
its people demands of us the fol-
lowing aetion :

ResoLvep, That this c¢lub pledge
the use of all means atits com-
mand to assist the Demoeratic par-
ty to victory in the coming elee-
tion, and that the interests of the
colored people will be conserved
thereby, while the success of its
adversaries would be a great calam-
ity to all.”

Their address to the Virginians
is very peculiar. We are acquaint-
ed with only two of the men who
were present at this meeting. Mr,
R. D. Beckly it will be remembered
was a clerk in the General Post
office department who was dis-

4geharged under the .republican ad-

.ministration and afterwards joined
the Virginia democracy. He has
been disgusted with the demo-
cratic party on account of it tail-
ing to recognize him. He has en-
deavored to obtain a big oflice but
failed. A few years ago he was ap-
pointed door keeper at the Capital,
on the House side and subsequently
reduced to a laborer, which posi-
tion he now holds.

Steward M. Lewis, at one time
a colored republican, is the secre-
tary of this ¢lub. Mr. Lewis is any
thing for an office. Neither Lewis
or Beckly have any following in
the State of Virginia nor bave the
colored people got any econfidence
in what they may say. The other
members of the club, are so obscure
that they are unknown to the Bge.
How these men can support the
demoecratic party of Virginia, after
that party butchered so many of
their colored constituents in the
Danville riot, we are unable to say.
The Danville massacre of colored
citizens will go down in history as
one of the bloodiest and most cow-
ardly butchering of colored men
ever witnessed by the human eye.
No honest man can support such a
party as the Virginia democracy.
Any V‘ginia Negro who casts hus
vote the democratic party in
Virginia should be struck dumb
and blind by the corpse of those
dead colored men who were muder-
ed at Daoville. What inducements
have the democrats of Virginia
offered to the colored people? Not
even in the Capital of the State,
Richmond, is a colored person al-
lowed to sit in a thealre or to eatin
a first class hotel ; and yet these jn-
wias declare inan address to the col-
ored people, that the republican par-
ty “appoints unscropulous agents
in the cities and counnties of the
state to corrupt, deceive and mis-
lead colored people.” This is an
unmittigated lie. Of the many hun-
dred revenue and post offices held
by colored men ot one is left as a
momento of their former recogni-
tion by the republican party. These
gentlemen say that they want to
be independent and vote for whom
they please. A man can be inde-
pendent but he should vote for an
' bonest party and bonest men, be
they democratic or republican, Bat,
has there been any hounesty in the
democratic party of Virginia to-
wards the Negro? Denying the
Negro the right to visit publie
| houseg, hotels demonstrates the fal
lacy of the address of these colored
men. There are so:1 e good dewmo-
crats, we will admit, but the demo-
cratic party as a whole is inimical

to the Negro. The return of the

republican party to power, in our
opinioun, 18 the only salvation for the
Negro. We have great faith in
the Labor and Probibition parties
but none in the democratic party
as a whole. Y

We cannot forget what pregress
the Negroes were miking under re
publican rule, we canuot disregard
the fact that the republican party
forced the democracy | of the south
to aid in the establishment of color-
ed colleges and other institutions of
learning, and now that same-de- |
moeraey is looking at the' eduea-
tional advancement of the Negro
with a jealous eye. There is no
disguising these facts.

The following communication ad-
dressed by you to me has been re-
ceived :  **We the undersigned the
Board ot Censors of the Board ot
Health ot Dallus County after
thorouzhly examining the an-
swers 1t your wrilen exumination
to practice medicine in this county
and afier a confererce as to the
corectniss of vour aznswers in the
oral examination we compeled to
decline 10 give you a certificate to
practice medicine in this county.
Your sunswers agregate only 51, 75
beng the mintmum required by
the Siate Doard of Health.”

