THE DEATH OF DR. COOK.
-
Ax Eumixgxt PryYsician

AWAY,

Seldom have there been such
universal expression of grief as was
caused by the sudden and unex-

ected death of Dr. Cook last

hursday evening.

His 1llness, though brief, was
from the beginning, very tevere.

He was first attacked with in-
fluenza, but feeling that his duty
to his patients could not be neg-
lected, he refused to remain with-
in doors uutil the dreadful disease
had left him. This attack of La
Grippe was soon followedl by pneu-
monia in the left lung and forma-
tion of a cirbuncle at the base of
the brain, which made his situa-~
tisu extremely critical. Every-
thing that the skill of Dre. Rey-
burn and Sowers, by whom he was
attended, and the careful nursing
of loving relatives and friends
could do to relieve the sufterer
was done but without avail.

Dr. Cook was born in this city
September 12, 1853, and was the
youngest son of the late Rev.
John F. Cook, the founder of the
15th Street Presbyterian Church.
His rudimentary education was
received under the tuition of his
brothers, John F. and Geo. F. T.
Cook, He afterwards entered the
Normal department of Howard
University, from which he was
graduated with high class honors.
Subsequently he entered the Gov-
ernment Printing Office to learn
the printer’s art. Huving com-
pleted his apprenticeship, he was
appeinted successively journey-
man and proof-reader, and enjoyed
the rare distinction of being elcet-
ed a member of the Typographical
Upion of the District of Columbia.
While employed iu the priuting
office he csrefully husbanded hie
earnings that he might carry into
eftect & long cherished desire to
enter the medical profession. In
furtherance of this desire he enter
ed the Medical Department of the
State Uviversity of Michigan, lo-
cated at Ann Arbor, irom which
he graduated with the h ghest
bhonors, July 1, 1880.

Returning tu his native city he
immediately began the practice of
his chosen prof.s-ion. The success
which attended his efforts was
pbenomenal.  His services were
almost in constant demand BSev-
eral successful surgical operations
he performed soon won tor him a
place in the front rank of the
Medical Fraternity. His ambition
was to reach the highest possib'e
standard in his profession, and to
that end he crossed the Atlantic
a~d visited many of the famous
kospitals of the Old World. Daur-
ing this trip abroad,which extend-
ed over a period of eleven mountbs,
be was brought in contact with
some of the most distinguished
physicians and surgeens of Earope

gestion of Dr. Lanson Tait, Sur-
n-in-charge of the celebrated
irmingham Hoepital, Dr. Cook
was elected a member of the
Gynecological Society of Londen ;
a very high mark of distinetion t:
confer apon suy physician old or
young.

Returning home he entered up~
on his life’s labor with renewed
zeal. He embraced among his
patients all grades, clusses and
colers. He staya responded to
the cry of suftering hamanity
without any thought of fee or re-
ward. Frequently from bis own
funds bas he relieved the wants
of his patients who were too poor
to buy the necessaries of life. As
was recently said of a noted
bilanthropist, so also may it be
said of him: “ his charity was as
broad as want.” His highest aim
in life was to do good. That he
succeeded in so doing was attested
by the hundreds of mourners who
attended bis funeral last Monday
from the church his illustrious
father founded.

Just before his death he seemed
conscious that the end was near.
Though he felt that his work here
was not finished and was unwil-
ling to lay down the great charge
entrusted to him by those to
whose relief he ministered, he was
deeply impressed with and sensi-
ble ot his responsibility to God.
He believed that the Master had
called him to other duties, which,
as compared with his duties here,
would confer on him “a far more
exceeding aud eternal weight of
glory;” and so assured, when the
end came, without moan, or sigh,
or pain, he passed in an inatant
from the light, the music, and the
perfumes of earth to the world of
eternal beauty beyond the sun.

Not a8 moment did he linger in
the Dark Valley of the Shadow ot
Death. He closed his eyes (as if
visited by the angel of slumber)
upon the joys of time to open
them upon the brighter visions of
eternity.
