THE FIST AMERICAN TIN.

(American Agriculturist.)

The first bleck of tin produced
from an American tin mine has
reached the office of the American
Tin Plate Association, of Piuts-
burgh. The pig of tin weighs 25
pounds and was taken from a tin
deposit near Hermosa, S. Dak., by
the Glendale Tin Company. The
latter company has, during the
past fortnight, started ite works and
18 praducing tio daily. The block
received was the first made and
special arrangement. ~The product
of the Hermosa works will be put
on the market within the next 60
days. The cost of producing the
tin in the form of pigsis $2.15 a
pound, "U'be cost of producing the
tin in Cornwall, Eng., is $4 44 a
pound. It is stated that an Enghsh
covcern has been buying tin tern-
tory in the West in order to sup-
press th American prospective pro-
ductiion. Woen this syndicate
got to the limit laid down by the
law they chavoged in to a French
syndicute and preceeded to buy up
more territory as before by taking
the major share of the stock of tin
companies formed. The Glendale
Company never pat any stock on
the market. The block of tin re-
ceived has been examined by ex-
perts, who pronoune it excellent.
