CARING FOR POOR COLORED
CHILDREN.

A meeting ot the Educational
and Relief Association was held
'astMon. uightatMt. Zion Baptist
Ohurfih, comer of 12th and E sts., n.
e., with Mr. R. D. RufBu president
aud Rev. J. I. Loviug secretary.

The report of the general agent,
Miss R. E. Brouks, showed she
collected during the past month
111 pieces of clothing from the
geuerous public, wliich, with the
goods purchased with the funds of
the association, bad oeen turned
into the treasury. The treasurer's
report showed that the sewing cir-
cle had made aud altered el ithiug
for seventy children aud they had
clothed sixty-si- x children for the
month ending the 17th of Nov., aud
all of whom had been put into the
public schools. The committee ou
cart boys for the readiug room re-

ported forty-fiv- e boys who would
come to the room. The committee
on ball reported that the building
engaged for the association had
beeu leased for one year aud the
carpenters were working on it aud
promised to have it ready for occu- -

paucy this week. The committee
on outfit reported having received
from the Secretary of the Interior
Department two Urge mail sacks
of books and other reading matter
tor the reading room. A commuui
cation was received from Hon. Juo.
R. Lynch stating that he was iu
full sympathy with the movemeut
aud would aid it by his labor aud
money.

AN INTERESTING EXPERI-
MENT.

A rather amusing trick can be
performed at the dinner table wuh
the aid of two wineglasses and a
visiting Crird. Take two claret, glass-
es of the same size, aud fill oue
with claret quite to the brim, aud
the other with water. Cover the
glass containing the glass contain
ing the water with the pasteboard
catd aud then ask if any oue at
the table cau transfer the claret
into the glass containing the water
without pouriug out or spilling the
liquid in either glass. At first it
appears that this is quite impossi-
ble, but it may be easily accom-
plished b inverting the glass con-
taining the water and placing it
upon the other glass. After the
edges of the two glasses have been
brought opposite one another, the
card is slipped carefully to one side
so as to open a small communica-
tion between the two glasses; this
doue, there immediately begius an
exchange of liquids, and it is ob
served that the claret is flowing in
a geutle stream into the upper
glass, the water bescending through
the small opening and displacing
the claret.
