FEDERAL ELECTIONS BILL.
ARRANGEMENTS FOR A LIG MEETING

TO ENDORSE IT.

An adjourned meeting of the
Harrison and Morton League met
last Monday evening at the armory
of the Washington Cadets Corps,
with Mr. V. Calviu Chase in the
chair and Mr, W. H. Jones as sec-
retary. The uewly-iustalle- d presi-
dent, Mr. Chase, stated that it was
the wish of the people that the Fed
oral elections bill should become a
law, and as American citizens
whose constitutional rights are
abridged the colored people should
do all in heir power to demonstrate
to the Congress of the uatiou that
they not only want tho bill to be-

come a law, but thank tho Presi-
dent for urging Congress in his
annual message to pass tho bill.

As the several committees were
appointed at the last meeting to
complete arrangements for a public
meeting, and to tender thanks to
those Republican Representatives,
aud especially Don. John C. Spoou-er- ,

who had sposon m defense of
the rights of the colored people, it
was hoped that the committees had
completed their arrangements and
were ready for business.

After the reading of the minutes
a constitution and by-law- s was
adopted. The executive committee
reported that a public meeting be
held Monday, January 2b, tor the
purpose of indorsing the President's
late message to Congress and his
recommendation of tho passage of
the Federal elections bill ; also,
that a set of resolutions be adopted
tendering thanks to Senator Spoou-e- r

for his speech on the elections
bill, aud other members of Congress
and to thePeuusylYauia legislature
for tho passage of a resolution in
dorsiug the bill aud urging its
Senators to vote for its passage.
