MAJVFACED CRABS.

Cartons Shell Fish Found In Islands
of Japan.

One of the most singular looking crea-
tures that ever walked the earth or "swain
the waters under the earth" is the world
famous manfaced crab of Japan, saj's the
St. Louis Republic.

Its body is hardly an inch in length, yet
the head is fitted with a face which
is the perfect counterpart of that of a
Chinese coolie ; a veritable missing link,
with eyes, nose, and mouth all clearly
defined.

The curious and uncannv creature. bG- -
Bides the likeness it bears to a human
being in the matter of facial features, is
provided with two lees, which seem to
grow from the top of its head and hang
down over the sides of its face.

Besides these legs two "feelers," each
about an inch in length, grow from the
"chin" of the animal, lookinc for
all the world like a colonel's forked
beard. These manfaced crabs fairly
warm in the inland seas of Japan.

Millions Saved by Barbed Wire.
The saddest thing I saw in a journey

to the West was the old fashioned rail
fence in Pennsylvania, Ohio, eastern
Indiana, and southern Michigan. How
cruel of fate not to permit the wire fence
to be invented 200 years before it was.
Probably enough labor and timber have
been wasted in the build iug of old
"worm" fences in the past to pay off 50
national debts like ours. It makes ono
almost weep to think of the backs that
have been broken, of the hands worn out.
the energies sapped, the boys kept from
school in felling trees, splitting logs,
driving posts, laying rails for those thou-
sands of miles of rail fence ! When our
Western farmer wants a fence now ho
buys a few posts and a lot of barbed
wire. Three men can put up half a mile
of fence in a day. A rod of fence costs
:omplete labor, costs, and all 25 cents.
A mile of fence costs $80. If the farmer
had plenty of growing timber of his own
be could not hire a man to cut out the
posts alone for that money, to say uoth-iu- g

of the rails. Corr. Augusta Chron-
icle.

Ai'tesinn IVells of Memphis.
Memphis formerly obtained its supply

of water from the Wolf Eiver, a tribu-
tary of the Mississippi. As the supply
was very unsatisfactory in quality, it was
determined to try the experiment of
driving artesian wells to supply the city
with water. To that end 42 wells were
driven, 32 of them being eight inches in
diameter, and 10 6 inches, the depih of
them ranging from 260 to 480 feet.

The wells are situated at different
points, varying in distance from 25 to
1.250 feet. The wells are tapped about
70 feet below the surface, the water flow-

ing into a brick connection tunnel.
There are four 10,000,000 gallon pumps

driven by compound condensing engines
of the vertical type.

Graves of the President.
As far as can be ascertained the Fed-

eral Government has never voted a
single dollar for the care of any of the
graves of its with the pos-

sible exception of that of Washington.
For a long time the last resting places of
Madison, Tyler, Monroe, Harrison, and
even that of Washington, were neglected.
Only the precautions of private citizens
and associations saved them from utter
decajr. America has no Westminster
Abbey for her great dead ; no national
structure in which the bodies of her de-

parted Executives can rest. But two
Tyler and Monroe, lie in the

same cemetery. Several are buried in
ground once owned b3r them, but now
the property of strangers, upon whose
patriotic spirit the care of the graves de-

pends. This is particularly the case with
the remains of Madison, whose resting
place in Orange county , Va., has changed
hands four or five times since his death.

Early Railway Notions.
It is just 80 years since Chancellor

Livingston gave serious attention to Rob-
ert Fulton's ideas on the newly projected
railway scheme. Fulton had succeeded
so well in his stemboat enterprise that he
was encouraged to continue invention,
and projected both canals and railroads.
He submitted his scheme to the chan-
cellor, and the reply of th latter is of
such interest that I made an extract :

I have read your very ingenious proposition
as to railway communication. I fear, however,
on mature reflection, they will be liable to se-

rious objections and ultimately be more ex-

pensive tnau a canal. They must be double
so as to prevent the danger of two such heavy
bodies meeting.

The wall on which thoy are placed must bo
at least four feet below the surface and three
feet above, and must be clamped with iron,
and even then would bardly sustain so heavy
a weight as you propose, moving at the late of
four miles an hour. As to wood, it would not
last a- - week. They must be covered with Iron,
and that, too, very heavy and strong.

The means of stopping these heavy carriage
without a great shock, and of preventing them
from running on each other (for there would
b many running on the road at once) would
be very ditllcult. In cases of accidental stops
or of necessary stops, to take on wood and
water, etc.. many accidents would happen.
Upon the whole I fear the expense would be
much greater than that of canals, without be.
lng bo convenient. R. R. Livingston.

Molasses From Apples.
Here is a curious and instructive item

from a Willimantic, Conn., letter in the
Hartford Courant:

With the present appliances for evap-
orating juices of all kinds cider can bo
transformed into the regular old fashioned
boiler cider very quickly and very cheap-
ly, and sweet cider evaporating into mo-

lasses ought to find a ready sale in gro-
cery stores at not les3 than $1 per gallon.
One barrel of cider will make about six
gallons of cider molasses. The cost to
make cider is 50 cents per barrel, and
the cost to get the cider evaporated is
about 30 cents per gallon.

This product from apples, after once
introduced, could not fail to become pop-
ular.

One thing in favor of turning apples
into molasses is that it will keep an in-

definite time. The writer has a quantity
on hand which is 6 years old, and it is
fully as good as when first made. m
