DEMOCRATS AND THE G. A R.

They Would Not Give a Penny for Thelr
Entertainment.

S0 much has been said about the re-
fusal of the Democrats to give any
recognition to the Gi. A. R. at Washing-
ton timt it may be interesting to know
Just what the cold facts are. An inves-
tigation shows that the hon~~ - ,ropria-
tion committee ma . ... propriation
for or recognition of tue event in framing
the District of Columbia appropriation
bill. Nor did the house itself do so.
After the bill had been passed in the
house President Harrison, seeing that
no action had been taken on that subject,
sent a messaze to congress calling at-
tention to the subject and suggesting
the desirability and propriety of reason-
able aid for a proper entertainment of
the men who saved the nation,
The senate appropriations committee,
acting upon the president’s suggestion,
reported an ariendment giving $100,000
for this purpose. Senator Cockrell im-
mediately moved that the mmount be
paid exclusively from the revenues of
the District of Columbia. This was
voted down, the motion, however, re-
ceiving 17 votes, of which 16 were cast
by Democrats and Farmers’ Alliance
members—nearly all of them from the
south. When the bill went into confer-
ence, however, the house conferees in-
sisted upon placing the Cockrell amend-
ment upon the bill and on als<o cutting
down the appropriation to $75,000. This
was combated by the senate conferees,
and the bill was hung up in conference
for weeks.
The house conferees, with the weight
of the three-guarters Democratic house
behind them, were able to carty through
their proposition, and the senfite con-
ferees were obliged to yield and permit
the entire burden to be placed on the
district. The Republicans in both houses
spoke and voted almost solidly against
the proposition to place the entire bur-
den on the district, saying frankly that
the people of the nation would not only
willingly bear a share of the expenses.
but esteem it a favor to be permitted 1o
doso. The only result of their efforts,
however, was to get the total appropria-
tion finally fixed at §90,000 instead of
$75,000, as urged by the house conferees.

I believe it will be possible to consti
tute a commisslon wnonpartisan in its
membership, and composed of patriotic
wise and impartial men, to whom a con-
slderation of the questions of the evils
connected with our election systems and
methods might be committed.—Hur-
rison's Letter of Acceptance.

All during this the gen-
eral was cocl and collected, although the
crowl continned to throw eggs, striking
persons who were not with our party.
General Weaver attempted to speak
three times, but each time was silenced.

“It was not the boys of Macon and
the hooclnums who attempted to break
up the speaking, but some of that town's
most prominent citizens were on hand.
The people of Macon will receive retri-
bution for egging Mrs, Weaver, who is a
pure Christian woman and president of
the state W. C. T. U. of Iowa. Already
eighty cottou planters have announced
that they would withdraw their patron-
age at once.

DEATH TO BANDITS.

THE DALTON GANG AT LAST MEET
THEIR DOOM. -

fhe Greatest Outlaws in the World Try to

Roh Two Baonks and are Fought to the

Death--Dicd With Their Boots On—

Their Depredations.

The Dalton gang of desperadoes
raided two banks at Coffeeville, Kan-
sas, and in the fizht which followed four
citizens and four of the outlaws were
killed and three citizens fatally wounded.,
I'he citizens of Coffeeville had long been
expecting a raid from the Daltous, and
an armed patrol had been on the watch
for weeks. During the past week, how-
sver, vigilance had relaxed, and when
six of the gang rode into town at 9.30 a.
m,, they found nobody to oppose them,
T'hey rolde straight to the First National
and C. M. Congdon & Co’s banks, Bob
Dalton and his brother entering the firss,
ind the four others the latter bank.
I'i:eir horses were tied in an alley near,

The bandits had wo trouble in tercify-
ing the hank clerks on duty, and soon
had §205.000 <tnffed in saeks ready for
Hizht  Moeantime atarm had been given,
id City Marshal Connelly hurriedly
gathercd a posse and posted them in the
square facing the two banks, Bob and
Emet Dalton were the first to appear,
the former carrving a sack containing
BLug,ued,  Tie bandits made a dash for
their horses, but Bob Dalton fell dead
wet his oy of money, shot thirough the
head by @ Winghester in the hands of
Jim Spoor<. Eqrmet Dalton ieached his
horse and got off. The firing vrought
sut the other bandits from Congdon &
Uos hank, A general battle then took
place in the square, and at the end of it
three more bavdits lay dead and four
itizons were dead, and three mortally
t‘..ntl!.-{t':l. =

In the meantime, mounted men had set
off in pursuit of Emamet Dalton, and he
was soon overtaken and shot. The only
andit who eseaped was Allie Ogee, who
reached his borse, and, although he was
“otly pursued, got away in the direction
of the Indian Territory.

The dead and wounded of this remark-
able raid are as follows: Bob Dalton,
lespericto, shot through the hiead ; Grant
Lrdion, desperado, shot through the
heurt; Ewmet Dalton, desperadc, shos
thirongh the left side; Juseph Evans, des-
peraddo, shot through the head; John
Moor, “*Texas Jack,” desperado, shot
through the head; T. C. Connelly, city
marshal, shot threugh the body; L. M.
Buldwin, bank clerk, shot through the
head: G. W. Cubine, merchant, shot
through the head; C. J. Brown, shoe-
maker, shiot throush the body.

The Dalions were as desperate a Jot of
handils as ever lived. They were all
born in Kansas, and were second cousins
to the James boys, and were ulso related
to the Younger brothers, They were
originally cattle thieves, but finally took
to robbing mail ecoaches and trains.
Iheir depredations have been too numer-
ous to chronicle in detail, Train after
train had been held up by them, and
Irequently they have been ulmest within
the clutehes of the officers of the law,
Fhey have been the subjects of long and
liligent quest by United States marshals
and their depaties, sheriffs of counties,
and eity marshals of aspiring towns,
Fhey have had a number of pitched bat-
tles, and several sheriffs and United
Stiles mershals have died at their hands,
