A Seaeaae mt Socialism.
Two or three years ago the town of

Perpignan, France, elected a Socialist
Town Council, pledged to create public

orkshops and make all sorts of innova-
tions for the advantage of the poor.
The result is that the council has got the
municipal finances in a terrible condi-
tion, and has been turned out to give
place to a new council, whose first act
was to raise 650,000 francs to meet the
deficit.

A Keygtone-Bank-Dlvid6n- d

It is auuounced that the sum of $1,516,-78- 6

is to be paid shortly by order of the
Comptroller of the Currency, to nearly
J ,000 proved depositors of the Keystone
Natio al Bank as the first dividend of ten
percent. Of the entire claims against
the collapsed bank, aggregating $2,250,-00- 0,

Troops Leave Homestead.
After ninety -- five days' service the Six-

Tobacco Kills Cholera.
The experiments of Dr. Budener and

Dr. Wernicke in Hamburg, on the rela-
tions of tobacco to cholera, have led to a
remarkable dincovery. The cholera ba-
cilli, shriveled up and died after being
placed on a tobacco leaf for only a few
minutes. When the bacilli w re exposed
to a dose of tobacco fumes or tobacco
juice, they likewise quickly died.

Desert tho Amalgamated.
Delegates from Pittsburg, Sharon, New

Castle, Leetouia, Warren, Niles, Girard
aud Hubbard, Pa., representing the rol-
lers and finishers in iron mills in the
towns named met at Youngstown, O,,
ind organized a Finisher's Union. The
members of it will all withdraw from
the Amalgamated Association.

Tontl Order In Trouble.
A bill in equity has been filed in Phila-
