At the time the Bee
supported the Recorder it had
never received a cent from him nor
cau any public man say that the
Bee is under any obligations to
him.

The pros-
pectus of the society was discussed

FOR THE HOUSEHOLD.

Thin slices of lemon are usually
served with ice tea.

Tea and coffee should both be made
with briskly boiling water.

The paste will be done when
it forms a thick mass in the cod water.
Flavor with anv essence desired, and
pour into a shallow pan which has pre-
viously been powdered with cornstarch.
After the mass is thoroughly cool cut
inro squares and cover generously with
confectioners sugar.

The following is said to be an excel-
lent receipt for ' angel's food ": Beat
very stiff the whites of ten eggs; sift
toe ether twice, one-ha- lf pound pow
dered sugar, five ounces of pastry flour,
one even teaspoonful of cream of tar-
tar, and add to the eges, stirring very
gently with a wooden spoon; sprinkle
one-ha- lf teaspoonful of vanilla powder
to it and fill in the regular angel focd
tins." Soak the moulds in cold water
before using; rinse them out and while
still damp fill with batter. Bake for
three-quarte- rs of ,an hour and when
baked turn moulds upside down.
Never greae nor line the moulds with
paper; just have them damp and the
cakes will fall out when cold. Frost
very thin with a delicate, flavored.
