A LIBEL.

On the front page of this week's
issue of the Bee will be seen an ar-

ticle from the Literary Digest, one
of the most widely-circulate- d jour-

nals in the country, entitled "The
Negro in American Politics.'

If there ever was an article filled
with venom, spite, hatred, and lies,

it is this article.
Notwithstanding what the negro

has done for the Southern people
during the darkest hours of the
late rebellion, they are characterized
in this article as being worthless,
thieves, liars, immoral, etc.

It is said that it is natural for the
negro to steal, lie, and do other
crimes that white people will not
do. You may search this world
through, and you will not find a

more honest, patriotic, loyal,! and
moral class of people than the des-

pised negro.

wholesale charges, but he has not
established one truth by facts or
evidence. Any fool may make an
assertion, but the question is to
prove it.

It is hoped that the readers and
patrons of the Bee will read the
article, and any reply that is de-

sired to be made to the libel on the
negro will be given space in these
columns.

HOWARD UNIVERSITY.

The Bee is of the opinion that it
is worth while investigating the
methods resorted to to remove col-

ored professors of Howard Univer-
sity. There is a desire on the part
of some one in authority to have
colored men displaced and white
men put in their places. There
are several colored trustees on the
board of Howard University, but
it seems that the president has gotten
some of them laboring under the
wrong impressson as to his real
motives.

It is the duty of the colored
trustees and those who are friendly
to the negro to see that no more
colored men are removed from the
institution, and that Prof. J. M.
Gregory be reinstated.

The removal of Prof. Gregory is
looked upon with a great deal of
suspicion by the press of this coun-

try. It is hoped that the colored
trustees will look into this matter
at onee.

It places the colored trustees un-

der a cloud of suspicion, and unless
something is done to right the
wrong that has been inflicted, and
that at once, the colored press and
the people will declare before Con-

gress that the university is conduct-
ed against the colored people, and
that they want either a colored pres-

ident or no more appropriation for
the university and a surrender of
its charter.

DISTRICT DELEGATE.

The importance of this subject to f

the people of the District largely
accounts for the intense interest!
felt by all classes in securing proper
representation in the next National
Convention. There are numerous
aspirants ready and willing to go,

but do the people want them ? The
man who goes to the Convention,
will be sent, they will be selected
because of their fitness to perform
the service deemed necessary to the
well being of those who send them.
Heretofore the man most anxious
to go, whose personal interest
prompted his persistence and urged
him on, who was willing to put up a
sufficient sum of money to molify
the leaders usually succeeded in so-in- g

as the National Representative
of the District. This will account
for the fact that to-da- v we are witl
out a single representative in any
of the higher offices of the District.
Formerly we held Assessor of Taxes,
Collector of Taxes, Market Master,
Assistant District Attorney, Trea-
surer of the District, Register of the
District, Deputy Marshal, Police
Court, Weigher of the hay scales,
Deputy Warden of the Jail, In-

spector in the Health Department,
Assistant Superintendent Street
Bureau, Police Commissioners, Fire
Commissioners, and many other of-

ficers too numerous to mention. 'It
will doubtless be said that many of
the offices have been abolished
true ! but the powers were trans-
ferred, and we find some of our
people exercising them. The man
to send to the Convention, is he
who offers the most reasonable
chance of restoring to us the lost
preatige in Distriet affairs that has
been so ruthlessly taken away, and
we were powerless to prevent or af-fectua- lly

jn'otest against its contin-
uance.

THE SCHOOLS.

There seems to be a great deal of
interest manifested this year in the
public school trustees of this city?

There is no end to candidates?
Every pothouse politician and
street corner lounger can be seen
and heard discussing the situation?

The appointment of these trus-
tees come directly, directly under
the supervision of Commissioner

the kind of material there is neces-
sary to go on the board of school
trustees.

He knows also that the men that
he will select will be of high moral
character. They are men of educa-
tion and sound executive ability.

! MRS. HALLIDAY TRIES AGAIN

SHE ATTEMPTS &. FOURTH I.IFE IN

THE MATTEAWAN AS3TLUM.

f

Helped by Convict Jan Shannon, Another
Homicide, She Attempts to Strangle Cath-

erine Ward, an Attendant Miss Ward was

Alone in the Bath-Koo- m when They

Pounced Upon Her She Finally Got the
Door Open and Secured Assistance Ma-

niac Wanted to Go Back to Prison.

