AN EMINENT COLORED MAN

The late united states senator
BLANCHE K. BRUCES ABILITY AND

TACK.
From Success.

Blanche K. Bruce, Register of the
Treasury, who died in Washington.
March 17, was one of the few colored
men who have attained high eminence
Next to Fred Douglass, he was re-

garded as the most conspicuous man
of his race. Mr. Bruce was born in
Prince Edward County, Virginia,
March 1, r84i. He was of African de-

scent, was born a slave, and received
the rudiments of education from the
tutor of his master's son. He taught
school in Hannibal, Missouri, and
later became a student at Oberlin. In
1869, he became a planter in Missippi,
and was appointed a member of the
Mississippi Levee Board. He was
elected sheriff of his county, and sub-
sequently Superintendent of Edu-
cation.

In 1S75, he was elected United
States Senator as a repuolican, and

served until March 3, 1S81. He was a
member of every republican national
convention held since j868. In 1S81,
he was appointed by President Gar-
field, Register of the Treasury, and
later was appointed Recorder of
Deeds of the District of Cloumbia.
Several months ago he was again ap-
pointed Register of the Treasury by
President McKinley.

Roscoe C. Bruce, Mr. Bruce's only
child, eighteen yeers old, is in Wash-
ington, preparing to enter Harvard-Muc- h

of the success of Mr. Bruce
was undoubtedly due to his tact,
which seemed never to desert him. A
story was told of an experence he had
just after his election to the Senate,
from Mississippi:

"It was announced that he would go
to Washington by one of the Missis
sippi steamboats, at least as far as
St Louis. The captain, a man of the
name of Leathers, was a typical Miss-
issippi steamboat aptain, and he
was reported to have said that he
would show the black senator that he
would have to keep his place on his
boat, and if put on airs because he
happened to a senator, the captain
would teach him manners.
"As soon as Bruceboarded the steam

he sought the jcaptain and said: p
'Capt. Leathers, 1 am going to Wash-to- n,

and part of the way as a passen-
ger an your steamboat. My name is
Bruce, and possibly you may have
heard of me. What I want to say is,
that I know perfectly well what the
feeling of many people who are travel-
ers regarding persons of my color is.
They cannot help it, and 1 cannot
help it, I am going to give them no
occasion for any annoyance while I
am a oassenerer on vour bot. 1 sim
ply ask you that you see to it that 1

am made as comfortable as possible
and I assure you that vou will have
no reason for complaint."

"The bluff captain stepped back
a pace or two, looked Bruce over, and
then held out his hand and said, with
great emphasis: "You shall sit at my
table; you shall sit on my right hand
on theentire trip, and if any man ob-

jects he will have to fight me. A man
who can talk as you have, and as fair
as you aie, is better fitted to be a
United States Senator than some of
the white senators I have carried on
this bo3t.' On that entire trip of some
three days, the captain made Bruce
his honored guest.

OUR SEWING DEPARTMENT.

AN UNPOPULAR AND CONTRARY DI-
RECTRESS. What the result of
A CHANGE WOULD BE UNANIMOUS
COMPLAINT.

Perhaps the hardest worked teach-
ers in the public schools, are those in
the sewing department. With a con-
trary and unpopular sewing directress,
the teachers are having a hard time.
It is not supposed that Superintend
Cook is aware of the contrary and
arbitrary actions of this sewing direc-
tress. The program of this depart-
ment is the most "zig zag" instrument
that one would desire to read, and
whenever a teacher gors to the
one who has charge of this depart-
ment she is either insulted or she is
told that such and such a change can
not bo made, although it is for the
best interest of the schools. There
are several young ladies in this de-

partment who stand high in this com-
munity and who are entitled to con-

sideration. As a sample of the arbi-
trary action of this airecrress ihe Bee
will give a few. A teacher who re-

sides on Meredian Hill is sent either
to South Washington or in the neigh-
borhood of Ihe Government Printing
Office, A teacher who lives in South
Washington where she had previously
taught and made a record, she is sent
near the jail and the teacher who lives
in that vacinity or in the northeast, is
sent entirely out of the reach of
cars. The report is that the directress
of sewing has assumed the authority
to make an assistant out of one of the
teachers, without the authority of the
superintendent or the industrial com-
mittee. This teacher is called
to the Sumner building two or three
times a week ostensibly of assisting
the directress. If she is sent out to
teach he is given two schools not
ioo feet from the directress office.

The Bee wants to know what right
has this discrimination to be made
when all the sewing teachers are sup-
posed to fare alike. If a teacher
should ask this modern reformer of
the sewing department if they can ex-

change so that it will be more conven-
ient tc them and especially in wet and
rainy weather, she replies in a most
insulting manner, by telling them that
Mr. Cook will not permit it. The Bee
is of the opinion that Mr. Cook is not
a party to anything that would in-

convenience his teachers.
Tlie committee on industrial educa-

tion is requested to investigate this
alleged assistant in the sewing depart-
ment and other irregularities in this
"zig zag" program.

OTHER DEPARTMENTS

are governed differently. Misses
George of the physical culture depart-
ment and Cook of the cooking de-
partment are ladies of refinement who
sympathize with their ladies teachers.
Their disposition is not ot show that
they are the "bosses" but to advance
the best interest of their schools.

Miss George is reported as calling
to her room all of her teachers, and
methods are discussed and plans sug-
gested as to the most convenient way
to make the work agreeable to her
teachers.

Miss Cook does the same thing. If
a certain route is inconvenient to the
teacher these ladies get together and
discuss the "ifs" and "ands."

They don't set up and lecture their
teachers as though they were a lot ofl
school cnnaren.

A directress should have the respect
and confidence of her teachers.

The question is, why should Miss
Griffin, who is the logical first assist-
ant and an experienced and compe-
tent lady be subordinated for one less
experienced ?
