Lord Charles Beresford who it is
said is about to resign his post as
commander of the Mediterranean sta
tion of the British navy in order that
he may have a free hand to criticise
the governments naval and military
administration is perhaps the ablest
sailor in Great Britain without any
exception His record in that line is
something remarkable for a born
peer Lord Charles although the
marquis of Waterford and the fourth
possessor of that high title has been
in the navy since he was 13 and has

He has received the gold medal of

Liverpool Shipwreck and Humane
for having on three occasions

jumped overboard to save lives at sea
On one of these his pockets were

j filled with cartridges distin
guished himself ai the bombardment
of Alexandria in 1882 July 11 when
he was in command of the gunboat
Condor He ran his vessel right un
der the guns of the fort and en
gaged them lIe likewise assisted the
ironclad Temeraire off the shore
where it had struck Later he helped
the khedive to get away and com
manded the American and British
marines who policed the town after
the bombardment In 1898 and 1899

Lord Charles Deresford made a tour
of the east in the interest of the
worldtrade in Chisa and on his re
turn passed through tho United
Sattes where he was given many
flattering receptions in the principal
cities en route He belongs to the
oldest and best Norman nobility of
England
