The psephograph is a little over a
yard in height and s provided with as
many openings as there are candi-
dates in the field. The voter presents
his card to an official who has charge
of the voting booth and receives a
small metal chip about the size of am
American dime. He is then given
permission to enter the booth and |
steps behind two screens which ren- |
der him invisible to both the publis
and the overseers alike. There he
finds the voting machine facing him.
After carefully scanning the differ
ent slots, above which Is a space con- |
talning the names of the candidates, ;
he selects the one he wishes to vote !
for and drops his chip in the slot cor
responding to it. The fall of the chip |
causes an interior lever to rise, this
movement making the number of per-
sons voting appear om a ''ttle tablet
.0.1 the outside, which is always visi-
Wele, and In the interior registering
the vote for the chosen candidate.
When the voting is over the officer in
eharge lifts aside the metal covering
on which is registered the number of
persons voting and the number of |
votes obtained by each candidate is
vealed. By this system 37,000 votes
were cast in two hours at a recemt
election at Turin.
