H. A. Unruh, of Arcadia, was in the
city yesterday.

orchard on the Santa Anita ranch was
in as good shape as he bad ever seen it. |
There is scarcely any gcale of any sort
on the trees, and the few of the red
variety left are fast disappearing.

Two years ago Mr. Baldwin set out 100
acres of young trees at the mouth of the
Santa Anita cafion. This was when
nearly everyone in this section was
irightened out of his wits lest the white
scale should destroy all the orange trees
here. Now these trees, about 10,000 of
them, are in excellent condition, and
promise well for the future.

In the Santa Anita nurseries there are
about 1,000,000 young orange trees. A
small portion of these are ready to set
in orchard rows this year, and will be
so disposed of, and the others will be
get out next spring. Mr. Unruh esti-
mates that the plants of the two years
will aggregate 75,000 to 100,000 orange
trees, or 750 te 1,000 acres.
