In the Terrible Sinks of the Hum-
bohlt.

He Survives Where Hundreds Perish from

Their Inability to Obtain

Water.

Continuing the diary of J, M. Hixson,
now a real estate dealer, kept while
crowing the plains in 1849, which the
11KKAij)has been publishing, the follow-
ingchapter brings the narration to the
sinks of the Humboldt:

The first twelve miles of our road this
morning was good. Here we reached
Salt creek ?or rather a slough from the
pools?into the waters of which all the
substances, such as alkali, borax, salt,
etc., had been thrown together. For
some distance the surrounding flats were
almost impassable, not swampy as one
would understand by the word, but rot-
ten. With great difficulty we passed
over this place, wagons sinking to the
bed, mules miring,etc. After crossing
this slough we had a good road for eight
miles, when we came to a point of sand
of less than a mile, but itgave us a fore-
cast of what we afterwards found for
miles. As soon as the wagons got into
the sand the mules stopped as though
the wheels of the wagons were locked.
The sand was as heavy as iron dust.
The sand would lift up on the rims of
the wheels and spokes and form almost
a solid wheel. We had never encoun-
tered anything like it,and no pen pic-
ture can give one any idea of it. It can
only be understood by seeing and experi-
encing the effect on animals as we did,
with our starving and leg-weary ani-
mals. After a tedious time of at' least
one hour we crossed this point and came
to a solid road of a chalky formation for
two miles, when we reached another
stretch of sand. By this time tlie sun
was sinking below the horizon of the
great sand domes before us. We unhar-
nessed our animals to give them a
chance to roll and enjoy a little rest m
the soft smooth road which they were so
soon to leave. 1 would say just here
that some mules would starve with food
before them if they are not unharnessed,
and perish forwater before drinking out
of a bucket.

After preparing some coffee and par- |
taking of some crackers and a cup of j
what we called coffee made of the stuff' j
we bad brought from the pools, and giv- 'ing the mules the flags we had brought j
in the wagons and giving those that
would drink out of the buckets some
water we had brought in the kegs, we
were on the road again after a two hours
rest. Itwas now quite dark, and one of
the peculiarities of this part of tlie con-
tinent is the blackness of night. The
stars may glimmer, but the darkness j
near the earth is impenetrable.

The first sand we encountered was not
over half a mile in width, then we had j
several miles of the same character ofi
chalky formation with more or less loose |
stone. In places the road was as smooth
as glass,having the appearance of hav-
ingbeen a lake of chalk or some similar
substance, and the water evaporating
left the bottom perfectly smooth.
After crossing this we came to a
stretch of about four miles of sand
of about the character we had encoun-
tered at other places on the road. Very
tiresome on the animals, but such as
they could get through by giving them
time, and resting frequently. Coming
out of that for a few hundred yards, we
came to the "great sand desert" of ten
miles between the sinks of the Hum-
boldt and the Carson river, of which
the emigrants to California from ls-lL'
to 184!) had known?but few had experi-
enced?as the road mostly traveled had
been further north, coming to the
Truckee in place of the Carson. Those
who had gone this way had usually had
pack animals.

We soon found that it would be use-
less to undertake to make the tripwith
our animals in their present condition
without lightening our wagons all that
was possible. We had two wagons
to which were attached ten
mules ?six to one and four to the other
?leaving nine extras. We packed every-
thingthat we could put in condition to
pack on the extras, leaving only our ba-
con and a few things in the wagons.
For a while that appeared to help very
much. Those of us who had been privi-
leged to ride our animals and go as we
pleased, found in walking and leading
the packed mules we had a hard road to
travel. I had two, and it was
with great difficulty I could prevent
tlieijtearing the fringes from my new-
suit of handsome buckskin clothing.
They were constantly nipping the fringe
on my handsome mountain sheepskin
coat which ran across the shoulders and
on the sleeves, or on my buckskin pants.
We had one experience that was quite
exciting. Having packed the 50-lb. sack
of flour we had bought from the Tennes-
see boys for $8 a few days before on one
of our best mules (the one I had used
for a riding mule until Ibought a fresh
horse at Fort Hall), long after midnight,
when men and beasts were almost ex-
hausted, all of a sudden something
rushed past having the appearance of a
flame of fire. As it passed, the teams,
tired as the mules were, would have
stampeded. Running for several hun-
dred yards on the road ahead, the ap-
parition continued quite a distance, when
it turned and came toward the
teams, and it was with diffi-
culty the drivers could keep
them in the road, the leaders doubling
back. Like a flash the streak of fire
Eassed back on the road, but it was not

mg before it came up again. 'Twas a
perfectly exhausted mule.

