THAT LAND TRADE.

E. M. Funk Charged With Obtaining
Goods Falsely.

E. M. Funk was yesterday morning

arrested by Officer Walker on Spring
street, on a warrant charging him with
having obtained goods under false pre-
tenses from W. H. Keyes, about a week
ago, by trading 103 acres of worthless
land, near Orange, for $0,000 worth of
jewelry, by representing that another
tract was the one designated.

This, it is said,
Funk refused to do, and the trade,
which was to be for pianos and horses,
was declared off.

THE BELL CASE ENDED.

The Court Accepts the Major's
Apology.

Yesterday at 10 o'clock the case against
Major Horace Bell for contempt of court
came up in Department 1 of the Superior
Court. Colonel Stanford, on behalf of
Major Bell, presented an amendment to
the answer riled last week, in which an
unqualified apology was tendered the
court.

worked be allowed $100 each, while the
balance of $80 be givento the Protestants.
However, after a short discussion, it was
agreed to abide by the original resolu-
tion, and distribute the money equally
among the three asylums.

The meeting then adjourned.

THE IROQUOIS.
A Very Interesting Conference With

Representative Democrats.
A committee of the Iroquois Club held

a conference with a number of represent-
ative Democrats last night in the hall oi
the club, on First street.
