
SILVER RISING.

The telegraph announces that, under
the eminent probability of honest legis-
lation on silver, that metal has risen to
$1.02 per ounce. This is a gain of seven
cents an ounce during the past ten days.
There has been no time since silver was
demonetized by a dirty Republican trick
in 1873 when the United States could not
have restored it to its parity with gold
by an honest national policy. Hither

the free coinage of silver, or the purchase
and coinage of $4,500,000 of silver
a month, will bring this deliberately dis-

credited metal up to its old standard.
The advance in silver is directly due to
the strong sentiment created by the

Silver Convention which met in St.
Louis some months ago, and to the
clearly disclosed determination of both
bouses of Congress to rehabilitate it.

The restoration of the white metal to
its old status means, ultimately, the
doubling of the metallic circulating
medium of the world, and an easy money
market, stimulated production and en-
terprise, bringing in their train universal
prosperity. Only a few months ago sil-
ver was down to 79 cents an ounce.

l. VBOK ( 'OMMISSIONEB WhIUIIT gives
some curious statistics as to the wages
received by people in the employment of
the various railways of the country.
They are of questionable value and very
misleading; though, such as they are,
they appear in our telegraphic columns.
As a general thing railway employes of
all grades receive good wages. From
the very nature of the business, how-
ever, there are a great many persons
temporarily employed by these corpora-
tions, and their casual appearance on the
pay-rolls of the company has a tendency
to reduce the general average of wages.
For instance, during the late snow block-
ade on the Sierras, great numbers of men
appeared fora few weeks on the pay-rolls
of the Central Pacific Railway as snow
shovelers. To make a general average,
as ifthat had been all they had done
during the whole year, would be
misleading in the extreme. There can
be no question that wages have been
largely decreasing in the United States
during the past three or four decades,
but the assumption that because a man
quits shoveling snow he bangs himself
up in idleness for months, is very mis-
leading. He probably takes to cutting

ice or wood after the blockade has been
conquered. "

Though Governor Stanford and Mr.
Huntington have kissed and made
friends, all the same the gilt-edged pro-
gramme for throwing the Democratic
party in the next election for United
States Senator has miscarried for good.
The people have looked the situation
over, and they have come to the conclu-
sion that Huntington has sounded the
signal for a new departure which is most
salutary. It is a matter of some moment
that the whole extent of the reconcilia-

tion is involved in Mr. Huntington's
statement that he and Senator Stan-
ford can agree, in the future as
in the past, to disagree. There
is nothing of the rosy hue of
dawn in such a declaration as to Sen-
ator Stanford's hopes for a re-election.
Meanwhile, the Democratic party willgo
ahead and win the legislative elections
and choose the successor of Stanford
themselves.

The Salvation Army of Los Angeles
have made up their minds that tliey are

The right way to
treat these people is to deal with them
exactly as would be done with any other
disturbers of the peace.

THE GERMAN KAISER.

The situation in Germany just now is
very peculiar. The retirement of Bis-
marck leaves everything at sea. There
are those who may think that the work
of consolidating the mighty German
Empire was a thingof trifling moment,

and that anybody might have consum-
mated the work as easily as the Iron
Chancellor. This is not the opinion of
those versed in the history oi the in-
terminable conflicts to which Germany
has been a prey almost since the dawn
of European history. Dissension in the
mighty German Fatherland lias been a
sort of second nature since the days of
Rudolph of Hapsburg and the more
modern 1lohenzollerns.

The personalities, of Emperor William
L and of Prince Bismarck, taken in con-
nection with French aggression, had an
unspeakable influence in making tier-
man unity possible. The Influence of
the Emperor Frederick as Crown Prince
was also very potent. The unification
of Germany can be regarded as little less
than a miracle, considering the history
of that country. When the century
opened the House of Austria wa* abso-
lutely in the ascendant. Its princes
controlled the electorates which chose
the Emperors of the Holy Roman Em-
pire?a fiction of the middle ages and oi
the feudal times, which was abolished
by the First Napoleon. In fact, until
the battle of Sadowa, Austria was the
leading factor in German affairs.

Southern Germany, a most warlikeand
enthusiastic race, naturally leaned to
Austria, being affiliated with the Court
of Vienna by traditions of diplomacy and
religion. The creation of a compact
German Empire under such conditions
was a prodigious achievement of war
and statesmanship.

Fortunately for the evolution of a
united and invincible German Empire
the Emperor William 1. had long sur-
vived thp impetuosity of his youth,
tuid had developed a personal
character which eventuated as one of
the most august in Kuropean annals.
He was bound by ties oi inseparable
friendship with a man who had at once
the significance oi a Wallenstein and a
Gustavus Adolphus, in the person of
Prince Bismarck. Everything that the
glamour of successful war and an unsur-
passed genius for atl'airs could Impart to

a cause was guaranteed by this auspi-
cious combination of a great sovereign

and a statesman of unsurpassed genius.
In the presence of such a conjuncture
local jealousies shrank back abashed.

The gulf which separates the present
Emperor William from his grandfather
is almost immeasurable. By retaining
Bismarck in the direction of affairs, and
showing a becoming modesty in the
opening years of his reign, he might well
have hoped to have conciliated all opin-
ions. No name in all German history
has been a mightier one than that of
Bismarck with which to conjure a peo-
ple. The young Emperor, however, has
chosen to throw away this cementing
agency, and to stand alone.

In too many ways he has shown that
he regards himself as a law unto him-
self, lie nominally controls the most
powerful military machine in Europe.
If he really controls it there is no limit
to his possibilities. If he were a man
like Frederick the Great, for instance,
be would soon be the uncontested
master of Europe. But is he such a
man.

He is either a rash ami headstrong
young man or he is a portent like Charles
XII.of Sweden. He seeks nocounsel and
accepts none. In an important public
speech he announced that while he
would be partial to his friends he would
dash his enemies to pieces. Under no
circumstances would such a speech
be a wise one. It is weighted with
an arrogance which challenges hos-
tility. Even if he were as strong
as he thinks he is, such a declaration
would have been unwise in the extreme.
In the absence of any evidence that the
young German Emperor is a man of
great force and character, such heady
announcements would leave him in the
attitude of a vaporer.

As it is, the evidence accumulates that
the other constituents of the German
Empire, notably Bavaria, are restive
under the high-stepping programme of
William 11. He has undertaken to
handle the labor question, with
the result of tremendous Socialist

!successes. He stands today on
ja giddy height which may admit of a
tremendous downfall. There are not
wanting indications that many ofthe most
sagacious statesmen of Germany think

Ithat he will be glad, at no remote day,
|to call'on Bismarck in the words of
| Cicsar struggling in the torrent of the

ITiber, "Help me, Cassius, or I sink."
The new Kaiser of the Germans, dur-

a sensation, has been found guilty.

At New York, B. F. Martin, Deputy
Commissioner of Public Works, got an-
other warrant for the arrest of Editor
Godkin, of the Post, on another charge
of libel growing out of the recent cor-
ruption stories. Godkin gave bail.

Dispatches from various fpoints along
the Mississippi river in Louisiana report
the river situation practically un-
changed.

saloon. Stewart got the worst of the
light. As he was leaving the place an
eleven-year-old boy of Sweet's seized a
revolver from the bar and shot Stewart,
killing him instantly. The boy was
arrested.

At Pittsburg a convention of delegates
of the Presbyterian and Cnited Presby-
terian churches, adjourned after adopt-
ing resolutions favoring the organization
of a union, and recommending the ap-
pointment of delegates to a convention
or council with a view to framing a basis
oi union.
