May
their reception by the good people of
Los Angeles today be most hospitable,
and may they be made to feel that it is
good to be once more in the scenes of
their early manhood. The Herald
heartily trusts that no effort will lie
spared to make their stay amongst us
agreeable.

Last night the members of the Sal-
vation Army replaced their drums and
trumpets by the waving of handker-
chiefs. They find it hard to surrender
the right they have hitherto enjoyed of
tormenting their fellow-citizene to
frenzy. Itwill only require a little firm-
ness to abate this nuisance once for all,
and the Hkrai.d trusts that the authori-
ties will show the necessary back hone.

It will be a great thing forArizona
and for Los Angeles, her natural trading
center, when the White Mountain Reser-
vation is thrown open for settlement.
Some of the finest mining regions in
America are there, as well as some of
the noblest forests to be found any-
where. The idea that a lot of Indians
should be permitted to lock-up valuable
territory which could be made to con-
tribute to the wealth ol the nation is a
fanciful one that should be abandoned.

Schemes for the loan of the national
money are becoming very plentiful of
late, both Senators Stanford and Ingalls
having formulated projects looking to a
liberal distribution of Uncle Sam's cash.
By supplying the people with an abund-
ant currency and reducing taxation,
thus leaving the surplus in the pockets
of the people, all the relief asked for
would be obtained. Plans like those of
Stanford and Ingalls are looked upon by
the great majority of the people as
visionary in the extreme. The free
coinage of silver and a liberal issue of
silver certificates would fill the bill
perfectly.

An occasional complaint is heard
from our merchants that times are some-
what dull. The way A. T. Stewart was
wont to meet bad spells in business was
to advertise liberally. He used to sa\

that in flush times he could get along
without advertising, but that in dul
seasons printers' ink, and plenty of it
was an absolute essential. Our mer-
chants might very well borrow a leaf
from the book of the great dry goods
prince. Judicious advertising will often
cause a store to be crowded that woulc
otherwise present a deserted appear-
ance.

/ Thk liev. Peter Verdaguer has beet
heard from by his friends in Los An-
geles. He has visited Rome, Paris and
Palestine, and is now in his native city,
Barcelona, from which he will soon start
forLos Angeles. Our well-known and
esteemed townsman has been in the
Riviera and could find there no climate
equal to our own. During his absence
he distributed quite a number of the
Illustrated Los Angeles Heralds,
which he found to be in great demand
wherever he went. Father Peter spent
much of his time in Palestine, and was
greatly edified by treading in the foot-
steps of the Saviour.

Wk save been favored with the re-
port of William Irelan, the State Miner-
alogist of California. It is an exceed-
ingly valuable work and has been pre-
pared with great care, embracing a mass
of valuable statistics, and giving inter-
esting details of the methods of mining.
Mr. Irelan dwells upon the necessity of
national legislation favorable to silver,
and he thinks that at least 14,000,000
worth of that metal should be coined
monthly. This measure would, in his
opinion, give great vitality to silver
miningon this Coast. As itis now he
says that the mines of that metal are
not worked in California, nor will they
be until there shall be some remedial
legislation.

In view of the great disaster which
occurred on the down grade at Tehachepi
some five or six years ago itmight be well
that the road-bed at that place should
be materially altered. That scene of
horror willnever fade from the memo-
ries of those who witnessed it. Some of
the most estimable people of the State
were burned to ashes in that catas-
trophe, amongst the rest, the wife of
ex-Gov. John G. Downey. That train
was in charge of some of the best rail-
way officials in California, and their
careers were permanently blighted. Con-
ductor Reed had the entire confidence
of this community, and yet his train got
away from him. The brakes should
always be carefully tried before the de-
scent is ventured upon.

THEY WILL FIND A WAY TO BE HEARD.

