THE PIONEERS.
Programme for Their Entertainment

Today.
The committee of the Native Suns,

consisting of E. R. Smith, W. S. Mar-
chant and Robert E. McGregor, met

with the committee of the pioneers,
consisting of Major Horace Bell, .Judge
B. S. Eaton and .Judge .1. A. King last
evening, and decided upon the final
arrangements for the reception of the
pioneers today. Judge Eaton was ap-
pointed a committee of one to meet the
visiting pioneers at the Raymond hotel
and bring them to the city. The head-
quarters of the celebration here will be
in front of the new city hall where, at
1 :30 p. m., the pioneers will be received
by the committee of the Native Sons of
the Golden West and the Los Angeles
pioneers and provided with conveyances,
and a tour of the city will be made. On
their return they will be conducted to
the Chamber of Commerce, where the
literary programme will be carried out
and a cordial welcome tendered the
pioneers. The literary programme as
arranged is as follows:

Address by Judge Eaton; music by

the band ; response by the president of
the visiting pioneers; address of wel-
come by Colonel J.J. Ayers; poem by
A. E. Kercheval, read by Frederick
Stanford ; the Native Sons of the Golden
West, by Hon. R. F. Del Valle; vocal
selections, by Daughters of the Golden
West.

The exercises will commence about
8:80 p. m. 11. J. Woollacott and W. H.
Workman have donated some fine old
California wines for the occasion. Mr.
and Mrs. Antonia F. Coronel will be the
guests of the Native Sons and Daughters.
Mrs. Coronel has arranged many inter-
esting features jin the Sutter's Fort
booth at the Chamber of Commerce, for
the entertainment of the pioneers.
Pio Pico, California's last Governor, will
also be present at the celebration. The
Native Sons earnestly request all the
citizens who have agreed to supply car-
riages to have them in front of the new
city hall, by 1 :30 sharp, where the
proper committee will make the dispos-
ition of them.

The ladies of the annex, who have in
hand the decoration of the exhibit hall
for the celebration, are desirous ofsecur-
ing flowers for the occasion. They will
begin the work this morning at 9 o'clock,
and in spite of the fact that the flower
festival is making considerable demands
on the owners ofgardens, they hope that
they will receive all that are needed to
carry out their plans.

THE KINGDOM.

Interesting Sermon by Rev. J. L.
Russell.

Rev. J. L. Russell preached last eve-
ning at the First Presbyterian church
on the text Matt, 11, 12: "The king-
dom of heaven suffereth violence, and
the violent take it by force." In the
discussion of the topic he said: "The
expression 'kingdom of heaven' occurs
151) times in the New Testament. The
expressions 'kingdom of my Father,'
'kingdom of God,' 'kingdom of Christ,'
'kingdom of heaven' have a common
meaning, but represent in some of their
uses different degrees of development
of the Christian life. Violent men as
used here means men who are
desperately in earnest; men who
will not suffer defeat; men who
are zealous; men who will not
yield; men who claim the promise
of God, and who press into the kingdom
in spite of all opposition. The im-
portance of the kingdom of heaven as-
sumes an earnestness that will not lie
averted.

The kingdom of heaven is within. It
is the renewal of the soul. It is right-
eousness, peace and joy in the Holy
Ghost.

A soul touched by the kingdom of God
is set on fire ;it is full of energy ; it is a
new life. Old things are become new.
It was death ;it is life. Itwas prejudice
and hatred; it is the love of Christ. It
was trouble ; it is peace.

After a prolonged sickness we walk
out into the fields, new thoughts come
to us. Every bird has a new song; every
flower has a new color. So to one who
enters the kingdom of heaven all things
are new. The kingdom of heaven makes
a battle field in every breast, and he
who can conquer is the victor. To con-
quer requires all the powers of the
human soul.

The earnest soul that, has a glimpse
of the kingdom or that, has felt a thirst
for the fountain of life will struggle as
Jacob did with the angel and conquer.
The work of Christ can not be done by
half-hearted people. It must be done
by determined soldiers, who consecrate
themselves to the work.

The world is unhappy today. It is
full of selfishness, sensuousness, preju-
dice, pauperism. It is crying for relief,
and it can only be gotten by earnest,
determined effort, and the kingdon of
heaven among men.

We know but little of the rewards to
those who pass into the kingdom, but
we have the promise that we shall
shine as suns and stars. Let us be
earnest and bring some souls to lav at
the Master's feet.
