
THE LATEST AS TO SILVER?POSSIBLE
DANGERS.

The friends of silver have achieved at
least a partial victory. Itwill be seen
by our dispatches elsewhere, that the
Committees of the House and Senate
have come to an agreement, and accord-
ing to its terms a bill will be reported
and probably passed embracing the fol-
lowingfeatures:

The Secretary of the Treasury shall
purchase four million live hundred
thousand ounces of silver per month, at
a rate not exceeding $1 for 371.25 grains,
and issue treasury notes in payment
thereof in denominations ranging from
one to one thousand dollars. These
notes are to be redeemable on demand
in lawful ntoney, and when so redeemed
they may be reissued ; but no greater or
less amount shall be outstanding at any
time than the cost of the bullion then
held in the treasury, purchased by such

notes.
On the demand of any holder of such

notes the Secretary may exchange for
them bullion equal to their value at the
then market price of silver.

The Secretary shall coin such portion
of the bullion as may be necessary to pro-
vide for the redemption of the treasury
notes.

So much of the act of February 28th,
1878, as requires the monthly purchase
and coinage of $2,000,000 to $4,000,000 in
silver is repealed.

The act is to take effect thirty days
after its passage.

Senator Teller, of Colorado, a far-
sighted silver man, dissented from the
compromise. He desired the free coin-
age of silver, but failing in that he
wants the next best thing, and will
move' to make the silver certificates a
legal tender.

Nothing short of this should be ac-
cepted by the friends of silver. Fortu-
nately that metal has in the Senate of
the United States vigilant, energetic and
sagacious friends, who will see that the
people of the United States are treated
to no Trojan horse chicane. The pres-
ence of John P. Jones, Stewart, of Ne-
vada, Teller, of Colorado, and others, is
a guarantee that whatever legislation
shall be consummated will be honest.

The features of the bill requiring
most scrutiny are those which provide
for the purchase of silver at a rate not
exceeding $1 for 371.25 grains, and the
repeal of the Bland bill. Silver has just

as good a right to advance to a premium
as gold, and the inhibition of the pur-
chase of silver bullion above that figure,

in the absence of free coinage,
might result in not increasing
the volume of currency to
the amount desired. In other
words, the moment silver should touch
$1.01 per 371.25 grains the issue of silver
certificates would cease. If it should
do so in the third month of the enact-
ment of the bill, and should remain at
that figure for the remaining nine
months, with the Bland bill repealed,
there would have been added to the cur-
rency $13,500,00U against the $24,000,000
which would have been added to the
circulating medium by the Bland bill,
and the $48,000,000 that might have been
added by that bill if we had really had a
genuine American administration ofour
fiscal affairs?an administration not
dictated by Wall street in New York and
'Change, in London.

Some day itwill be a matter of genuine
wonder on the part of the historian that
the people of the United States should
have permitted themselves to be the
victims of the peculiar hocus-pocus in
favor with un-American Secretaries of
the Treasury. This country needs
nothing so much as a genuine
Western man as Secretary of the
Treasury. Tlie Herald believes
that a man like Bland, of Missouri,
could be elected President of the United
States on the financial issue. We would
rather take our chances with a Presi-
dential candidate from the South who
was devoted to the double standard than
with a representative of the gold bugs of
Wall street, hailing from what State he
might.

It is an exceedingly agreeable thing to
know that President Manvel, of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa ¥6 Kail-
way, President Magoun, of the Califor-
nia Southern, and Mr. Peabody, of the
banking firm of Kidder, Peabody & Co.,
and of the Directorate of the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe Company, were all
completely fascinated by Southern Cali-
fornia and notably by Los Angeles
county. This was not always the case
with those gentlemen. Nearly a year
ago a distinguished citizen of Los Ange-

les called on Mr. Magoun, in Chicago,

and that gentleman expressed opinions
decidedly unfavorable to Los Angeles.
The railroad man was asked by the An-
geleflo if he had seen the country of

which he entertained so poor an opin-
ion. He replied that he had not. The
Angelefio then advised Mr. Magoun to
go and look at it before he formed a de-
cided opinion one way or the other.
The advice was acted upon; and both
Mr. Magoun and President Manvel have
been unreserved in their admiration of
the beauties and their appreciation of
the possibilities of Los Angeles county.

STICK TO THE CONFIGURATION OF THE
HILLS.

The Hehai.d has given some attention
lately to the clamor to cut through First
street, and having found that the pro-
ject is in every way objectionable this
journal enters its protest against any
such scheme.

