| distance or in the dark where they are
| not at all visible to the average human

| A story which instances Chip’s sagac- |
| ity is told by a number of people who
| witnessed the affair. At the elevator
| entrance on the main floor of the Bryson-
| Bonebrake block there is a large sign,
| ““No dogs allowed in this elevator.” One
day Chip was discovered staring at that
sign. Two men who noticed him went
into the elevator and whistled and tried
their best to induce him to follow, but
he stood rigid and motionless, staring at
the printed words. The elevator men
swore that he often came up and looked
at that si$n. This story is vouched for
by several people, including the railroad
reporters of two morning papers. There
are those, however, who discredit it.
