The text of the bill follows the Secretary
of the Treasury’s instructions, and au-
thorizes the classification as woolen
cloths of all imports of worsted
cloth, known under the name of worsted
clothg, or under the names of worsted or
diagonals, or otherwise.

Carlisle protested against the adoption
of resolutions of this character, which
took away from the committee the whole
right to congider bills, and forced the
House to vote upon them after a brief
debate. It was not fair to the members
of the House ; it was not fair to the tax-
payers of the country. Pension esti-
mates were never liberal enough, and,
he said, the expenditures under the
Senate bill would amount to $45,000,000,
and under the House bill to $50,000,000.
From this time on he would protest
against this system, and ingist upon the
rights of members to have an opportunity
for discussion and amendment.

Carlisle said he was not authorized to
speak on this subject, but in his opinion
there were gentlemen on the Democratic
side who would give the soldiers more
than the gentleman from Iowa was
willing to give them.

After considerable further debate of |

this nature, McKinley said the resolu-
tion was justified under the present code
of rules and by precedence set by the
House. The Republicans wanted to do
public business; the country wanted re-
sults, not speeches.

The resolution was adopted and Mor-
rill spoke in support of the bill. The
total number of persons put upon the
pension roll under the provisions of the
bill, he said, was estimated at 440,000,
at the annual cost of §39,629,000. This
act of justice had been too long delayed.
If the Government was to grant a service
pension, it should grant it without
delay. ‘

Yoder, of Ohio, spoke for a per diem
pension bill, and charged the Republi-
»ans with not being true to their prom-
ises to the soldiers., The pending bill
might be better entitled: “A bill pro-
viding pensions to soldiers after they are
dead, and then their widows, providing
they become paupers before they die.”

Tarsney, of Migsouri, opposed the bill
because it made no discrimination be-
tween 3-month and 3-year soldiers; be-
cause it made no distinction between
disability resulting from service and that
resuiting from the various conduct of
the pensioner.

Grosvenor, of Ohio, said the bill, if
passed, would make the pension roll
number 950,000, with a total expendi-
ture of $150,000,000 per annum. . This
gross sum amounted to nearly forty-
three per cent. of the gross income of
the Government. It was munificent
generosity, such as the world had never
before witnesged, and exceeding that of
all the civilized nations combined.

Springer opposed the bill because it
made no disecrimination as to length of
service,

fayers, of Texas, opposed the bill in
the interest of the tax-payers of the
country.

After further debate an amendment
was agreed to on the Morrill bill, re-
ducing the age of limitation from 62 to
60 years.

The Morrill bill was agreed to as a sub-
stitute for the Senate bill—yeas 183,
nays 71.

Yoder moyved to recommit the bill
with instructions that the committee
report back a per diem pension bill.
Lost—43 to 161.

The Senate bill as amended by the
substitute was then passed—179 to 70—
amid applause, and the House ad-
journed.

The bill authorizes the Secretary of
the Treasury to place on the pension roll
the name of any officer or enlisted man
sixty years old or over who served ninety
days or more in the war and shall have
received an honorable discharge; said
pension to commence from the date of
application and continne during life at
the rate of eight dollars per month. All
pergons who served ninety days or more
and were honorably discharged and who
are now or may hereafter be suffering
from mental or phygical disability, shall,
upon due proof, be placed upon the list
of invalid pensions at $8 per month,
The bill also provides a pension for the
widow of any soldier when she shall ar-
rive at the age of sixty years or be with-
-out other support than daily labor.

Senate Proceedings.

WasniNaToN, April 30.—1In the Senate
today, Dolph, from the committee on
foreign relations, reported a concurrent
resolution requesting the President to
negotiate with Great Britain and Mexico
with the view of securing a treaty stipu-
lation for the prevention of the entry of

of the ballot boxes on a table. Wood
was there also.

Butterworth interrupted with the re-

mark: ‘“You are lying from beginning
to end.”
* Butterworth then testified: “There

is not a single word of truth in his state-
ment that I was there, from beginning
to end.

Bone reiterated the truth of his state-
ment, and said he had no object to
asperse Butterworth.

A NARROW ESCAPE.

Thrilling Adventure of Rose Elizabeth
Cleveland and Friends in Florida.

LouvisviLLe, Ky., April 30,—A letter
has been received here from Florida from
Mrs. A. D. Mulliken, wife of a capitalist
of this city, that tells of a narrow escape
from death last week of herself and hus-
band and Miss Rose Elizabeth Cleve-
! land, sister of ex-President Cleveland.
The party had been wintering on the
lower coast of Florida. Last week they
started to come north on a steamer, but
had to stop at Naples for repairs to the
steamer. Mr. and Mrs. Mulliken and Miss
Cleveland were anxious to go to Punta
Gorda, and chartered a Jight sail boat
for that purpose. The party was well
out on the way to Punta Gorda, when a
great storm came up at night and at-
tempts to manage the craft were futile.
The waves rolled over the boat again
and again; the decks were swept of
everything, and the gloom that sur-
rounded them was appalling.  All their
baggage was swept away. Nothing
could be done save to cling to the boat.
After geveral hours the storm abated
and the craft finally reached Punta
Gorda.

