TARIFF IN MICHIGAN.
The Issue Has Been Taken Up by the

Farmers of the State.
Mr. W. (i. Thompson is a representa-

tive Western man of long experience in
the big affairs oi life. He was mayor of
the city of Detroit and he hails from
thai beautiful city, which was once an
Indian trading post and is one of tbe
oldest settlements in the Western land.
Speaking with a gentleman at one of theop-town hotels yesterday, Mr.Thompson
said:

"The growth of Detroit is almost phe-
nomenal. It is the general belief of our
people that the next census will show
us to have 250,000 inhabitants. The
best part of it is that our growth is sub-
stantial. It is frequently said of our
city that it has more house owners ac-
cording to population than any place in
the country. That, perhaps," is quite
natural, as we are to an unusual extent
an industrial community. In the manu-
facture of cars, machinery of all kinds
and line-cut tobacco I think we are sec-
ond to no place in the country, and per-
haps stand in the front rank.

In the manufacturing element of life
we are very prosperous, but tbe farmers
of Michigan, while tilling as fertile land
as there is in the world, are by no means
satisfied with their lot. Wheat is cheaper
now than it has been for a quarter of a
century, and tbe husbandman can
hardly make a living where he shouldbe making a profit. If this is true of
the farmers of Michigan, how much
worse off must be those tillers of the
soil who have not the splendid condi-
tions of agricultural lifewhich Michigan
gives to her citizens?

"I have been told that two-thirds of
the farms in our State are mortgaged
and that many of the fanners are tbisyear obliged to borrow money to pay
their interest account. How long theycan stand such a condition of af-
fairs as that any one can see without
very careful calculation. This naturally
keens the people dissatislied, and the

THE CALLING OF A SPECIAL
ELECTION, JUNE 7TH, 1890.

AT A MEETING OF TIIE BOARD OF
Supervisors, held April 28th, 1890, at which

were present a full Ixiurd and the Clerk, the
following ordinance was passed by Hie follow-
ing vole:

Ayes?Supervisors Perry, Davis, Hubbard.
Martin and Rowan. Noes?None.
The Board of Supervisors of the County of Los

Angeles <lo ordain as follows:
SECTION 1. Tbere is required and public

necessity demands for the completion of a
courthouse for the County ol Los Angeles, which
courthouse is now in process of erection,
iv tbe Cityof Los Angeles, County of Los An-
geles. State ol California, the sum of 1200,000,
and there is also required for the equipment
and fiirnishingof said courthouse the additionalsum of 150,000, and there is no money in the
treasury ol said county applicable to such pur-
pose, und the ordinary revenue of said county
willnot afford any funds which can be applied
to the construction of such courthouse or the
furnishing or equipment thereof, and it is
necessary for the best interests of said county
that said sums Should be raised by the issuance
and sale of three hundred bonds of said county
of the denomination of one thousand dollars
each, to run for twenty years, und to bear
interest nt urate Dot exceeding five percent.
per annum.

Sec. 2. There shall be submitted to the quali-
fied electors of said county, at a speoial election,
whicli is hereby called' and ordered to take
place on the 7tb day of June. IS9O, the question
Whether suid electors will consent lo the
issuance of bonds of said county in the sum of
1300,000, said bonds to be 300 iii number, and
of the denomination of £1,000 each, to run for
twenty years, und to bear interest at a rate not
greater than Ove per cent per annum.

Ski .3. The particular purpose for which
said indebtedness is to he created is as follows:
$200,000 of said Indebtedness is to be created
