
ELECTING UNITED STATES SENATORS
BY THE PEOPLE.

The proposition to elect United States

Senators by a direct vote of the
people is one which will rapidly gain
favor with the people. Under the orig-
inal scheme for the constitution of the
higher branch of the national legislature

the members of that body were designed

to be the representatives of the States
rather than of the people, and this plan
has been adhered to ever since. It was
only through the adoption of a series of
compromises that the adoption of the
constitution was made possible. One oi
the effects of the war has been the loos-
ening of popular reverence for that fea-
ture of that instrument which made the
Senator distinctively the representative
of State sovereignty, and the change

could be brought about in time. It is
not in the power of the States to effect
change without a constitutional amend-
ment, as the manner of the election of
United States Senators was not left to
the several commonwealths. Section 3
of Article 1 of the Constitution reads:
?'The Senate of the United States shall
"be composed of two Senators from each
"State, chosen by the legislature thereof
"for six years, and each Senator shall
"have one vote." Section IV, of the
same article, however, would seem to
throw some doubt on the point,

and would appear to confer on
Congress very considerable power in the
premises. It says : "The times, places
"and manner of holding elections for
"Senators and Representatives shall be
"prescribed in each State by the legis-
lature thereof; but the Congress may at
"any time, by law, make or alter such
"regulation, except as to the places of
"choosing Senators."

To a layman this second clause would
seem to invest Congress itself with the
power of making the elections of United
-States-Senators, dependent on the will of
that body. Even if this Interpretation
were accepted, in a matter of such

.gravity {h? refonc would more properly
be brought about by an amendment to
ihe national constitution. Would such
an amendment be adopted by the
requisite majority of tbe States or the
people, in view of the traditions of the
country and its uniforn practice? It
would be such a radical innovation that
its beneficial character would be in
great danger of being overshadowed by
its novelty. In the present condition
of public sentiment and with the in-
herited ideas as to the matter, it would
be difficultto effect the reform short at

least of years ofagitation.
That a more democratic sentiment

and constitution ought to be infused
into the Senate would be generally con-
ceded by most men who should take the
trouble to inquire into the issue on its
merits. As a matter of fact, that body
has become the most exclusive and
aristocratic coterie in the world. Its
membership is smaller than that of any
other legislative body in a country of
anything like the population of the
United States. It is a fact in the per-
sonal experience of any one who has
had much to do with the dignitaries at
Washington that it is a thing of far
greater ease to obtain an audience with
the President or Secretary of State than
with a United States Senator. Through
the practice of nearly a century a Sen-
ator has come to regard himself as a sort
of Grand Mogul. It is not improbable
that it would be easier to obtain an in-
terview with the Czar of Russia than
with the average Senator in the Capitol
building. The fact that this body was
so long regarded as the citadel of the
reserved rights of the States, and was
graced by men of extraordinary ability
for so many years, is probably responsi-
ble for much of this exclusiveness. As
a fact beyond controversy, however it
may have arisen, the body is aristocratic
and autocratic. The only thing that
protects the people of the United States
from the imputation of being governed
by an oligarchy is the short tenure of
nnrVAr of the ordinary Spnatnr

Notwithstanding the high and august
character of the Senate, a wag some-
times gets into that body who gives its
dignity away. When Nesmith was sent
to Washington as one of the United
States Senators from Oregon he arrived
there with a very exalted sense of the
dignity of the Senate. In telling his
impressions and experiences to a friend
afterwards, he said, "When I first took
"my seat in the Senate Ioften wondered
"how a man like myself ever got there.
"When Ihad been around the capital for
"several months I wondered how the
"other fellows got there." The story is
old but true, and is replete with blunt
Western liumor.

The practice of electing Senators
by the legislatures of the
States lias made corruption in such
elections very easy. The baneful prac-
tice was begun by Simon Cameron, who
would at no time in his later years have
dared to face a direct vote of the people
of the Kej stone State. In 1857 he
bought his election to the United States

Senate by the purchase of the votes of
three recreant members of the Pennsyl-
vania Assembly, Minear, Lebo and
Wagonseller. These wretches were
burned in effigy in nearly every precinct
in Pennsylvania, bat the Senator was
welcomed to his seat by men who
would have disdained to take the
hand of the cattle he had bought. There
was one good thing about old Simon,
and that was his freedom from hypoc-
risy. He had no hesitation in proclaim-
ing the fact that he had bought people,
and he insisted upon a delivery of the
goods. Perhaps one of the funniest
as well as most disgraceful incidents
that ever happened in Washington was
a scene in which the old Winnebago
Chief participated. One of his cast-off
tools said in a company of gentlemen
that he had never been bought. "Why
"d?n you," said Simon, "I've often
''bought you myself." Receiving the
lie for this brusque speech, the fiery old
Lochiel caned bis interlocutor for half a
block.

