MAYOR GRANT'S CASE
Witness McCann Repeats His

Calumnies.

He Enlarges His Previous
Charges.

The Mayor Testifies In Defense of
His Honor.

Large Crowds Assemble to Hear the
Testimony, Which is Strongly

in Grant's Favor.

Associated Press Dispatches. I

New York, May 3.?The Senate com-
mittee on cities, ofwhich Mr. Fassett is
chairman, sat again today to hear fur-
ther developments concerning the work-
ings of the city departments. As it was

known that Mayor Grant would he a
witness to exculpate himself from the
charges of McCann, the committee room
was filled to the doors. Grant was pres-
ent with Bourke Cockran, his counsel,
Fassett and the other members of the
committee were on hand.

McCann was again put on the stand
and cross-examined. He retold his
story about furnishing supplies to the
family of his brother-in-law, Croker.
When questioned as to the date when
Croker came to him with $180,000, wit-
ness said he could not tell the precise
date. He was not surprised at Croker's
having $180,000 with him, as there
was plenty of money at tbat
time among the people connected
with the Board of Aldermen.

Croker said to him tliere were two
aldermen whom he wanted to reach,
and Tom Adams knew them.

Croker subsequently said he had seen
these two aldermen, and understood
everything was satisfactory.

"1 knew, he said, "somebody had
been seen."

?'Who were these aldermen."
"A. Pierson and Wendell." [Sensa-

tion].
Witness said he had been on tbo best

of terms with Croker until Mayor Grant
came in between them.

Witness continued : "Croker has been
misled by bis advisors?men who held
high positions in tbis city. It is these
men who have driven him from home
and family. Irefer to Grant. I think it
is a disgrace to this city that a man like
Grant should be its Mayor."

Witness said John P.. Halloran told
him that the $180,000 bad been returned
to those who contributed it, on the New
Year's following. Witness said he could
make charges which he did not care to
put forward voluntarily at present, and
that the less those gentlemen have to
say, the better for themselves. When
pressed he admitted having a conversa-
tion with Grant about his connection
with the Broadway bribery in 1884.

Mayor Grant here arose and said he
wanted McCann to withhold nothing he
knew concerning him..

Witness then told of the day when he
;<h and Alderman Mooney had been
to a lawVfc.r '

s office together, and Grant,
referring to the Broadway railroad
bribery and bis Otfc&ationa to Croker,
said: "Ifit had not bee^ 1 for 'is advice
Iwould bave been in tbat dc«v. With the
other fellows," meaning, wItHCSn ex>
plained, the aldermen who aCCOpfeu
bribes. Grant, he said, subsequently
repeated the same thing in the presence
of Mrs. McCann and Mrs. Croker.

Senator McNaugbton asked witness a
number of questions, presumably in ex-
planation of bis testimony, but no one
except himself (McCann) and the Sena-
tor, heard either the questions or an-
swers.

In the afternoon the court room was
more thronged than in the morning.
Ex-Mayor Edson said that, so far as he
knew, Grant was not in 1884 a candidate
for Commissioner of Public Works, and
had never spoken to witness about the
matter.

AVhen Mayor Grant waa called he de-
nied positively any knowledge of an
agreement by which Croker was to re-
ceive a sum per barrel on cement, if he
(Grant) was appointed Commissioner of
Public Works. He denied that he ever
told anyone that ifit had not been for
Croker, he (Grant) would have taken
bis share of the Broadway railroad
boodle. He knew nothing about the
$180,000 McCann had spoken of; he had
never been a candidate for Commissioner
of Public Works; never contributed to,
or bad knowledge of any fund to secure

anyone's appointment to that office.
Being questioned by Choate as to his

relations to the Croker family, the
Mayor aaid he had been very intimate
with them. He was godfather to Crok-
er's child Flossie. When he assumed
tbat responsibility, as he had no nearer
relatives than cousins, and no obliga-
tions, he determined to make some pro-
vision for the child. On one occasion he
had given her $5,000, and subsequently
tho seme amount. He never gave ber
any other present, except such as he gave
all the Croker children on holidays. The
money was given the child in the presence
of her father and mother, and the child
banded the money to her mother. The
presents were free and without any un-
derstanding or agreement, or in consid-
eration of his election aa Sheriff.

