ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OP
SUPERVISORS PROVIDING FOR
THE CALLING OF A SPECIAL
ELECTION, JUNE 7TH, 1890.

AT A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF
Supervisors, held April28th, 1890, at which

were present a fuff board and the Clerk, the
following ordinance was passed by the follow-

Ayes?Supervisors Perry. Davis, Hubbard,
Martinand Rowan. Noes?None.

The Board of Supervisor* of the County of Los
Angeles do ordain as follows:

Section 1. There is required nnd public
necessity demands for the completion of a
courthouse for the County of I.os Angeles, which
courthouse is now in process of erection,
inthe City of Los Angeles, County of Los An-
geles, State of California, the sum "of $250,000,
and there is also required for tbe equipment
and furnishing of said courthouse the additional
sum of $50,000, and there is no money inthe
treasury of said county applicable to such pur-
pose, and the ordinary revenue of said county
willnot afford any funds which can be applied
to the construction of such courthouse or the
furnishing or equipment thereof, and it is
necessary for the best interests of said county
that said' sums should be raised by the issuance
and sale of three hundred bonds of said county
of the denomination of one thousand dollars
each, to run for twenty years, and to bear
interest at a rate not exceeding five per cent,
per annum.

Sec. 2. There shall be submitted to the quali-
fied electors of said county, at a special election,
which is hereby called and ordered to take
place on the 7th"day of June, 1890, the question
whether said electors will consent to the
issuance of bonds of said county in the sum of
$300,000, said bonds to be 300 in number, nnd
of the denomination of $1,000 each, to run for
twenty years, and to bear interest at a rate not
greater thun five per cent per annum.

skc 8. The particular purpose for which
said indebtedness is to be created is as follows:
$250,000 of said indebtedness is to be created
and the amount raised by the sale of 250 said
bonds is to be expended in the completion of
the construction of the courthouse of safd
county, such courthouse having been only par-
tially constructed, and being located in the City
and County of Los Angeles.State of California, on
that certain lot described ina deed from Cfty of
Los Angeles to County of Los Angeles, recorded
on the 20th day of February, 1880, inbook
154, page 112 of deeds, in the Recorder's
offlce of said county, and the balance of safd
indebtedness, to-wit: $50,000 is to be created,
and the amount raised by the sale of fiftyof
said bonds, is to be expended in equipping and
furnishing said courthouse. The total number
of bonds, as to the issuance of which said
electors are so called upon to decide, being 300,
of the denomination of $1,000 each, running
for twenty years, and bearing interest at a rate
not to exceed five per cent, per annum.

Sec. 4. None but qualified electors of said
county shall be permitted to vote at such
special election, and the same shall be held as
nearly as possible in conformity with the
general election law of this State, and notice
shall be given of such election by the Clerk of
this board, by publication in' the following
newspapers published in said county, for four
weeks prior thereto, to-wit: Los Angeles Times,
Tribune, HERALDand Express.
It is further ordained that the ballots to be

used at said election shall be printed "For theIssue of Bonds," or "Against the Issue of
Bonds," and such of the qualified electors of
said county, who desire to vote at said special
election for the issuance of said three hundred
bonds, of the denomination of $1,000 each, will
vote at said election "For the Issue of Bonds."
and such of said electors as desire to vote at
such special election against said issue, will
cast their ballots "Against the Issue of Bonds."
