The board of directors of the chamber

of commerce met yesterday afternoon.
Hervey Lindley occupied the chair and
Captain A. W. Barrett acted as secre-
tary. Some resolutions passed by the
Kansas City Commercial Club with re-
gard to the interstate commerce bill
\u25a0were read and filed. A letter from Dr.
J. H. Bryant with regard to the Califor-
niaon wheels was read and filed.

The committee appointed at the last
meeting to confer with James J. Evans
about the Salt Lake railway scheme
made the following report, which was
accepted and filed:

Los Angeles, Cal., May (i, 1890.
To the President and Board of Directors of

the Chamber of Commerce:
Gentlemen ?The committee appointed

by you to confer with Mr. Evans with a
view of obtaining from him certain in-
formation regarding a transcontinental
road, which it was thought could be in-
duced to come to this city, and to cor-
respond with the accredited representa-
tives of said railroad, with a view of
ascertaining upon what terms they will
agree to build to this city, beg to state :

That your committee met Mr. Evans
in the office of the secretary of the cham-
ber of commerce, on May 3, 1890, as re-
quested; upon motion of Mr. Denker,
Major George H. Bonebrake was made
chairman of the committee, and I. H.
Polk secretary. Mr. Evans then gave
the information that a road called
the Utah, Nevada and Califor-
nia railroad had built and had in course
of construction something like 300 miles
south from Provost City, in Utah ; that
Provost City was the western terminus
of the Denver and Rio Grande railroad;
that the people connected with this en-
terprise were abundantly able financially
to complete it; that the president of the
company was Frank F. Tiernan; that
the attorney and counsellor was Judge
C O. French ; that the financial agent
and director was James H. Bacon, presi-
dent of the Bank of Salt Lake, Salt Lake
City; and that Charles D. Moore was
the chief engineer; and that the address
of all the gentlemen named was care of
the above bank at Salt Lake City.
That the headquarters of the com-
pany were at Provost City; that James
H. Bacon was the party to whom
all communications relative to the pro-
jected extension of the road to this place
should be addressed. Mr. Evans further
stated to the committee that Charles D.
Moore, the chief engineer of the com-
pany, visited this city and San Diego
several months since in the interests of
his company, and that while here be-
came acquainted with E. E. Hall, who
could perhaps give th© committoc come
information with regard to Mr. Moore
and the company. Thereupon, on mo-
tion of Mr. Polk, Mr. Hall was added to
the committee, and subsequently noti-
fied thereof.

With the above facts in our possession
\u25a0we have written Mr. Bacon in the fol-
lowing terms:

Los Angeles, Cal., May 5, 1890.
James 11. Bacon, Egy., President Bank of

Salt Lake, Salt Lake City, Utah:
Sir?We, the undersigned, have been

appointed by the chamber of commerce
of this city a committee to communi-
cate with you (who, we understand are
the financial agent of the Utah, Nevada
and California railroad), with a view of
ascertaining upon what terms your com-
pany will agree to build its road to this
city, and to one of the ports near by,
either San Pedro, Santa Monica or Re-
dondo. We are satisfied that our
people would be inclined to make
your company a liberal conces-
sion in franchises lor right of
way into and through the city to the
ocean, and could promise you the best
wishes and co-operation of the board of
supervisors, the and common
council. We are also 'of the opinion
that sufficient funds could be raised by
the people of this city to almost en-
tirely, if not quite, pay the expense of
obtaining the right of way and terminal
facilities, providing that they could ob-
tain in return for such concessions cheap
coal for manufacturing and domestic
purposes from the line of your road, and
ample facilities for the transportation of
our products of fruits, wines, etc., at rea-
sonably low rates.

We are now having prepared and will
send you statistics showing the products
of this county, the number of thousands
of carloads oi' fruit, wines, etc., particu-
larly oranges, that are shipped from this
and neighboring counties yearly, which.statistics will enable you to form a cor-
rect idea of what may be expected as
east-bound business by a road coming to
our country.

