ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR HI'BBARDthe following preamble and order wasadopted at this, a regular meeting of the Board
of supervisors of i.os Angeles County, Califor-
nia, by the following vote, to-wit: Supervisors
Perry. Davis, Hubbard, Martin and Rowan;
noes, none.

Whkukas. the County of Los Angeles has not
at this time any court house, or any place or
offices where the business of said county can beproperly, economically or fully transacted; ami

WHEREAS, said county has heretofore con-
tracted for the construction of a suitable courthouse, containing proper offices, adequate and
sufficient for the transaction of the public busi-
ness oi said county; and

Whkukas. the said court house ns so con-tracted for was to be a two-story structure, and
was deemed at the time said contract was
entered into sufficient for the needs of the
county; but afterward two additional depart-
ments of the superior court were created to
meet a corresponding increase in the judicial
business of said county, thus necessitating a
modification of the original contract so as toprovide for a three-story instead of a two-story
court house; and

Whereas, the construction of such courthouse so containing such offices will cost thesum of $500,000, and the cost of furnishing and
equipping the same will be $90,000; and

WHEREAS, of said amounts, there has already
been raised from the sale of bonds of said
county heretofore issued, anilsold inaccordance
with law. the sum of 1200,000, for and on
account of the construction of said court house,which sum has been properly and legallyex-pended on account of such construction of such
