MISCELLANEOUS RATE - CUTTING
SAID TO BE INPROGRESS.

Trospect of Trouble if it Continues?Cheap
Fares East?Through Vestibule Trains.

A Warner Excursion.

The local agents of the other roads
than the Santa Fe have as yet received
no notice of the cut which is to go into
effect tomorrow. It is expected, how-
ever, that as soon as the Santa Fe posts

its new schedule of $63 first-class and $38
second, that the remaining transconti-
nental lines will come to the same rate.
It is alleged that one of the through
lines has been selling tickets at $35
second-class, which is below the es-
tablished rate and below the
new cut - rate. This, if true, is
a pretty fair indication that
there is" trouble ahead. A short
time ago, while the rate was at $40, vari-
ous agents in San Francisco who had re-
ceived no orders from headquarters that
were made public, began selling tickets
to Chicago at $35. This continued for a
week and then an iron-clad agreement
was entered into by which the agents of
the road bound themselves on their
honor not to authorize cutting below the
established rate and to discharge any
subordinate who indulged in the prac-
tice. Itwas also made a part of the
agreement that any tickets bought for
test purposes must be redeemed at the
full established rate ; that is to say, if
any agent suspected another of selling
under him, he could send around some
one who would purchase a ticket and
the agent selling it would be compelled
to buy it back at the regular schedule
rate.

It is evident from this last provision
of the agreement that the exigencies of
the present situation require the agents
tokeep a pretty close watch over one
another. The people who predict a rate
war base their opinions largely on the
laet tbat the present situation is a sort
of an armed peace, where every man
keeps his hand on his weapons and
watches his neighbor's movements. As
long as the rate-cutting is in progress
and the .traveling public is kept in-
formed of the fact, this state of things is
likely to continue, and it cannot be de-
nied that at any time it may change into
open warfare.

There is a large number of return-trip
coupons on the market, so that people
who wish to make a trip east can easily
tdo so at a rate even less than the regular
cut price. Several tickets to Kansas
City were offered yesterday at $25, and
to Chicago at $30. These tickets are all
first-class, but they bear a signature.

It is rumored that an important step
is about to be taken by the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe. That company
proposes to put into service at as early
a. date as possible double daily vestibule
trains, between Chicago and the Pacific
coast, reducing the running time be-
tween Chicago and San Francisco twen-
ty-four hours, and covering tbe distance
between Chicago and Kansas City in
fourteen hours.

The next number of the Railway Age
will contain an article on railway con-
struction which willshow that over 1,100
miles have been added to the track
mileage of the United States so far in
1890. There have been in all 944 new
roads begun or incorporated since Janu-
ary Ist last. The paper predicts that
the construction of 1890 will exceed
that of 1889, when 5,200 miles were
.built.

The Banning Herald has the following
to say of surveys now going on between
the Atlantic and Pacific road and the
Morongo pass: "Mr. H. C. Hume, with

partyof sixteen men, pitched
his tents in Banning on Wednesday
night. In an interview with the Herald
representative, Mr. Hume declined to
state for what corporation he was mak-
ing his surveys. Indeed he intimated
that he did not know himself. The party
have been engaged in surveying a line
Irom Fenner, on the Atlantic and Pa-
cific, to Morongo pass. The party is now
engaged in taking levels between the
two summits of Morongo and Beaumont.
The purpose is to ascertain whether a
road of easy grade can be constructed
between these points. The work is
purely experimental and will occupy
two or three months. If it is found
that a line of a first-class road can be
built, the party will proceed to locate
it. Mr. Hume assures us that those
behind him propose to build a first-class
road, and his instructions are to find
where such a one can be built. In the
work hereabouts, the hog-back leading
toward San Jacinto was one point con-
sidered."

An Interesting Meeting Held Yester-
day.

The Woman Suffrage Association met
yesterday afternoon at the Unity church.
Mrs. Dunning, the reader appointed for
the afternoon, read the article written
by Francis Minor in the April"Forum,"
"Woman's Political Status." This was
discussed energetically. Mrs. Kings-
bury read a paper criticising the high
pitch of American women's voices, ex-
horting those present to try to cultivate
a richer voice and a more distinct style.
Mrs. Berra read a clipping from the Los
Angeles Times, givinga list of the pro-
fessional politicians of New York. This
called forth a spirited discussion, and it
was moved and carried that Mrs. Berra
write a short paper for the next meeting
on this subject, to be followed by five-
minute speeches from the other mem-
bers, discussing New York manipula-
tions of politics. Mrs. McComas then
read from the April "Forum" "The
Degradation of Our Politics," by F. A.
