A Newsy Letter from a Very Pictur-
esque and Fertile Region.

Eprrors Herarp—The above-named
place is just thirty miles northwest from
Los Angeles, and is located on what was
known as the Las Virgenes grant. Set-
tlers began taking up claims on this
grant about three years ago, and after a
long treat at litigation they finally ob-
tained the land by a decision of the su-
preme court of the United States, At
the time this decision was made it found
many of the settlers financially embar-
rassed, they having used nearly all their
means in prosecuting their claims in
the courts, and none made any progress
in improving the claims, because no one
