The Coining Visit of Union

Pacific Officials.

Adams, Ames and Bogne Com-
ing Here.

Seasons for Their Visit to Southern
California.

What San Francisco People Think?lm-
portant News Coming inthe

Near Future.

Ex-Mayor W. H. Workman, who has
just returned from San Francisco, says
that it is generally understood among
railway people up there that Charles
Francis Adams, the president of the
Union Pacific, intends to visit this city
shortly. He found capitalists and busi-
ness men generally interested and even
excited over the lively prospect that at
last some move is going to be made in
railway matters. The belief is general,
Mr. Workman says, that the Union Pa-
cific is going to build into San Francisco.
Some are of the opinion that it will be
by way of the Beckworth pass in the
northern part of the state, but more
hold that it will be a connection which
will admit them to Southern California
as well. The plan which has been often
outlined in the papers of this city for a
joint Union Pacific and Santa Fe road to
San Francisco has many adherents in
the northern part of the state.

Together with President Adams are
Director Ames and Chief Engineer
Bogue. Mr. Bogue, it will be remem-
bered, visited this city in company with
Mr.McCartnev, the resident engineer of
the road at Salt Lake City, about eight
months ago. At that time they declared
to friends that the road intended to
build into Southern California as soon
as practicable.

It is known that Adams, Ames and
Bogue intend, after they have finished
their visit to Portland and the north-
western connections of the Union Pa-
cific, to make a tour through this part
of the state. At the meeting of the
directors of the chamber of com-
merce held a week ago, it was
decided to send a special in-
vitation to Mr. Adams to visit this
city. The entertainment of the party
will be suitably looked out for, and Mr.
Adams will be given a good opportunity
to see what the resources of Southern
California are.

Itis generally believed that the object
of the trip is to give Mr. Ames, who,
with Sydney Dillon, controls the major-
ity of the stock of the Union Pacific, a
chance to make up his mind what direc-
tion the extension from Pioche should
take. It is said that Mr. Dillon has
always opposed the plan of a road
through Beckworth pass, as it involved
an expense of at least six millions more
than the southern route, and would in-
volve serious grades. Itis reported that
President Adams has all along favored
the southern route, because that would
admit oi connection with Los Angeles,
thus opening the southern part of the
state to the road. Director Ames ap-
pears to be the only- one who is still in
doubt, and this trip to Southern Cali-
fornia wr as planned to enable him to
understand the situation more thor-
oughly.

The departure of I.R. Wilbur from San
Francisco, the president of the San
Francisco and San Joaquin Valley rail-
road, to the east for the avowed purpose
of holding a conference with Magoun
and Peabody, of the Santa Fe, is be-
lieved by San Francisco railroad authori-
ties to have no little bearing on the ques-
tion of what the Santa Fe is planning to
do. The San Joaquin Valley road was
projected several years ago as an exten-
sion north of the" Santa Fe. Itwould
start at Rogers, which is near Mojave,
and terminate at Antioch, which is nfty-
flve miles from San Francisco, on the
Southern Pacific. Right of way was se-
cured through a number of localities,
and the franchise is now considered a
salable property.

