
Either the present congress is going
to give us free coinage of silver, or Sena-
tor John P. Jones is the senatorial Mark
Tapley. To a casual observer it would
really look as if silver was threatened
with great danger, and as if the con-
spiracy to repeal the Bland bill was very
likelyto be carried out by indirection.
If Jones is right, the people of the
United States may prepare for flush
times.

Mk. J, M. Babsktt, a versatile news-
paper uian who once figured in Los An-
geles, has developed a new theory of the
disaster at the railway drawbridge in
Oakland. He ascribes it to the visit of
Mr. Collis P. Huntington to California,
and the sweeping changes resulting
therefrom. There is really something
very brilliant in such a supposition.
Mr, Bassett evidently does not regard
Mr. Huntington as a railway Mascot.

Tin: poet Tupper is dead, but his
spirit still lives, as witness the following
from the New York Mail and Express,
Colonel Sheppard's paper. Says that
sententious sheet: "It is natural for
the citizens of a republic to be Republi-
cans." That is certainly a very con-
vincing way of putting things. It is
quite equal to the sagacious declaration
of Fanfani Pasha, which ran, "When
you are in Turkey, do as the turkeys

do."

There are signs that Rattlesnake
island willbe the scene of great activi-
ties shortly. The Salt Lake road, if all
the signs do not prove fallacious, will
soon be in here, Mr. Adams to the con-
trary notwithstanding. That dis-
tinguished railroader, in his late
speeches, has shown that he fully ap-
preciates the maxim of Talleyrand that
"language was invented to conceal
meaning." Mr. Adam's recent remarks
should be interpreted in inverse ratio to
their apparent significance.

The walnut groves of Los Angeles
county are proving to be a source of
great wealth to their fortunate posses-
sors, and Rivera is happy in the assur-
ance of an unfailing and remunerative
crop. A walnut orchard in full bearing
may be relied upon to return $200 an
acre. Mr. Louis Becquette, who has
fifty-three acres in walnuts, was offered
$1,000 an acre for his property and de-
clined it, as his property yields him a
good income on twice that sum.

Silver scored a great triumph in the
senate yesterday as indicated by our
latest dispatches. As the bill emerges
from that body it is a free coinage
measure, providing fora perfect equality
between gold and silver in that respect.
Wolcott, of Colorado, the junior mem-
ber of the senate, made the speech of
the day. If the house shall pass the
bill as amended, and the president shall
sign it, a grand era is opening for our
miners and for the people generally.
Senator Edmunds could not let the oc-
casion pass without a little verjuice.
He formally washed his hands of the
measure and pronounced it a surrender
to the Democrats. This is true, and it
is the highest praise the bill could
receive.

San Diego's chances of getting the Re-
publican nomination for congress in the
Sixth district have been greatly dimin-
ished by the conflict which has arisen be-
tween Hon. W. W. Bowers, and ex-Gov-
ernor Eli H. Murray. A more thorough
contrast than exists between these gen-
tlemen could not well be imagined. The
former is wiry,indefatigable, and neither
.gigantic in intellect nor frame. He is
untiring and chipper, and if his
modesty should ever strike in, it
will be in no danger of reach-
ing a vital spot. General Murray,
on the other hand, looks like a knight of
the age of chivalry, and as if he might
fittingly wield "excalibar" itself.
Whether, if the San Diego river were
running bank full, he would be in dan-
ger of setting it on lire, is a matter for
serious deliberation, although his intel-
lect is respectable and his temperament
admirable. The contention between the
friends of these mighty contestants
seems to be waxing hot, and the proba-
ble outcome is defeat for both.

The persistency with which Prince
Bismarck keeps himself before the
world shows how great is the lust of
power at all ages. For months before
his retirement this most splenetic of
statesmen was constantly threatening to
resign, and when at last he was taken at
his word his rage and disappointment
knew np bounds. Perhaps a just retri-
bution has overtaken the irascible and
autocratic old man. If he had been the
friend of constitutional government, and
had led the Empertor William I. to
*ccede to the spiritvof the age, it

would not have been in the power of the
young sovereign of Germany to fling
him aside like an old glove which had
served its purpose. As the leader of a
constitutional opposition in a free Ger-
man parliament. Bismarck would have
been even a more commanding figure
than in his palmy days as chancellor.
Itmust be gall and wormwood to his
high-strung spirit to realize that he has
been himself largely the means of cur-
tailing the field in which he mighthave
been brilliant and invincible.

A VERY SIGNIFICANT CONVERT.

