THE CENSUS.

Approximate Figures Obtained at
Last.

The lirst trial balance on the census
calculation was struck yesterday, with
the followingresult:
Los Angeles 50,004
Pasadena 4.H70
San Bernardino 3,922
Santa Ana 3,035
Ventura 2,300

It must be understood that these
figures are not official. Itis necessary
that they should lirst be sent to Wash-
ington and there carefully canvassed
and re-calculated. It is possible that
changes of from .10 to 50 on each esti-
mate may be effected, but this is not
very probable.

The returns, approximate, on the
outside country districts will not be
computed until the latter part of next
week. San Diego lacks one schedule
and Mr. Mosher declines to give any
statement as to the result of the calcu-
lation thus far. It is reported that the
figures will come in somewhere between
17,000 and 18,000. Santa Barbara, Riv-
erside and other Southern California
cities have not yet completed their re-
turns.

THE WEYSE CASE.

The Plaintiff Testifies About Her 111-
Treatment.

The taking of testimony in the Weyse
divorce case commenced yesterday be-
fore Judge Wade. Mrs. Louise AVeyse
was placed on the stand, and testified
that she was married to the defendant
in New York City. His treatment since
their marriage had been cruel and tyran-
ical. His abuse commenced soon after
her marriage. He wanted her to give
him money to purchase a winery for his
sisters. He said she had plenty of
money. She refused, and he called her
vile names. She had two children by
her former husband, Mr. Naud, deceased.
He found fault, and said that they ate
too much, when in fact he did not fur-
nish them the actual necessities of life.
This was in December, 1883. He shut
her up in a room and whipped her be-
cause a roast beef which he had bought
had been used up. He kept her there
until her sister arrived. He told
the neighbors that it w*s a
nervous attack. He used to shut
the children up in a small cabinet, whip
them with a black whip on the legs,
slap them in the face until they bled,
and lift them up by the ears. He said
that she loved them too much. They
were greatly in fear of him, and she
finally took them to her mother's, in
France. His treatment of her was still
more wicked. He wanted her to make
a will according to his dictation. Every

time she refused blows and threats fol-
lowed, with expressions that he would
like to see her put under the ground;
that he would like to see her in her
coffin. He also said that she was not
his equal. She sufl'ered from nervous
weakness by his treatment.

In this city, in July, 1885, he dictated
a letter which she should send to her
sister. She refused, and he commenced
to strike her in the face. She put her
arms to her face. He had a pencil in
his hand, and when he struck her it
penetrated her nose. When he saw the
blood he went away. At one time he
had in his hand a large knife. Itwas
in November, 1884. Her health in July,
1885, was very bai ' c coniinned to

treat her brwtally she was

lying on a sofa when 11' came in with a
package of letters. She asked him if he
had any for her. He replied by slapping
her in the face, at < 1called hef a vile
name in Spanish. Th< r< was a lady
present who understood nothing but
Spanish. One time, in LBBB, he left her
house and was gone about two weeks.
She was very sick at the time, lie had
whipped the children, and they had
come to her and made a complaint. He
said that either she or her children
should leave the house or he would.
She could not really describe the effect
of his treatment upon her mind. Ithalf
killed her.

In an account of a scene that oc-
curred before her child was born, wit-
ness said: "A heavy storm came up.
My two children were sleeping in a room
on the ground floor. They were afraid
of thunder and lightning, and I wanted
to go to them. Ihad reached the door
of their room, when he grabbed me by
the hair of the head and pulledme
down on the floor. He picked me up,
dragged me up to my room and threw
me on the bed. The next morning my
child Otto was born."

Witness gave several other accounts of
alleged mistreatment, and the case was
continued until tomorrow.

FOURTH OF JULY.

The Committee Meets to Arrange for
the Celebration.

The executive committee on the
Fourth of July celebration met yester-
day evening at their headquarters in
the Iroquois rooms. Mayor Hazard
presided and Frank Rader acted as sec-
retary.

Colonel Palmer reported that he had
had a conference with General Grierson
and that .some of his staff would like to
participate in the celebration. He also
reported that the Pomona, Anaheim and
Pasadena military would turn oat on
the Fourth.

J. S. Van Doren reported that Mrs.
Haroldson had agreed to sing the "Star
Spangled Banner" at the literary ex-
ercises.

H. W. Patton reported that the South-
ern Pacific railway will bring the Indi-
ans here free, and that M. Botello had
been appointed to bring them here and
look alter them while in the city. 'They
will be kept in the Panorama building.
A freight car will be provided by the
Southern Pacific Company for their
transportation. There will be about
thirty-five buckH and fifteen squaws.
Mr. Botello will start tomorrow.

Mr. Marsh moved that the line of
march extend as far south as Seventh
street on Broadway. Itwas carried.

Grand Marshal C. F. A. Last then
made his report. Concerning the pro-
cession it was as follows: The line will
be formed at. 10 o'clock, and the process-
ion will start promptly at 11 o'clock.
The line will be formed" on Broadway,
right resting opposite the city hall. The
route of march will be on Broadway to
Seventh street, thence to Spring, thence
north to Main, to the Baker block, coun-
termarching on Main south to Fourth,
passing in review before the grand mar-
shal, at which point the parade will be
dismissed. The marshals of divisions
will turn out at the grand marshal's re-
view and remain with the grand mar-
shal until their divisions have passed.
The procession will be reviewed at the
city hall by the mayor and the various
officers of the day.

Col. Palmer moved and it was ctmriod
that the chief of police be requested to
have about twelve mounted police at the
front of the procession to keep the
crowd back, and that the balance of the
force be used on the streets at various
points where the crowd is large.

Mr. Alexander, the chairman of the
music committee reported that he had
engaged the Pomona, Monrovia, Meine,
Bozart and Citybands. He said that he
would like to have engaged the Anaheim
and the Young Ladies'band but itwould
cost $80. A part of this amount was
raised immediately by subscription of
those in the room and the engagement
of these bands was decided upon.

It was moved and carried that the
chief of police be requested to have a
detachment of police in Hazard's pavil-
ion during the literary exercises.

Mr. Mesmer moved that a committee
of two be appointed to decide upon the
use of the money appropriated for car-
riages. The motion was carried and the
committee then adjourned.
