Santa Cruz Island Visited and Other In-
teresting Trips Taken—Incidents
of the Outing.

The seductive beauty and traditional
glamour of fair Santa Barbara has wooed
the visiting editors to good purpose.

The majority took rooms at the elegant
Hotel Arlington, where they received
every attention. In the evening a
reception was tendered them at the
mﬂ house by the citizens of Santa
bara, Mayor P. J. Barber presiding.

After a finely-
rendered overture by Prof. McCoy’s
orchestra, an address of welcome, teem-
ing with complimentary allusions and
expressions of good-will, was delivered
by Hon. C. A. Storke. Col. J. J. Ayers,