The almost total abseunce of
punctuation warks and the mis-
apelling of sueh ordinary words as
are italicized above(the italics are
mine) make Your communication
somewhat unigue, but I do not de-
sire to dwell upon that point. |
have spent some of the best years
of my life in fitting myself to prac-
tice what is calivd the regular sys-
tem of medicine. Having applied
myself assiduously to my studies |
during that time. and graduated a |
year or two ago from a very repu- |
table mediecal institution, | believed |
myself competent to enter upon thel
duties of my profession, and by |
some strange decree of the Fates
1 Found myself before your body a
few days ago trying to pass an ex-
amination. With few exceptions I |
considered the examination fair|
and practical. The member who
wrote the qnestions in  physiology
and anatomy in his search for
something hard saw fit to take
down bis books amd copy out one
or two questions which were singu-
larly inpraeticable—sueh as his re-
quest that I should deseribe the
Pacinian *“bodies” (corpucles) and
whieh, 1 wager, no physician two

a member ot your own Doard hav-
ing econfessed his inability to locate
the Pacipian corpuscles. The ex
amiver in ehemistry in his mad
chase after the difficult and wun-
knowable, showed that the ques-
tions which he asked were not hia
own by the mistakes which he
made in copying them. For in-
stance, he gave in one of his ques
tions the formula of bi-ehloride ot
mercary as Hg2e¢l, whereas the
preparation is a double chloride
and the formnla should bave been
HgelR. So mach for the impraeti-
cability of some of the questions.
But in-spite of those little trieks; I
believed when the examination was
over and still believe that I made
the required seventy-five per cent.
My belief is strengthened by the
results of an interview | had with a
member of the Boa:d yesterday af-
ternoon. He was good enough teo
exprcss profound sorrow at my
failure, and to say that it was an ob-
ject of special regret to him be-
caanse I was colored, and that the
result had even cost him his din-
ner. Bat when he attempted to
particularize and give samplea of
the questions in which I had failed,
he exhibited his utter inecapaecity
to give me proper credit for what
I had done in the examination.
Among other things, this gentle
man asked me to give the organs
of excretion.

In reply I mentioned the Kkid-
neys, the alimentary ecanal, the
lungs and theskin. When [ called
upon him at his office he endeav
ored to impress upon me that phys
iology was bis forte, and that all
auttorities agree that the kidney
was the only organ'of exeretion.

[ told him I begged to differ from
him, whereupon he brought down a
buge work on physiology, and,
turning to the chapter on urinary
organs, read a few lines to prove
to me that he was right and | waa
wrong, that the kidney was the on-
ly organ of excretion. I
informed him that I was aware that
the kidueys was one of the organs
of excretion, aud had already wen-
tioned it in my written reply to his
qnuestions , but if he would go a lit-
tle farther ou he would find other
organs also. He refused to tarn a
p ge, stillinsisting that [ had said
too mueh and that my answer was
incorrect. Take down any stand-
ard work on physioiogy, gentlemen
of the board, and see for yourselves
who isright. Then he stated that
[ had tailed to answer another
question, namely, the one in which
he asked me to enumerate the mus-
cles concerned in respiration. In
reply I mentioned the intercostal
muscles, the diaphragm, the pee
toralis major and mivor, and the
serrati muscle. He insists that the
intercostal museles and the dia
phragm are the only museles of
respiration, and that I was again
wrong by overdoing the thing.
Let us see: Turning to Gray's
Avatomy new American form, the
tenth English edition, a recog-
nized standard by English speak-
ing people, I find on page 402 the
following: ‘“Mus¢les in inspiration
and  expiration.—The muscles
which assist the action of the Di-
aphragm in inspiration are the In-
tercostals, and the Levatores ecost-
arum, as above stated, the Scalene
the Serratus posticus superior, and
to a slight extent the Subelavius.
When the need tor more foreible
action ex'sts, the shoulders and
the base of the seafula are fixed,
aud theo the powerful muscles of
forced inspiration come into play;
the chief of these are the Serratus
Magnus, Latissimus dorsi, and the
Pectoealis, and particularly the
pectoralis minor.,” On page 409
the same author says of the pector-
alis major, the pectoralis minor
and the subclavias: “When the
arms are fixed all three museles act
apon the ribs, drawing them up-
ward and expanding the chest, and
thus becoming very important a-
gents in forced inspiration. Asth-
matic patients always assume this
attitude, fixing shoulders so that
all these muscles may be brought
into action to assist in dilat ng the
chest.” In both these instances,
as you will see, my papers wers
incorreetly marked, and if they
may be taken as samples of the
whole, it is easy to see why 1 did
not make the required per centage;
the wonder being that I made any-
thing at all. I am vot prepared to
state that this loose way of deing
business was due td a desire on
the part of the Board ‘to have me
practice medicine elsewhere. I pre
fer to believe it wasan error of the
head and not of the heart. More
anon.