New York, Sept. 2. A special from
FlshkUJ says: The tigerish instinct
to slay which prompted Lizzie
HalKday to take the lives of
her husband, her daughter and
her servant has again broken out. This
time her intended victim was Miss
Catherine "Ward, a comely, intelligent,
altogether attractive young woman
who is employed as an attendant in the
Matteawan State Asylum for the In-
sane, where Mrs. Halliday is likely to
remain locked up for the rest of her
days.

Mrs. Halliday s attempt to murder
Miss Ward, In which she was aided by
Jane Shannon, another convict, was
made on Friday. Every effort has been
made by Dr. Allison, the superintend-
ent and his assistants to minimize the
gravity of the assault and even to hush
up the whole affair.

When Mrs. Halliday first entered the
Asylum it was necessary, by reason of
tier constant lapses into maniacal fury,
to keep her isolated. Of late, however,
her condition has much improved and
frhe has been allowed to mix with the
Other patients, use the comfortable flit-

ting room, and take her share in the
aousework.

All through Friday morning Mrs. Hal-
liday had been querulous and complain-
ing. Her grievance was that she ltad
become sane, was perfectly cured and
would like to go back to the State
prison. She believed and expressed the
belief that the Superintendent ajid the
attendants were in a conspiracy to keep
her at Matteawan.

Her chief confident and companion
;vas Jane Shannon, who had been trans-
ferred from Ogdensburgh and, like Mrs.
Halliday, has homicidal mania These
two women were sent into the bath-
room to do some work on Friday after-
noon, just after 1 o'clock. There are
forty women inmates, occupying two
wards. One ward leads into the other.
The bath-roo-m is to the right, in a
little corridor that connects them.

Ten minutes after Mrs. Halliday and
Mrs. Shannon had been put into this
bathroom, Miss Ward, who was goihig
into the village, stepped into it to gt
a change of clothing.

The Shannon woman was in the bath-
tub, Mrs. Halliday stood over In a ear-
ner. Miss Ward turned for a moment,
stooped down and in the same Instant
heard a step behind her. She started
up, wheeled round, saw two wild blodd-sh- ot

eyes glaring into hers ahd then
Mrs. Halliday's ten fingers wire fas-
tened upon her throat.

There was murder In that clutch, and
Miss Ward knew it. With all her
strength she drove her assailant slowly
back, striking wildly, blindly, as a mUt
seemed to rise before her eye, but ehe
could not loosen the clutch th&t aad al-
ready choked out three lives. She Jjied
to scream, but even as she opened her
lips the Shannon woman leapad out of
the bath tub, struck her with the
clinched ftst and put her hand over her
mouth.

To and fro over the floor of the bath
room the three women wrestled and
fought, the two trying to murder the
third. Twice Mtes Ward grasped the
handle of the door and twice the Shan-
non woman truck her iand away.

Blackness rose before her eyes, the
whirled round and round, her

senses were going, when with a last
convulsive move she forced the door
open and the three rolled out into the
corridor. Instantly her sister attend-
ants, Miss Hess, Miss Crawford and
half a dozen patients ran up and drag-
ged the three apart. Foam dropped
from Mrs. Hallidays mouth. Her eyes
were blazing. Screaming, fighting,
swearing, biting, scratching, she was
dragged from the room and it required
a combination of six keepers to control
her.

The Shannon woman, having accom-
plished her share in the attempt to
murder Miss Ward, was passive and
3mRing, and consented to go back to the
bathroom. Both women, however, are
now locked In separate rooms.

Lizzie Halliday six years ago entered:he home of Paul Halliday, a farmer liv-.n- g
in the little hamlet of Burllngham.

aulhvan county, ostensibly as his house-
keeper. In order that she might bestowmore care on his weak-minde- d son, Halll-ia-y

married her. One day in his absence,
she set fire to the house, burning the boy
to death.

She next stole a horse. She was sent
to an insane asylum, but discharged as
aured, and in September, 1893, the bodies
Df Margaret McQuillan and her daughter
Sarah, whom she had lured from their
lome in Newburg, were found under the
oarn. Si s had shot them and buried
:hem. The corpse of her husband was
found a little while afterwards, riddled
with bullels, buried under the house.

The woman was plaoed In the jail at
Monticello: There, she had frequent vio-
lent outbreaks, attacking the jailer's wife
n one occasion. She also set fire to her cot

md later hanged herself to her cell door.
Then ahe was put on trial at Monticello,
found guilty of murder In the first decree
md sentenced to be killed by electricity.
3he was removed to Dannemora gagged
md bound on account of her violence.
Governor Flower commuted her sentence
;o life imprisonment on the ground that she
xras insane, and she was transferred to
the lunatic asylum at Matteawan.