It appeared she reached around and
bitt the flour sack and when the flour
commenced to sift out in the darkness itI
looked like fire?ami she had jerked
away from the party leading her, and
the more the flour' flew the more it
looked like a stream of lire, and it
created too much commotion to admit
of explanation until it was all over, i
Where the lash rope had passed over
one end there was about enough flour
for one mess of biscuits?an $8 break-
fast with coffee and bacon thrown in.

We continued to progress a little until
about 3 a. m. when the mules refused to
go. Some of the boys said it was no
use, we would have to take the animals
on to feed and water, and after recruit-
ing come back and haul the wagons over
ot the iiver. Some could stay with the

!wagons, as we still had some of the sub-
!stance from the wells in our kegs.

Altera discussion all around I found j
!Major Lane agreed with me, and that.,

was that we would rather make another ;
effort, and if we got to the Carson with
ienough animals to take the other men

10 the "diggins" they could have them,
;and we would take it afoot rather than
.leave a part behind and have to come

back and consume two or three days.
So that was agreed on without any hard
feelings, but a purely business transac-
jtion. We then unharnessed the mules
i that appeared to be the most
| jaded and unpacked those that ap-
ipeared freshest, and put the packed
mules to the harness and the packs on
the others, but that did not appear to
help the situation. The packed mules
appeared more jaded than those taken
out of the harness, so, in a little while,

jwe had to change them again. Of course
all this took time, and gave the animals

jsome rest, for by this time it was quite
Icool, and for a short time the mules
Imoved along better than they had done
!before; but it was soon the same thing
again, go a few steps and slop. When

| urged to go some Would try to go, while
! others could scarcely be induced, by
\u25a0 coaxing or otherwise," to make an effort.

So it did look as if it was useless to
spend any more time, or we would have
no mules to eafry anyone to the

;"diggins."
Just as day began to dawn we could

!see in the distance something that OUt-
| lined something different from the sand
! domes that encircled us on all other
j sides. We moved up a short distance

' and looked again, and as the iight be-
! came stronger we could discern what we

thouget were trees. Ifit were trees we
felt sure there must be water there ; so
we continued to move on little by little
until Aye saw without a doubt it was
trees, and large ones. We estimated the
distance at about four miles. While it
revived us with the thought that we
could reach there ourselves, how were
our poor brutes to get there, even should
we turn them loose. We did not have
water enough to do them any good, and
the sun would be high in the heavens
before they could travel that far at the
gait they were going, and that
appeared to be all they could do,
for those in the wagons got along
about as well as the pack ones.
About this time we noticed one mule in

i the six-mule team throw up her nose, as
| though scenting something from afar,

iPretty soon another did the same, and
we did not move up but a time or two,
be lore we discovered all were doing the
same, and we were satisfied they had
scented water; and, from that to the
jriver, all of four miles, instead of being
iurged, they had to be held back for fear
they would overdo themselves. It was a

< lively time for those of us who had the
pack mules to lead. Before ft a. m. we

i had reached the river, having traveled
! forty-five miles from our camp at the
jwells. We gave our mules that would
i drink from a bucket, a part of a bucket

of the most delicious water man or beast
i ever tasted, Then we turned down the
river a feW rods, and unhitched and un-

! packed and turned ouranimals loose,and
i it was a pleasure to see those poor, dumb
I brutes go into that beautiful stream and
| stand and drink; after waiting awhile
i drink again. They did not appear to
| crave food as they did water, although

I they had scarcely had a good feed in ,500
| miles. The grass was not good where
jwefirst came to the river, the bottom
I being narrow and the glass was eaten
i off. After a hasty meal the boys took

their mules a few hundred" yards
down the river, where they found good

I grass, and while the mules enjoyed their
| grass and rest the boys had a good day's
i sleep. Ihad just cleaned up my cook-
| ing utensils and prepared to give the
I boys a good dinner when they came in
|at night and had lain down to sleep.
I when the Tennessee boys came up, hav-
i ing to leave their wagon and bring on
j their mules.

It appeared to me 1 never could get
| waked up to the situation, but poor fel-
I lows, when I did get awake I got them
jsome breakfast, and I felt so thankful
jthat we had persevered and got through,
iIt seemed to me I would almost as leave
abandoned the wagons and their contents
as to have to go back on an-
other day.

After taking a sleep and letting their
mules feed and rest through the day,

| they took their dinner about sundown
jwith us, and packed their mules with

some cooked food and started lor their
wagons.