For a long while past the people of the
United States have felt poor. Money
has been hard to get and the rates of
interest have been oppressive. The far-
mer, particularly, lias suffered great de-
privation and hardship. Senator Voor-
hees, the other day, in a speech in the
United States Senate, prevented statis-
tics of the indebtedness ol the farmers
of Indiana, Illinois and the States of the
Northwest that were absolutely appal-
ling. Driven to debt by the failure of a
crop or the low price of bis produce, the
farmer found to bis dismay thai the
next year the prices were even lower.
Ground as between the upper ami the
nether millstone, be looks wildlyaround
on all hands fur relict, and can not per-
euve a ra\ oi light ni auv drretiicn. ll
is under such circumstances that
a man resents unnecessary tax-
ation. Every dollar that is wrung
from him lie surrenders after a
mighty struggle with his indignation.
This is the mood of the people of the
United States today, and it is at such a
time that Mr. McKinley and the Repub-

lican majority of the Ways and Means
Committee not only refuse to reduce the
high and oppressive war tariff, but
actually increase it. Ignoring such por-
tents as Ohio and lowa going Demo-
cratic, they dare to press the collar
tighter to the neck of the toiler. That
a great revolution is taking place in the
minds of the farmers of the Northwest
in all matters of government is shown
by a number of significant circum-
stances. A few years ago Senator Alli-
son was the favorite son of the North-
west, lie loomed up as a formidable
candidate for the Presidency, and was
regarded by many intelligent Republi-
cans as the coming man. The other day
Mr. Allison was obliged to make a
mortal struggle to compass his re-elec-
tion to the United States Senate
from lowa, a State whose favorite
son he was supposed to be. The dissat-
isfaction with Mr. Allison was entirely
owing to his lack of efforts to obtain a
reduction in the war tariff. Mr. John
James Ingalls has also been aroused to
the voices of mutiny which reach him
from Kansas, and it need surprise no
one if he shall be dropped from the
roster of the United States Seriate. The
people have reached a stage at which
they will no longer permit themselves
to be trifled with. They are tired of
paying two prices for blankets, clothing,
stoves, axes, nails, agricultural imple-
ments and the thousand and one things
needed on the farm, and receiving in re-
turn only half price for their produce.
They demand a change and will see that
they get it, no matter who stands in the
way.

Mr. Oiiaincey M. Depew said in a
speech the other day that there were a
million people in the city of New York
who were as ignorant as any negroes in
the South. This was a gross and calum-
nious misstatement, and ought not to he
allowed to pass without rebuke. That
there is a large illiterate element in the
metropolis of the Empire State is doubt-
less true, but to place the figure so high
is to revel in conscious untruth. The
figures ofthe last United States census
will give the lie to Mr. Depew, and we
doubt very much whether the census
now in course of preparation will nhow
a quarter of a million people in
New York who cannot read and
write the Knglish language. Of
course, few of them could make a fasci-
nating post-prandial speech, and still
fewer of them would know how to water
the stock of a railway to four times its
original amount, an accomplishment
which is possessed in great nicety by the
select circle with which Mr. Chauncey,
M. Depew has been so long associated.
Many of those at whom he sneers as
being no better than the negroes of the
South are men who possess as good
natural gifts as the man who maligned

i them, and can boast a devotion to
| American spirit which would shame
! their richer neighbors.

Democratic clubs are being organized
jin Los Angeles at a most gratifying rate,
and the belief that a Democratic vic-
tory is about to be chronicled all around
the board is doxibtless responsible for
much of this enthusiasm. The impres-
sion is general throughout the State, not

only amongst Democrats but Republi-
cans, that all the Democrats have to do
to elect the Governor, the balance of the
State ticket and the legislature is to put
up good men.

lr wori.o be very hard to show of just
what use Mr. Charles A. Dana has been
to the Democratic party. His brilliant
paper, the Xew York Sun, which is sup-
posed to shine for all, very frequently
guides the enemy to weak spots in the
Democratic entrenchments.

I ington will fail to become great
commonwealths. Nevertheless, there
are multitudes of people there who air
dissatisfied with the climate and with
the immediate cut look, and this Fall
and Winter thousands of them will find
their way down here. There is more
money and infinitely more comfort in
Southern California than in any other
portion of the Pacific Coast.