The plan is for a grade of one in
twenty-five and a tunnel. A great many
of our readers do not know what a grade
of one in twenty-five means as applied
to First street. Itwould simply involve
a cut of about sixty feet ?a rude and un-
necessary marring of a beautiful section
of the city?and a tunnel of about four
hundred and fifty feet. It would destroy
a large amount of valuable property and
disfigure the really grand and graceful
outlines of our city. In addition, it
would block the plan of the Cable Road
Company, which has made all its
arrangements to run up Grand avenue
from Seventh street, connecting from
First street at Broadway. Tlie proposed
cut would be simply barbarous.

It is advocated on the ground that it
is needed to assure to the business men
ofFirst street their legitimate share of
trade. When the fact is borne in mind
that First street has the extensive re-
gions as tributary to the trade of her
merchants of the northern and eastern
portions of the city it would look as if
she is sufficiently provided for already.
The not very large population of the
Oahnenga valley might very well be per-
mitted to reach the city by Third street
when the fact is kept in view that First
street commands the trade of the Te-
jiuiga, San Gabriel and other valleys to

the north, east and south. It can
scarcely be claimed that that thorough-
fare should engross all the approaches to
the heart, of the city.
It should be the aim of the people of

Los Angeles to avoid as much as possible
interfering with the natural coutour of
the hills. Such eminences, properly
handled, are really elements of beauty
in a city. Treated on the terrace plan
they add indescribably to the attrac-
tions of places like San Francisco and
Los Angeles. In the former city the
legislature at one time authorized the
cutting of Second street through Harri-
son and Bryant streets. The result has
been disastrous in every way, and the
experiment has not been repeated.

It is quite true that the means of com-
munication from the western hills and
the Cahuenga valley ought to be in-
creased. This can be done to the great-
est advantage by tunneling Tiiird street.
By such a plan, on a tunnel four hun-
dred feet long, all the population west
of the city can reach the business center.
Ifthey prefer to deal with the merchants
of First street all they will have to do
will be to turn northeast two blocks.
This is certainly no great hardship.
By this plan there will be no isolation
of any valuable property, no ugly de-
facements of lovely natural eminences
and no interruption of intelligent plans
of cable road extensions. The street
will enter and leave the tunnel on an
easy and practicable grade.

There are Hat cities in the United
States, like Philadelphia and Chicago,
which would give millions of dollars for
the noble hills which are destined to
form the most attractive portions of the
residence quarter of I.os Angeles. In-
stead of marring their sightliness, we
should aim to preserve and embellish
them. Scarred by deep and ugly in-
dentations they will be eyesores instead
of things of beauty and joys forever.

Our people ought to profit by the ex-
perience of those of San Francisco.
Second street and those portions of Har-
rison and Bryant streets affected by the
legislative cuts have been tabooed from
that day to this. Let us make no such
mistakes. The greatest cut that should
be admitted is a grade of one in ten,
such as prevails on Hope street, between
Fourth and Fifth. That is a practicable
and easy grade, and one which will
neither destroy valuable property nor
mar the natural beauty of our hill sites.

There is something highly amusing
in the way the Tribune puts the with-
drawal of Gov. Waterman from the
gubernatorial right. It says that he
"declines a re-nomination." This is
euphemism with a vengeance. There
has never been a moment when Water-
man had the ghost of a show of that
equivocal honor. His Accidency is
really the most unpopular man in the
State of California, and whatever may
he said of the Republican party, its
shortcomings do not geneially run
in the line of idiocy. That
organization is determined to make the
best light it can, and it is morally cer-
tain to pick out its strongest men. The
precedents of the "off years," and the
enthusiastic and alert attitude of the
Democracy, together with Republican
disaffection towards Harrison's admin-
istration, give gratifying assurance of
Democratic victory. Itwould be singu-
lar indeed if, at such a juncture, the lie-
publicans had picked out a man who
could not carry even a fair propor-
tion of the vote of his party
in the region in which he
lives. The "Strictly Business" can-
didate for Governor has been so pecu-
liarly business-like in the prostitution of
his great trust that, in the impossible
event of his nomination, he could not
have commanded two-thirds of the votes
of his own party. One of the strong
Democratic cards in the coming election
will be the profligacy and wastefulness
of Waterman's administration. His
shameful veto of the Mutual Insurance
bill at the dictation of his Secretary,
MarkBoruck, the editor of the insurance
journal of California, taken in con-
nection with his gross favoritism and
jobbery in the selection of the sites for

beneficial institutions of the State allotted
to Southern California, will give the
Democratic party inspiriting keynotes in
the coining campaign. It is doubtful
whether California has ever had such an
entirely vulgar, corrupt and scandalous
administration as that of one R. \V.
Waterman, advanced by a melancholy
accident, and for the sins of the State, to

the chair to which the people elected the
stainless Bartlett,