Mexican Ores.

WasniNagToN, April  30.—Assistant
Secretary Tichenor has informed the
United States consul at Paso del Norte,
Mexico, that in the case of ores com-
posed of silver, gold and lead, where the
silver and gold together are of chief
value, but where the lead is more valu-
able than either of the others separately,
the ore would be dutiable under the pro-
vigion for lead ore, the term, ‘“chief
value,” of an article or substance com-
posed of three materials, meaning
greater than either of the others and
not greater than their aggregate.

Perished in the Snow.

Fresno, Cal., April 30.—It has heen
ascertained that Phineas Lanch, a well-
known mining man, who has been miss-
ing since last January, perished in the
snow. 8. A. Kenyon, of Pine Ridge,
says Lanch stopped at his house on the
way to his mining claim at Markwood
Meadows. The snow was four feet deep,
and after Lanch left Kenyon’s house a
terrible snow storm began. Lanch’s
cabin was recently visited, but no trace
of him was found.

HILTON'S HAND.

Pulitzer et al. Indicted for
Libel.

Judge Hilton After Editorial
Sealps.

The “World” Called to Account for
its Insinuations.

The Men Who Traduce A. T. Stewart’s
Memory Worse Than the Ones
Who Stole His Body.

New Yorg, April 30.—The Grand Jury
has handed in indictments against
Joseph Pulitzer, John A. Cockerill,
Julius Chambers and James F. Graham,
of the New York World, for the criminal
libel of ex-Judge Hilton.

The World, for some time past,
been publishing sensational articles
garding Judge Hilton’s relations to the
Stewart estate, and also vague insinua-
tions against the character of My,
Stewart. On the 23d instant Judge
Hilton wrote District Attorney Fellows
at length, calling attention to these arti-
cles, and saying he would not think of
dignifying them by bringing a civil suit
for libel. Iad they been confined to
libeling him he should have treated
them with contemptuous silence ; ‘‘but,”
says the letter, ““‘when they malign the
memory of my dear friend and bene-
factor, whose name was a synonym for
high character, perfect integrity and un-
questioned personal purity, I owe it to
his memory that such shameless and
wanton traducers, beside whom the
robbers of his grave were gen-
tlemen of refinement and character,
should be brought to answer at the bar
of public justice.

SHOT BY THE CAPTAIN.

A Bkipper Obliged to Shoot a Mutinous
Tar.

AsToRr1a, Ore., April 50.—The sealing
schooner Bessie Rutter, which left As-
toria ten days ago, returned last night,
bringing a sailor who had been shot by
Captain  Henry Olsen and fatally
wounded. Last Sunday the captain
went into the forecastle and ordered all
hands on deck. All responded except a
Dane named Billy Stevenson, who would
not get up. The captain went down
the second time and asked why he did
not get up, The Dane said he would
when he got ready, and applied vile
epithets to the captain,who responded by
calling him a ““nigger.”” When Stevenson
made his appearance on deck the cap-
tain ordered him to go forward, but
Stevenson paid no heed and advanced
toward the captain, who seized a shot-
gun. Olsen again commanded him to
go forward three times, but he kept ad-
vancing, and, when about six feet away,
the captain fired and Stevenson fell to
the deck wounded in the groin. He
was picked up and cared for, and the
schooner headed for the river. When it
arrived here Stevenson was taken to the
hospital, where he died this morning.
The captain was placed under arrest on
his arrival by a deputy United States
marshal,

PHILADELPHIA FAILURES.

The American Insurance Company and
Bank of America in Trouble.

PriLapeLeara, April 30.—Something
of a sensation was caused by the an-
L nouncement that an examination by the
State Insurance Commissioner shows
that the American Life Company loaned
over $700,000 to various concerns which
have no commercial standing. As a re-
sult, the stock of the company depreci-
ated nearly a million in value. The
president of the company declares that
the loans are perfectly safe.

The Bank of America has suspended
payment,

The suspension of the hank did not
cause much gurprise, as it was known in
financial circles that there had been a
heavy draw on it for some days. The
branch offices in different parts of the
city are also shut up. The deposits are
said to amount to about $700,000. The
bank is closely allied to the Insurance
Company of America. Today’s suspen-
sion was due to rumors set afloat on
Saturday affecting the credit of Presi-
dent McFarlane, of the ingurance com-
pany.