There are now said to be thirty-two
millionaires in the Senate. That many
of these seats w ere purchased cannot be
doubted. In the large and self-respect-
ing States at least sucb purchases would
be impossible if the Senators were
elected by a direct vote of the people.
In such rotten boroughs as Nevada the
thing would lie possible. The man who
can buy a fraction of a legislature would
shrink back abashed at the magnitude
of the task of buying a whole people of
States like New York, Pennsylvania and
Ohio, and he would fail in his effort
even if he should summon sufficient
hardihood to make the trial.

j These is a popular fallacy to the effect
; that figures cannot lie. This is of course
itrue as a literal statement. Figures

have no power of speech. But men
never begin to exercise the gift of lying
as a tine art until they come to use
figures. Secretary Windom is the latest
artist to undertake to make figures

falsify as only a true disciple of Belial
could. He says the "active" circulating
medium of the United States is $22.6ftper
capita, which, according to this adept at
Tom Ochiltree's business, is more
than that of any other country excepting
France. Let us see how this is. The
best sources of information put Bel-
gium's "active" circulating medium at
$29.70" per capita. The Cape colonies are
credited with $25.95. The Netherlands
have $26.05. Cuba has $38.68. And
while it is not a false statement to give
merely the circulating medium of these
countries in comparison with that of this
country, such a statement made boldly
and for the sake of arguing that our cur-
rency is sufficient, is one of those half
truths that is worse than a lie
out of whole cloth. The needs ofFrance
or Belgium as comjiared with ours are
small indeed. The vast extent of our
territory, the needs of our people in the
way of daily expenditures, the industries
to be developed from their beginning,
and the magnitude of the products of
the soil which have to be moved, all

combine to create a demand for at least
$2 in this country for $1 in the others.
Windom is a facile tool of millionaires,
and as such does not favor con amort

an expansion of the currency.

Our friends ofthe Republican side of
the House are finding out in these
spring days what sort of a task it is to
frame and pass a tariffbill. Mr.McKin-
ley is literally deluged with inquiries
from business men, asking when the
fate of his bill is likely to be decided.
While important duties are hanging in
the balance, of course business is done
on very narrow margins, no one daring
to order goods beyond the needs of the
day. When this party went be-
fore the people the promises
made were positive and profuse that
were they only in power all legislation
would go on at high pressure Bpeed.
They knew what the people wanted,
what the business of the country lan-
guished for and how to provide it all.
Under these circumstances itis a little
disappointing to be told at this date,
near the end of the current term of Con-
gress, that the bill cannot get to-the
Senate before July, and that it is not
possible for it to go into effect until next
fall. There have been "smart Alecs" in
the world before who could show all the
others a trick, who were the people with
whom all wisdom must of necessity ex-
pire, but who when the pinch came
turned out to be ordinary sort of men
after all?and of just such are the Re-
publican solons.

Governor Hill, having got the Sex-
ton Ballot Reform hill into a shape that
conforms to the constitution of the Em-
pire State, has signed it, now that it is
sure of remaining the law. This is de-
priving many an able son of Belial in
the Republican editorial ranks of his
occupation. Hill is the strongest candi-
date for the Presidency in the Demo-
cratic party and the nest of sanctimonious
fabricators who know this is true, sit up

1nights and lose their meals by day to
jgain time to invent falsehoods likely to
;injure a man whom the newspapers
!ought to treat with becoming fairness,
|as he has always been an able and suc-

cessful member of the guild.

Today several interviews are given in
the Herald with heavy taxpayers
showing the trend of public opinion on
the proposed change in the new court
house, which substitutes a perfectly
fireproof roof for one safe, perhaps, but
not certainly so. It is remarkable how
nearly unanimous the people are on this
matter.