Mr. Boardman took up tbe question-
ing. The Mayor repeated that he was
never a candidate for Commissioner of
Public Worka.

"You did not go so far as to secure
counsel to aid your appointment?"

"Secure counsel? No, sir."
"Did you not retain Col. Bliss?"
"Oh ! At the suggestion of Mr. Kelly

Iretained him to have the injunction
diasolved that restrained the Board of
Aldermen from acting on the appoint-
ment of a Commissioner of Public
Works."

Mayor Grant further stated that he
had no personal knowledge of what was
done with the money he gave Flossie.
He did not know ithad been used to pay
offa mortgage.

Senator Fassett questioned the Mayor
about his candidacy for the mayoralty,
and was told that he was not assessed
by Tammany Hall. He contributed
about $1,500, aud thia was, to the print-
ing fund for local officers.

Fassett questioned the Mayor about

his letters to the President of the Sen-
ate.

Choate objected, when it was argued
that the letters had been referred to the
committee.

Cockran, on behalf of the Mayor, here
said he would withdraw any intimation
that the committee or its counsel had
been party to a conspiracy against the
Mayor's character. There had been sucb
a conspiracy, but they would entirely
exonerate the committee.

In reply to a final question, the Mayor
said be had never influenced the park
commissioners to refuse to renew Mc-
Cann's lease.

Ex-Assistant District Attorney Nicoll
said, throughout his extensive investiga-
tion into the matter of the boodle alder-
men, be had never heard anything about
Grant being a candidate for commis-
sioner. Adjourned.

WILL NOT BE HANGED.

A Sacramento Culprit Prefers Starvation
to Hanging.

Sacramento, May 3. ?Charles Fra-
man, convicted of the murder of Mark
Feeny, declares that he will never be
hanged, and is trying to starve himself
to death, lie has not eaten during two
days, and says he will not eat. He said
yesterday: "IfI was guilty, Iwould
Bubmit, but lam innocent, and do not
propose to be hanged,"

MARSHALL MONUMENT.
THK NATIVE SONS' GIFT TO THE

STATE.

A Statue of the Discoverer of Gold in
California Unveiled at Coloma With
Imposing Ceremonies.

Placerville, Cal., May 3.?The regu-
lar trains for two days have been
crowded with people arriving to witness
the unveiling at Coloma of the monu-
ment to John W. Marshall, the dis-
coverer of gold in California. A large
delegation of Native Sons has arrived,
and hundreds of conveyances have been
occupied in carrying the visitors and
Governor Waterman and officers of the
day to tbe scene of tbe unveiling at
Coloma.

Coloma, Cal.,May 3.?Three thousand
people attended the unveiling of the
monument of Marshall today. Com-
missioner Caminetti was intro-
duced as president of the day,
and Chaplain J. S. M. Curry
led in prayer, Tbe address of welcome
was delivered by Prentiss Carpenter, of
Placerville Parlor, Native Sons. The
president of tbe day made an address,
during which the statue of Marshall was
unveiled. At this time he turned to
Governor Waterman, and in behalf of
tbe Marshall commission, turned over
the monument to him with the deeds of
fourteen acres of land, secured to the
State by Placerville Parlors, N. S. G. W.
Tbe Governor feelingly accepted the do-
nation. An oration was delivered by
Senator E. F. Jones, of Butte county.
Poems were read by Mrs. Reed, of
Placerville, and C. B. Swift. P. A.
Lawson, of the Sacramento Pioneers,
read an address commemorative of
Marshall and his life. Secretary of
State Hendrick also addressed the mul-
titude.

She is not
specially designed to race in America,
but may go tbere and compete at New
York, The Volunteer is one of tbe three
twenty-three-foot yachts to be built by
members of tbe club, on identically the
same lines, with tbe exception that the
Volunteer will have a center-board.