We particularly invite expert investi-
gation for the purpose of satisfying your-
selves upon the points to which your at-
tention is directed, and we promise that
this committee and the chamber ofcom-
merce of this citywill afford to your rep-
resentative all possible aid to further such
investigation.

In this connection we would also state
that we are in possession of some infor-
mation regarding a mountain-pass which
will be worthy of some attention and
consideration on the part of your engin-
eers.

Of course we do not know what you
have done to this end, but the pass of
which we are informed is one that can
be used to much greater advantage than
either of the three that are now used
by railroads approaching this city. The
matter of the pass is one that we
think worthy of special consideration,
as it will save an expenditure of
an immense sum to your company in the
event Los Angeles is reached, as from
the information we have received, the
mileage would be less and the grade
through the said pass would be some-
thing Tike 50 per cent, less than those
that either of the other roads are oper-
ating, the least of which is 11(3 feet to a
mile as maximum. The mountain range
to which we allude is the Sierra Madre,
which must be crossed by any road
coming to Los Angeles.

If there are any points to which you
desire to direct special inquiry we will
be glad to give you the information de-
sired.

THE COUNCIL.
The City Attorney on the

Treasurer's Bondsmen.

The Council Will Not Give
Them Relief.

The Contracts for the Construction of
the Sewers.

Prick Bros. Decline to Sign on Account of
an Objectionable Clause ia the

Document.

The city council met in adjourned
session yesterday morning, President
Frankenfield in the chair, and Messrs.
Bonsall, Brown, Shafer, Summerland,
McLain, Wirsching, Hamilton and Van
Dusen present.

The city attorney gave the following
opinion relative to the request of the
bondsmen of Treasurer Johnson :

You have referred to me the communication
made by Hon. E. F. Spence, who appeared be-
fore your honorable body representing the
bondsmen of the city treasurer ami the different
banks inthe city now holding the city's money,
stating that the hanks were now prepared to
turn the city money over to the City Bank,
since the court ? has decided that it
is entitled to the same, but asking that
the bondsmen of the city treasurer
be Indemnified against loss by reason of
the money being transferred to the City Bank.The section of the charter providing for the
loaning of the city's money provides, among
other tilings,that after a depository has been
selected and has given a bond which has beenapproved by the mayor and council, the council
shall direct* the city treasurer to deposit each
day allpublic moneys of said city by him col-
lected orreceived, that for each' such deposit
the treasurer shall take the receipt of the bank,
and from and after the deposit ol such money
in said bank the treasurer and his bondsmen
shall no longer be liable therefor. All the pro-
visions of this section have been complied withand the council has directed the treasurer to
deposit the money in the City Bank, and it is
withhim alone that the city has any dealings.
If he fails to deposit the money as directed hewill be responsible for the'full amount of
the interest which the city would havereceived had the money " been so de-
posited, and he may also be proceeded
against by mandate. Whether the bonds-
men of the treasurer will remain upon his
bond, and whether they will be relieved from
responsibility when the treasurer deposits the
money in the City Bank, is something whichthe council is not called upon to determine, andwith which it has nothing to do. The charterof this city is its organic law, and if this provis-
ion in the charter exonerating the sureties upon
the treasurer's bond is of no validity, nothing
that the council could do could cure this defect,
as the only power that the council has is thatgiven it by the charter. The council has no
right to give an indemnity bund to these bonds-
men, and it would certainly not be in good taste
to pass an ordinance exonerating them fromliability,as the only reason that could be given
for passing the ordinance would he that the pro-
visions of the charter were invalid, a position
which the council should not take. For these
reasons I cannot advise that the request of these
bondsmen be granted.

Major Bonsall moved that the report
of the city attorney be adopted. Carried.