The Floche Extension.
A recent number of the Salt Lake

Tribune gives a detailed account of the
various proposed routes of the extension
from Pioche and an account of the work
now in progress. The article is as fol-
lows : The Union Pacific will have four
routes to select from when building south
of Clover valley junction in Nevada, 115
miles south of Milford. The present
line from Milfordto Pioche, which lies
through Clover valley, is 145 miles long,
the Pioche branch being 30 miles long
from Clover, and that will be in run-
ning order some time this year, but the
California route can hardly be built be-
fore another year, and when the choice
between the routes is to be made cannot
yet be stated definitely. When the time
comes for that, the division engineer and
his men will go over the four routes
carefully, he will make his recommend-
ations to the western chief engineer,
and after the papers have been
submitted to the general chief
engineer and the executive depart-
ment, the route selected willbe let out
by contract, the same as the line now
being built from Milfordto Pioche. The
first route through to the Atlantic and
Pacific railroad was surveyed by En-
gineer J. Fewson Smith from Milford
over two years ago. The line ran from
Milford to Pioche via Clover Valley
junction; thence south and west via
Bristol, Freiburg, Tiinpabute, Groom
and the bend of the Arniagosa river to
Barstow, 372 miles from the junction.
The second route, surveyed afterwards,
runs from Clover Valley to Meadow
Valley wash ;thence to near Moapi to
Las Vegas, and via Good Springs
through Ivanpah valley to near Ludlow
on the Atlantic and Pacific, 285 miles.
The third route is practically the same
as last, to Las Vegas; thence it diverges
to GofPs on the Atlantic and Pacific, 250
miles from CloverValley junction. The
fourth route runs from Milford to Iron
Springs pass to Kanarrah; thence down
Ash creek to the Rio Virgin; thence
down to the Colorado, to The Needles,
340 miles. So it willbe Been that where
the final line is to run is yet a good deal
like the traditional pig in a poke.

The contractors have graded ninety
miles of the Union Pacific extension
toward Pioche from Milford; but no rails
have been laid, as ties cannot be had.
The contractors therefore have a hard
time of it in hauling supplies by wagon
across the country. Besides the grad-
ing, Kilpatrick Bros. & Collins have also
the contract for laying the rails, the
company having decided to use old iron
rails for this extension. The procuring
of these rails is also making delay, as
they can only be had as their place is
taken by new steel rails, a system of
change which is going on with reasona-

ble rapidity, and a notice of fiftymiles
of which appears in this column. The
fact that old rails are to be used causes
some apprehension, for fear it may not
be the purpose of the company to put
the line through speedily; but those on
the inside say the reason is that the
work of construction, hauling heavy
material, etc.,will give these old rails all
they can stand, and willwear them out;
then the whole line south willbe relaid
with steel track, thus saving them from
wear with the heavy work of transport-
ing construction material.

Railway Notes.

K. H. Wade, the general manager of
the Southern California, left yesterday
for a grand tour of inspection over the
line.

The new Santa Fe time-card will go
into effect next Sunday. The overland
will leave at 12:30 instead of 10:15 a. m.
It will arrive at 3 p. m. instead of 4.
There are no changes of time on the Re-
dondo and Pasadena trains, but the
train on the belt line will leave at 6:05
p. m. and arrive at 10 a. m. each day.
The train for San Diego on the coast line
willleave at 8:15 a. m, and at 3:20 p. m.
Itwill arrive from San Diego at 12:15 p.
m. and at 9p. m. It will leave San
Diego at 7 :30 a. m. and 4 p. m.

A special train will run on the South-
ern Pacific to Santa Monica today, leav-
ing at 10:45 and returning at 5:15.
About eight hundred are expecting to
go.

LETTER TO DR. HAYNES.

Col. M. Gray tells of a Visit to the Spot
of the Murder.

Dr. Francis L. Haynes, who was with
Robert Hardie when he was shot, re-
ceived a letter yesterday from Colonel
M. Gray, at whose house in Arizona
they were staying at the time the tragedy
took place. The letter is as follows:

Gray's Ranch, May 26, 1890.
Dr. Haynes:

Dear Sir?Yesterday (Sunday) Igot
together five of my friends and examined
the grounds where Mr. Hardie was shot.
There were positively three and possibly
four Indians, and the shooting was at
short range, not over sixty feet. We
are all surprised at your escape. We

| found the glasses and the canteens, and
willsee that they are delivered to Mr.
Pridham. Yours truly, M. Gray.

P. S.?You were correct in your de-
scription of the Indians' appearance. It
is so considered by all, and that you
exercised good judgment to have made
the escape you did.

Colonel Gray is said to be well versed
in the habits of the Indian, having spent
much of his life in the wilds of Texas
and Arizona. His was the first and
probably the only party which has been
into the canon since the murder took
place.

PUBLIC WORKS.

The Board Takes a Trip Over the
City.

The board of public works yesterday
took a trip about the city, to investigate
some of the matters brought before the
council by petition. The first place vis-
ited was Teed street, where it appears
there is a difference of opinion as to the
grade that should be established. The
board will probably recommend that a
compromise grade be arranged.