Those who have been in the habit of
reading the monthly statements of
Henry Clews & Co., the New York bank-
ers, have noticed a gradual hut marked
change in the tone of those documents
during the past three or four months.
Five months ago these precious outgiv-
ings were unmistakably hostile to silver.
They anticipated "honest" John Sher-
man's hysterical scream for an "honest"
dollar. Even New York goldbugs can
exemplify the old adage which runs,
"the case being altered, that alters the
case." Perceiving that there is an un-
mistakable purpose on the part of the
American people to restore silver to its
rightful status, the Messrs. Clews & Co.
"now find itexpedient to tell the truth. In
the last issue of theireircular they say that
the Bland silver act is the law under
which the secretary is now governed.
Since the passage of the present silver
act in 1878, no secretary of the treasury
has ever issued over two millions each
month of silver money, while the law
permits four millions to be issued. The
law requires that the amount shall not
be less than two nor more than four
millions, but the amount decided upon
must be coined into standard silver dol-
lars. This makes the silver dollar now
equal to about 83 cents of market value

and the remaining 17 cents is govern-
ment credit; but the government credit
onlypasses in this country in its connec-
tion with this silver money, it does not
pass current abroad. The silver dollar
is only worth in Europe what it w ill
yield in pure silver when melted, now
4!) pence per ounce. Not long since 41 %
pence per ounce was the market value
of silver in London, and it would not
probably be much more than that now
had the present agitation of the
silver question not been brought up
in Congress. The interest of the
great merchants in London whose busi-
ness is with the east always favors a
low price for silver bullion, and their ef-
forts have been to depress the price.
London has now lost the power of dicta-
tion to the silver market, and this coun-
try, which is entitled to it, has assumed
it. Ifthe present silver bill passes, the
powerof dictation will remain here, and

adopt and followourligures.
Silver- is one of our crops, and we are
benefited by the advance in its value,
and in time it may go to a point to be on
a parity with gold?lo to 1 ; this means
00 pence j>er ounce in London, and 12!)
cents per ounce in this country. This
was its status in 1873.

The advance in. silver to a price ap-
proximating these figures would be com-
paratively easy at the present time, lie-
cause there is no large surplus of silver
anywhere now except in (lermany, and
there the amount is much less than
generally supposed. Some irresponsible
authorities have stated the amount to
be $300,000,000, whereas the real amount
is about 401',(i0OJKiti marks, equal to
$90,000,000. The high rate of interest in
India during last winter (the Bengal
Bank rate being 12 per cent, lor a pro-
longed period) drew the surplus of silver
from London. The silver in France is
in use as money, and as it is needed
there will remain, and the higher it is
marked up here and in Loudon the
greater confidence will the people of
France have in it, hence with the greater
tenacity Frenchmen will hold on to it.
As silver appreciates and becomes more
valuable with the prospect of perma-
nance which Europe now begins to
understand as well as we do, we need
have no fears of any material unloading
of silver upon us from that quarter. The
300,000,000 of population in India and
400,000,000 in China have made silver
their only money. This creates a de-
mand alone each year for almost all the
silver that is produced in other quarters
of the world. Ifwe will therefore take
care of what we mine in this country
and if the silver bill becomes a law, this
will be accomplished, as, after providing
for the arts, four and a half millions'
worth of silver each month to be pur-
chased by the United States government
will absorb what remains, thus cutting
off our heretofore export of silver to
London offifteen millions each year.

These converted bankers even go to
the extent of saying that the secretary
of the treasury, under all the circum-
stances of the case, might well have ex-
ercised the powerconferred upon him by
the Bland bill, and have tought and
coined four million dollars worth of sil-
ver a month. Really, if such conver-
sions shall continue there is no telling
where we shall pull up.

What we would like to know is how it
has come to pass that no secretary of the
treasury since 1878 has ever exercised
this power, although money has been so
tight since then half a dozen times as
almost to result in a panic, ft would be
be highly interesting to get at the hot-
facts of this darkly mysterious matter.

Tax government of the United States
occasionally runs across fanatics, as does
the private individual. This is not the
first time that the readersof the Hkuai.o
have heard of the Societas Fraternia, a
colony of vegetarians and visionaries
near Placentia. In the old days this
colony of cranks was presided over by
one richlessinger, who was in the habit
of holding his dupes down to a diet of
raw turnips and carrots, and of feasting
himself on the fat of the land on his
frequent jaunts to Los Angeles. The
societaires of this precious order
have declined to answer the ques-
tions of the census enumerator,
and in consequence they will probably
find themselves under arrest. As a mat-

ter oi fact, the question presents some
difficulties. The law is one thing and
the decision of courts another. These
latter generally show a disposition to
respect any form of fanaticism, however
eccentric or absurd, probably on the
principle that it is better that some ex-
travagances should be tolerated than
that any real scruple of conscience
should be violated. It was undoubtedly
this idea that actuated James 11,
when he permitted William Perm to

stand in the royal presence with his
hat on.