The War in Dahomey.

Paris, May 3. ?Advicea received from
Lagos, West Africa, state that a French
man-of-war bombarded Whydah, Daho-
mey, April 29th and 30th. After the
bombardment tbe French commander
sent an ultimatum to the King of
Dahomey, demanding the surrender of
the European prisoners now in his
hands, and declaring ifthe prisoners are
not surrendered, he would again bom-
bard Whydah, May sth.

Panama Canal Itevivera.

Paris, May 3. ?The Temps says the
liquidator of the Panama Canal Company
has appointed U. S. Wyse to conduct
negotiations looking to the formation of
a new company, and that Wyse goes on
a mission to the Government of Colom-
bia to obtain an extension of the time of
the concession, in the interests of the
new organization.

met Sater. This afternoon her son, in
the presence of Governor Eagle and
others, saw Sater and called him by
name. They converaed aome time about
acquaintances in Los Angelea, where the
Hoopers and Saters had lived in the
same house.

Senator Keek's Remains.

Washington, May 3.?The body of
Senator Beck was removed from the
Baltimore and Ohio station to the House
of Representative, Breckinridge,
of Kentucky. No arrangements have
as yet been made for the funeral.
Major and Mrs. Goodloe, son-in-law
and daughter of Beck, expressed a will-
ingness to leave all the arrangements for
tbe funeral in the hands of the Kentucky
delegation. Beck left a son George
who at present is somewhere in Wy-
oming. The only other child left by
Beck is his daughter, Mrs. Goodloe.

A Farewell Keception.
San Francisco, May 3.?A farewell re-

ception was tendered last night to Gen-
eral Miles,Admiral Brown and the officers
of the Second Cavalry, First Artillery and
of the United States cruiser Charleston,
by the California Commandery of the
military order of the Loyal Legion. A
large number of military and naval offi-
cers were present. General Miles and
Admiral Brown both responded to toasts.
The First Artillery will leave shortly for
the East and the Second Artillery for
Arizona.

The Charleston Going South.
San Francisco, May 3.?About 2,500

OLD WORLD NEWS.
Outcome of the May Day

Demonstrations.

Employers Forming a Protect-
ive League.

A New Theory as to Prince Bismarck's
Retirement.

Minister Phelps Gets Permission for Buf-
falo Bill's Show to Enter Germany.

Spanish Riots.

Berlin, May 3.?[Copyrighted by the
New York Associated Press.]? The first
prominent result of the May-day agita-
tion bas been a formidable movement
among manufacturers, merchants, mine-
owners and others employing large num-
bers of hands, to promote the formation
of a German union against strikes. The
idea had its origin in communications
that passed between the merchants'
and manufacturers' associations here,
and kindred organizations in other
places, regarding the May-day demon-
strations at the time when the celebra-
tion threatened to para'y/e trade, It
this plan is carried out, a league will be
formed covering Germany with a net-
work of employers' associations. It is
declared that the aim of the scheme is
united co-operation againat wanton
strikes, but there will be an easy and in-
evitable transition to co-operate against
the workers' claims in general. Speakers
at Chemnitz reflecting the opinions of tbe
majority ofemployers hailed the May-day
liasco as a victory of the masters over
the men. -Most of the newspapers sim-
ilarly draw the conclusion that the em-
ployers, ifworking in unison, can de-
feat the utmost efforts of the malcon-
tent workmen. The Fretiinnige Zeitung
saya: "After the Socialist leaders had
by their ambiguous manifesto betrayed
their desire for as extensive abstinence
from work as possible, the limitation of
the movement to isolated groups dem-
onstrates bow weak is the influence of
the Socialist deputies in everything be-
yond registering a secret vote at elec-
tions." But both employers and corn-
men ters overlook the fact that the Social-
ist leaders, with nearly the unanimous
approval of the workmen, opposed any
form ol demonstration that might lead
to collision with the authorities or em-
ployers.