With regard to" the Frick Bros.' re-
fusal to enter into the contract for the
construction of the central intercepting
sewer the city attorney's report as follows
was adopted:

You have referred to me the refusal of FriekBros, to enter into contracts for the construc-tion of brick 6ewers for the reason that a clausehad been inserted into the contracts to the ef-fect that no Chinese-made brick or Chinese-
made material should lie used in the construc-
tion of the same, Mr. Friek claiming that in theadvertisement for proposals noreference wasmade to the use of Chinese brick or material,
and for that reason that the clause should notbe inserted inthe contract. I have examined
the advertisement for proposals, and find thathis claim is correct. The advertisement also
states that a cheek for 5 percent, ofthe amountof the work must accompany the hid, but did
not state for what purpose. In the absence ofany statement as to the object of this check it
must be taken that itwas to be a guaranty thatif the contract was awarded to them they would
enter into a contract to do the work inconform-
ity to the advertisement for proposals, Therebeing nothing in the proposals in reference to
the Chinese brick or material, I am of the opin-
ion that we cannot insert that clause into the
contract against their consent; neither can weretain their cheeks upon their refusal to enterinto a contract Which contains that clause. Thecity cannot and should not enter into a contractwhich contemplates the using of Chinese-madebrick or material in these sewers, and if Friek
Brothers refuse to enter into a contract withthat clause init, the city should let the work tosome other person. The council has the right
toadvertise again for proposals, or it can let the
contract to the next lowest bidder if it deemsbest.

The contract with J. E. Hunter for
the construction of a part of the Arroyo
de los Reyes sewer was read and ap-
proved.

The question of the form of adver-
tisement for proposals was brought up,
and it was decided that hereafter
they shall contain all that it is desired
to include in the contract.

Mr. Wirsching moved that hereafter
no certified checks be returned to the
bidders until the contract has been fully
approved.

The city clerk presented the bond of
A. M. Austin to construct a portion of
the Arroyo de los Reves sewer.

Mr. Austin said that he would prefer
lo donate to the city the $300 worth of
work he had already done and his check
than go on with the work. His bid, he
thought, had been too low, and he did
not care to lose so much as he would if
he went onwith the work.

The city attorney said that in view of
all circumstances,thecity ought not to in-
sist that Mr. Austin should be com-
pelled to keep his contract. He recom-
mended that Mr. Austin be allowed to
forfeit his check and the work he had
done and that bids should be readver-
tised for.

Mr. Van Dusen moved that the rec-
ommendations of the city attorney be
adopted and that the city clerk readver-
tise for bids. Carried by a vote of G
to 8.

Major Bonsall moved that the motion
instructing the street superintendent to
place a conduit across First street, near
the cemetery, be rescinded. Carried.

The sewer committee recommended
that the bid of Warner for constructing
a sewer on Hope street be accented.
Adopted.

Mr. W. E. Frick appeared and stated
that he refused to sign the contracts for
the construction of the central intercept-
ing sewer.

Mr. McLain moved that the bid of the
next lowest bidder be accepted.

Mr. Frankenfield took the floor and
moved that the city clerk be instructed
to readvertise for bids. He thought this
would be the fairest way, and then nocharge could be made of collusion.

Mr. Wirsching thought that the check
of Frick Bros, should be retained. He
thought that all bidders should be
treated alike.

Mr. Frankenfield's motion was car-
ried by a vote of 7 to 2.

Mr. Summerland moved that Frick
Bros.' checks be declared forfeited, and
that they be barred from bidding on the
construction of sewers. Lost by a vote
of 7 to 2.

Mr. Hamilton moved that Frick Bros.'
checks be forfeited. Carried.

During the early part of the meeting
when the matter ofA. M. Austin's con-
tract and certified check was brought up,
the city clerk mentioned an article
which appeared in the Evening Express
in relation to the certified check, which
had been delivered to Mr. Austin upon

the receiptof his bond, and characterized
it as "rot."

Just before the council adjourned Mr.
Shaw, the reporter for the Express, ob-
tained the floor and stated that he was
the writer of the article in question and
that itcontained a statement of facts as
near as he could get them. He had not
colored the article and had not said how
the check had been obtained by Mr.
Austin. He insisted that his article was
not "rot" and that he had said nothing
that a reporter had not the right to
say.

The council shortly afterward ad-
journed and the city clerk and Mr. Shaw
held a short and spirited discussion
over the merits of the article in ques-
tion.