Adams street, between Grand avenue
and Figueroa street, was inspected.
Some of the citizens desire sidewalks
constructed, and they will probably be
ordered.

Hill street, between Sixteenth and
Washington, has not been graded, and it
is proposed to establish the grade there.
The city engineer will probably be in-
structed to prepare the ordinance.

The property-owners on Main street,
between Marchessault and Walters
streets, requested that proceedings to
construct a sidewalk there be suspended
forsix months. The board visited the
street, and directed that the sidewalks
should be there before the next rain.
They concluded, however, that it might
be well to let the matter rest until Sep-
tember.

THE CASTAC CASE.
A Jury Secured After a Long

Examination.

Testimony of the Prosecuting
Witness.

What Joseph Olme Says Occurred in
the Canon.

How the Affair Took Place and the Lively
Scene That Took Place in Febru-

ary Last.

In department 1 of the superior court
yesterday the work of selecting a jury to
try the case against W. C. Chormicle
and W. A. Gardiner, who are charged
with the murder of Dolores Cook and G.
W. Walton, both of whom were shot
and killed in the , Castac canon on Feb-
ruary 28th last, occupied the attention
of Judge Cheney all morning, but was
biought to a conclusion at 2:30 o'clock
in the afternoon. The twelve jurors who
were sworn to try the cause were J. W.
White, Abel Sutton, G. Griswold, W.
Smith, W. Fillmore, J. A. Cline, J. A.
Burns, B. B. Nesbit, F. N. McKracken,
G. H. Buckingham, J. W. Robinson and
J. Baldwin. The complaining witness,
Joseph Oluie, having been called to the
stand, a lengthy discussion ensued
as to the exclusion of witnesses from
the courtroom, and owing to the
disturbance necessitated by the with-
drawal of the witnesses from the room,
it was after 3 o'clock before order was
again restored and the taking of testi-
mony commenced. Owing to Olme's
limited knowledge of the English lan-
guage, F. A. Thompson was sworn as a
Spanish interpreter, and the complain-
ant's testimony was taken through this
medium. He testified that he had
known Dolores Cook, who died on Feb-
ruary 28th last, since he was a little boy.
He had lived in the Castac cation for the
past eight years, and knew itwell. It
was situated about twelve miles north
of Newhall. He knew both the defend-
ants, having met Chormicle about live
years ago at Santa Paula. He frequently
used to see Gardiner in the Yslai canon,
but did not know him very well. Also
knew G. W. Walton, who died February
28th last.

About 9 o'clock of the morning of the
28th George "Walton called at Cook's
house and requested the assistance of
Cook and the witness in erecting a
shanty he was going to put up some dis-
tance away. Both men accompanied
him to a gate leading to apasture, where
a pile of lumber was stacked close to the
fence. A big wagon was obtained from
W. W. Jenkins's ranch near by and this
was loaded with part of the lumber, and
Walton and Olme drove oft' in the wagon
towards the site selected for the build-
ing, Cook following behind in a buggy.

The road led past a shanty belonging
to Juan Lavas, and as the wagon ap-
proached this building W. C. Chormicle
came out and, walking up to tlie wagon,
told Walton that he had warned him
several times not to haul lumber on that
land, indicating the spot they were
making for. Walton replied that "he
would haul it every time;" whereupon
Chormicle walked round to the tail end
of the wagon and commenced pulling
the lumber out of it. Walton, using an
opprobrious epithet, jumped down and
struck Chormicle in the face with his
fist, aud as he did so a pistol which the
latter had concealed in his coat sleeve
fell to the ground. At this juncture
Gardiner came out of the shanty also,
carrying a rifle in his hands, which he
pointed at Walton. Chormicle then
picked up his revolver and pointed it at
Walton also. The latter, however,
coolly got upon his seat and drove on,
when Chormicle rushed up, and grab-
ing the lines, stopped the team. Wal-
ton again jumped down, whereupon
Chormicle let go his hold, and the
former walked alongside the wagon
while Olme drove on for 150 yards, when
they dumped the lumber.