An article in today's Volksblatt extoll
the day aa the grandest and most com-
plete celebration conceivable, establish-
ing an international social holiday. The
writer adds: "Although many German
workmen were compelled to work, this
did not detract from the success of the
festival."

The Hamburger Nachrichter gives anew
and startling phase to the secret history
of Bismarck's retirement, by stating asa positive fact the Emperor's mind was
prejudiced by enemies who influenced
him to believe that the Prince took such
large doses of morphine that he often
lost the power of connected thought.
The Emperor summoned Dr, Schwen-
inger regarding Bismarck's condition.
Bismarck resented the inquiries put to
his doctor, although the answers re-
ceived by the Emperor convinced him
that the reports were groundless. At
the same time interested persons busied
themselves with creating in the Chan-
cellor's mind the impression that the
Emperor was resolved to get rid of him
at any price. The manipulators of the
intrigue in the meantime kept assuring
tbe Emperor that Bismarck was firmly
resolved to resign. The article indicated
a desire on the part of Bismarck to
renew close relations with the Emperor.

Phelps, the American Minister here,
was required to influence Chancellor
Yon Caprivi to obtain a permit for the
Buffalo Bill Wild West show to enter
Germany. This subject led to reference
to the embargoes on American pork and
other products. The Chancellor's allu-
sions to the embargoes tended to en-
courage Minister Phelps to persist in
his efforts to secure a modification or
the abolition of the restrictions.

SPANISH STRIKERS.

The Hinting at Barcelona and Valencia
Continues.

Barcelona, May 3.?Riotous strikers
held complete possession of this city
yesterday for a time. They stopped the
tram-cars and threw one from the tracks
and smashed it. Bodies of strikers pro-
ceeded to various printing officesthroughout the city, and, by threats,
compelled the compositors to leave their
work. In consequence, no newspapers
were published yesterday. Placards
have been scattered broadcast urging
the strikers to pillage the city. The
mounted police charged the rioters ; the
latter resisted, finally compelling them
to retire. In the evening three regi-
ments arrived in the city, and the Gov-
ernor issued a proclamation threatening
death to strikers who interfered with
men willingto work. The mob was
slowly dispersed.

At "midnight quietness prevailed. The
streets are comparatively deserted. It
is feared further rioting will occur. An-
archists are actively engaged fomenting
trouble. They have called meetings in
various parts of tbe country for Sunday,
to declare that the time has arrived for
beginning a social revolution.

Notwithstanding the fear that further
trouble is imminent, the publicmarket
opened as usual today. A number of
workmen resumed work. The authori-
ties have no doubt that they will be able
to put down any disorder, and recom-
mend proprietors of manufactories and
shops to keep them open.

The strikers this evening have again
assumed a threatening attitude, and
more trouble is feared.

Midnight?The strikers assembled in
thousands. The troops endeavored to
disperse them, but were met with stout
resistance. Some revolver shots were
tired at the soldiers, who replied with a
volley. The mob was then charged and
scattered at the pom' ' the bayonet.

STRIKES IN FRANCE.
Troops Required to Repress Disorders?

Attempts to Compromise.

Paris, May 3.?The strike at Tourcc-
ing has become general, and the strik-
ers are parading the streets and stop-
ping all kinds of work. Large reinforce-
ments of troops have arrived to aid the
authorities in preserving order. At
Roubaix a conference is being held at
the town hall between the masters and
delegates representing the workmen,
with the object of endeavoring to secure
a settlement of the differences between
them,

CAUGHT IN A STORM.

A Wheat-Laden Craft Compelled to Jet-
tison Her Cargo.

Valparaiso, May 3.?A report has
been received that the British ship Inch-
cape Rock, from San Francisco, Febru-
ary 24th, for Queenstown, when
in latitude 55 south, longitude 75
west, experienced heavy weather,
during which her decks were swept, and
that Captain Armour and four of her
crew were washed overboard and
drowned. Tbe report also says that part
of her cargo was jettisoned.