While they were unloading the lum-
ber the witness saw Gardiner and Chor-
micle approach until within a short dis-
tance of the gate, when they stopped
and commenced to talk together. Gar- j
diner was riding a buckskin mare, but
Chormicle was on foot. When the lum- j
ber was thrown off the wagon, the de-
fendants turned back and went inside
the shanty and disappeared from view.
Walton, Cook and the witness drove
back in the wagon for another load of
lumber, and were on their second trip
to the disputed land, when they 'were
shot at from the windows of the shanty.
Olme and Walton were sitting on the
top of the lumber loaded on the
wagon, Walton being on the
side near the shanty and Olme on the
opposite side. The smaller pieces of
lumber being in the .bed of the wagon
and the larger piled loosely on top,
Olme looked through the cracks formed
between the planks, and saw that the
windows of the shanty were raised about
three inches, and that Gardiner stood
at the south one and Chormicle at the
north aperture. As the wagon drove up
to the house both defendants fired
simultaneously. After the first shots
were fired Olme and Walton jumped
from the wagon, but the latter fell with
a groan, and never rose again. Olme
stated positively that he saw Gardiner
shoot Cook.

The wounded man dropped lub lines,
when the mare attached to his buggy
jumped forward and started to run. As
the buggy passed by the wagon, which
was now standing still, the team having
swerved round and cramped its wheels,
Olme ran out and grabbed the mare on
the far side and stopped it from running
away. Gardiner seeing that Olme had
taken the precaution of placing the mare
between himself and the bouse, and that
he was rapidly moving out of range, ran
out of the house and fired six times at
his retreating form. The first shot took
effect just behind the mare's shoulder,
but Olme kept moving on, and as the
animal soon became too lame to keep up,
he made a dash for it and ran to W. W.
Jenkins's house about a mile away, and
informed him of the shooting.

Before leaving the scene of the
tragedy, however, Olme saw Gardiner
go round to the rear of the house and
untie his horse, which was hitched to a
wagon, and he and Chormicle rode up
the canon at a gallop.

At the time of the shooting an old
man named Juan Burola, a boy named
Juanito Martinez and Thomas Riley
were at the shanty. The old man was
crouched down by the side of the house,
near the south window, and the boy
stood at his side.

An effortwas made by the district at-
torney to introduce a diagram of the
scene of the murder, but the defense ob-
jected, and the court sustained their ob-
jections and suggested the introduction

ofan ordinary topographical map of thesurrounding country as the better plan.
The witness was examined in detail

as to the positions in which the dead
men were at the time and also as to
their wounds, and at this juncture court
adjourned until Saturday morning, to-
day being a legal holiday.

FLAGS RAISED.

Exercises at the Sand and Garey-Street
Schools.

Some time since a resolution was
adopted by the board of education per-
mitting the children in the schools to
subscribe to the purchase of flags for
their various buildings. As a general
rule the children have taken quite an
interest in the matter, and have re-
sponded promptly. Yesterday two of
the schools, the Sand-street and Garey-
street, raised their flags with appropri-
ate exercises.

At the Sand-street school the children
sang "America," "Columbia" and the
"Star Spangled Banner.'' Pearlie Gleason
delivered the presentation speech, and
Governor Gosper, of the board of educa-
tion, accepted it with appropriate re-
marks. The flag was then hoisted
amidst the cheers of the children.

The exercises at Garey-street school
took place at 11:40 o'clock in the morn-
ing. School Directors Pomeroy, Cox
and Gosper and Superintendent W. M.
Friesner were present. The children
were drawn up in ranks in the yard, and
mounted on a dais little Frank Wise
made the presentation speech. Governor
Gosper accepted the flag in behalf of the
district and then the colors were hoisted
by Masters Harry Jones, Knight Gale
and Charles Ruh. The children sang
the "Red, White and Blue," and led by
Governor Gosper, gave three resounding
cheers. At this school as well as at the
Sand-street a large number of citizens
witnessed the proceedings.