San Francisco. May 3,?The British
ship Inchcape reporte( l {oJay ag.ha.Ying suffered in a storm, left here
February 24th for Queenstown, with
fifty-two thousand centals of wheat,
shipped by William Dresbacht, of San
Francisco. The wheat was valued at
$(50,000, and was fully insured.

THE STRIKE SITUATION.

RANKS OF THE STRIKERS INCREASE
AT CHICAGO.

Prospect of the Carpenters' Strike Being
Settled Soon?The San Francisco Strik-
ers Unable to Agree.

Chicago, May3.?The Marble Cutters'
Union last night resolved to demand
eight hours' work,with nine hours' pay,
in the retail marble yards. This morn-
ing some of the bosses conceded the de-
mands. Two thousand men are involved.
About half of the planing mill employers
have conceded the men's demands tem-
porarily. Continuance will depend on
others doing likewise.

The situation as to the strike among
the foundrymen in the great establish-
ments along tbe Black road remains un-
changed, except that tbe number of
strikers at McCormick's bas been in-
creased to four hundred. Work there is
proceeding, however, but the other large
establishments are idle. The proprietors
say they cannot concede eight hours un-
less their competitors in other cities do
likewise. There has been no disturb-
ance at any point.

The committee of arbitration diocuea-
ing the points at issue between the new-
boss carpenters' association and the
striking carpenters was in session all
day. Reports were current this after-
noon that a satisfactory agreement bad
been reached, and tbe men would go to
work for the new association Monday.
Tonight it is officially denied.
Details of tbe arbitration, however,
will be laid before the journeymen's
council Monday. Members of the bosses'
association said late tonight that the
strike will be declared off soon, and the
points in dispute (relative to minimum
wages and tbe apprentice system) be
left forarbitration afterwards.

San Francisco, May 3.?Today a split
occurred in the ranks of the striking
millmen, through the Carpenters'
Union refusing to support the millmen's
strike. Tbe two sections finally agreed
to fight separately, and each sent a dele-
gation to confer with the mill owners
this afternoon. No conclusion was
reached, but it is believed at a meeting
to be held Monday, a compromise for
shorter hours and less pay will be
reached. There is no material change
in the carpenters' strike.

New York, May 3.?Nearly 5,000 car-
penters went to YVebster hall tonight to
hear tbe reports made by the Amalga-
mateAi Society of Carpenters and Joiners,
as to the success of the eight hour move-
ment in this city. The reports showed
that the movement bad been successful
by nearly nine-tenths of the employers.

Boston, May 3.?The carpenters'
strike is practically unchanged. The
men are confident.

Treasure Hunters.
Valparaiso, May 3.?Another expedi-

tion willshortly leave for Cocas island,
on which it is believed treasure is
buried. Two or three expeditions have
gone from Valparaiso on a "similar er-
rand, but proved profitless. Faith is
still maintained, however, and about
$10,000 has been obtained for the new
experiment.

F»pe Leo's Successor.
Rome, May 3.?The Pope is bringing

all his influence to bear upon the Col-
lege of Cardinals in favor ot Archbishop
Napoli as his successor in the Papacy.
The archbishop is a liberal in political
opinions, an intimate friend of King
Humbert, and a staunch supporter of
the policy of the reconciliation of the
Vatican with the Quirinal.

The Marquis De Mores Released.

Paris, May 3.?The Marquis De Mores
has been liberated. Forty men who
were arrested for disorderly conduct dur-
ing the labor demonstration, have been
sentenced to imprison ment,varying from
one week to three months.

Tripolitana and Tunisians.
London, May 3.?An African dispatch

reports that a dispute over the boundary
line led to a conflict between Tripolitans
and Tunisians on the frontier, and both
sides lost several killed and wounded.

Irish Railroad Strike Settled.
Dublin, May 3.?The striking em-

ployees of the Great Southern and West-ern railway resumed work today on thecompany's terms, on advice of Arch-
bishop Walsh.

Misrule Causes Famine.
Massowah, May 3.?Famine prevails

in Tigro, owing to the misrule of the
Government. Hosts of people are
migrating, Many of these have died
from hunger un the roadside.
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
