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SIXTY-EIGHT BODIES.

Lake Pepin Gives Up Its
Dead.

The Death Roll's Appalling
Proportions.

Greatest Loss of Life Ever Expe-
rienced in the Northwest

Gallant Work of Rescue by Militia Men,
The Captain of the Steamer
Censured.

Lake Crry, Minn., July 14.~Suar-
rounded by beautiful bluffs and farming
lands, Lake Pepin’s unruffied surface
gave today little evidence of its fierce
struggle with the elements and of the
death-dealing fury of the storm that
raged off this city last night. With
scarcely a note of warning there burst
upon this region one of the severest
storms known in its history, and the
loss of life is probably greater than
any other single calamity that -ever
vigited any part of the northwest.
Sixty-eight bodies have already been
recovered.

The excursion steamer Sea Wing, of
Diamond Bluff, had carried a party of
200 or more excursionists from Red
Wing to the camp of the first regiment
of the Minnesota National Guard, just
below the city. When the day was
coming to a close, Captain Wetheren
repared to return a boat-load to their
Eomes. Many among them feared the
approaching storm, and asked that he
postpone the departure until after the
storm had blown over.

Braving the Storm.

Thinking the storm would not prove
gerious, he would not consent, but at
about 8 o’clock started off up the lake
towards Red Wing, nearly 200 passen-
ers being on the steamer and barge.
he wind was blowing a gale. A point
of land runs out from the Minnesota
shore, just above this place, across from
which is what is known as Maiden rock.
To pass around this point it was neces-
sary for the steamer to turn slightly
towards the Wisconsin shore, and im-
mediately the hurricane seized hold of
the already struyigling and creaking ves-
sel, and twisted her out of the control of
her engines and crew. An attempt to
beach her failed, and over she went with
her great load of passengers. The barge,
Jim Grant, which was in tow, and on
which about one-quarter of the excur-
gionists had crowded, was also seized,
her awning being crushed in and the
agsengers thrown into the water. This
appened just below the point, and as
the helpless hulks drifted betore the
gale, the steamer righted herself for a
moment, but in another moment was
keeled over. The barge broke loose, and
drifted down opposite the town, and
those still on the barge, about twenty in
number, were rescued. The steamer
drifted in back of the point and sank.

Heroic Rescuers.

Many were saved, however, and the
heroism of a number of rescuers cannot
be too highly praised. Corporal B. L.
Perry compelled the spectators to assist
him, and saved the lives of eighteen of
thogse who were still clinging to the
Others there were like him, and
over sixty were rescued from what
seemed certain death. Small boats
cruigsed #round for several hours and

icked up some three scoreof still living
unfortunates. e

As soon as word reached the militia
camp, volunteers were called for and
everyone volunteered. Adjutant-General
Mulien immediately took charge of the
regiment, and work was begun and
carried on. Body after body, men,
women and children, in some cases
-whole families, were taken from the
water, some alive, others unconscious
‘but not dead, and yet others from which
the breath of life had forever fled:

Sad Expericnces.

Sad experiences were many. Parents
who had children missing and other
people looking for friends and relatives,
ran up and down the beach all night
and today, inquiring if any more bodies
had been recovered, and for the names
of identified dead. The anguish of the
many parents whose children had been
ruthYessly torn from them by the awful
calamity cannot be portrayed. .

At 2 o’clock this morning fifty bodies
had been recovered and identified and
sent to Red Wing. At 8 a lot more had
taken the same mournful journey, and
at 8 o’clock this afternoon seven others
were added to the gruesome number.

able.
Patroling the Waters.

During the morning a systematic
patrol of the water over which the boats
drifted after being firat struck by the
gale, was kept up by the citizens of Lake
City. After the last bodies had been
taken from the hulls, General Mullen
pressed into service all the row boats
within reach, and with his soldiers be-
gan this afternoon a thorough dragging
of the lake along the scene of the disas-
ter. No bodies were found up to dark,
when gearch was abandoned E)r the day.
Dynamite will be used in the morning.

There were a good many who made
use of life preservers, but probably none
had as good a service as had Robert
Adams, the seventeen-year-old son of
Dr. Adams, of Lake City, and another

aoy. They secured three life preservers
and were in the water for six hours be-
fore being rescued. Young Adams could
swim, but his companion could not.
They had the good sense to float quietly
and not attempt to fight against the
waves. During the six hours they were
buffeted by the billows and blown
hither and thither by the gale. They
drifted about a mile down past the
town, and then a change in the wind
carried them up the river to Froutenac,
seven miles from here, where they were
rescued by Dr. Kain and party, and to-
day are nearly as well as ever.
Captain Wetheren Censured.

Captain Wetheren, proprietor and
commander of the Sea Wing, has been
severely blamed by citizens and others;
they allege that it was criminal negli-

ence on his part in pulling out into the
ake with such a crowd when the sky
looked so threatening. The captain’s
wife and two of his three children lost
their lives underthe waves,and that fact,
together with the loss of his vessel and the
great loss of life, so unnerved him that he
kept pretty much out of gight during
the day, and those who did see him got
but imperfect statements from him.
The first is that he did not consider the
danger very great, and thought he saw a
break in the clouds promising the
clearing away of the storm. This
is not well taken by the people
in this neighborhood, who say the sky
was black with the most threatening
kind of clouds, and that it was clearly
evident that a very heavy storm was
about to break. The other excuse (if
such these may be calied) is that the
manager of the excursion, whose profits
would be cut down by any delay in the
departure of the boat, was so urgent in
his insistance upon immediate depar-
ture that the captain yielded and took
the boat out tc her destruction.
Saved by a Joke.

Many incidents of the awful night are
being related. James Webb, of Red
Wing, and a young lady companion had
just jokingly finished fastening a life-
preserver to each other. when the storm
struck the vessel, and their joke proved
their salvation, for both were saved.
The cannonading which went on during
the morning did not bring any bodies to
the surface, and was abandoned during
this afternoon,

THE CLOTURE RULE.

Republican Senators Considering 1t in
Caucus.

WasniNagron, July 14.—At a conference
of Republican senators tonight twenty-
nine members were present to consider
the rule to be reported by the committee
to limit debate. The rule was discussed
thoroughly for two hours and a half,
and reports agree that unanimity pre-
vailed. The strictest secrecy was ob-
served, however, respecting the terms of
the rule, and various versions are cur-
rent. The one most largely accepted is
that after a proposition has been de-
bated for three or four days it shall be
in order for any senator to move that
the debate thereon shall be limited un-
der the rule. That motion shall be
put without debate, and il adopted
debate shall cease at the end of six days
thereafter. It is understood that almost
every one present was in favor of the
adoption of this method of limiting de-
bate. Chairman Platt says the rule has
been recommitted to committee. An-
other senator says the rule has been
practically adopted. Its recommittal
ie due to a disposition on_the part of the
majority tolpostpone puttingitintoopera-
tion until the necessity arises for its use®
The intention of the Republican sena-
tors, he said, to congider the election
bill, is settled, and if necessary, the new
rule will be applied to the tariff bill in
order to reach it.

Arrested for Embezzlement.

New York, July 14.—C. C. Terry, a
young man 28 years of age, was arrested
today at the general postoffice by In-
spector Byrnes’s men, on the charge of
embezzling $610 from Burking & Co.,
Kansas City. Terry claims that he is a
relative of the late Judge Terry, and at
the time of the alleged embezzlement
was in the employ of the firm at Kansas
City.

A Lock-Out Averted.

New York, July 14,—The threatened
lock-outof the clothing cutters is ended.
The men this morning signed a paper
stating that they belonged to no union,
and went to work as usual. It is need-
less to say they are all union men, de-
spite their signatures.’

A Bloody Family Feud.

Pive BLurr, Ark., July 14.—C. L. and
T. P. Huddleston, brothers, were shot
and killed Saturday night near this city
by Charles Parrott. The tragedy was
the outcome of an old family feud, and
more bloodshed is now looked for.

Long Hot Spell Broken.
Kansas Crry, Mo., July 14.—Five
weeks of extreme hot weather was
broken today by a heavy rain storm.
It was accompanied by a furious gale,
which did some damage in outlying por-
tions of the city.

SECURED HIS MAN.

A Plucky Deputy Sheriff’s
o Feat.

How He Captured a Desperate
Horsethief.

The Officer Perhaps Fatally Shot by
the Culprit. .

He Overpowered and Manacled the Des-
perado Just the Same—General

St. HELENA, Cal., July 14,—Saturday
a man giving his name as Tom Collins
came to town driving a handsome span
of horses attached to a light top buggy,
and interviewed several citizens, trying
to sell the rig. He started down the
valley at noon. Deputy Sheriff Charles
Howard received word from Sheriff Mc-
Kenzie that the team and buggy were
stolen property, and instructions to ar-
rest the thief. Howard at once started
down the road, finding his man at T. H.
Ink’s, three miles south of here, trying
to sell the outfit to Mr. Ink. The dep-
uty sheriffdrove up and called on the man
to surrender. The fellow jumped from
the buggy and started to run with a shot-
gun in his hand. Howard called to him
to stop or he would shoot. Instead of
doing so the thief wheeled around and
fired at Howard, misgsing him, and con-

tinued to run. Howard, Ink and
Charles Mooney started in pur-
suit. Collins being close pressed leit

the road and ran into a vineyard.
Howard again called to him to halt, and
then fired at him, hitting him in the
ankle. Collins, thus wounded, made
slow progress, and when Howard was
within fitteen feet of him, turned and
discharged the remaining barrel of his
shot gun full at Howard’s breast, filling
him with heavy bird shot and ln.cersting
one hand. Though fearfully wounde:
Howard closed in on his man, knocked
him down with his pistol and hand-
cuffed him, and a moment later, when
the rest of the party came up was found
lying across the thief’s body, weak from
t{xe loss of blood. Mooney and Ink
brought the two men to town. Howard
was taken to his home, while Collins
was lodged in jail. Later Sheriff Mec-
Kenzie drove up from Napa, and took
the prisoner to the county seat, fearing
he might be lynched if Howard’s wounds
proved serious. The thief is a hard
character, and stole the rig from For-
tier’s stables at Red Bluff. Howard’s
wounds are very serious and it is feared
will result fatally.

A New Wine Growers’ Directory.

OUR GREEN FRUIT.

A MUCH LARGER EASTERN DEMAND
THAN EVER BEFORE.

New York Getting Frully Half of the Ship-
ments—Less Fruit Being Dried Than in
Preceding Years.

San Francisco, July 14.—The fruit
shipments this year are far in excess of
those made last year. The excess is in
the line of green {fruits, however, the
quantity of dried fruit being smaller
now than a year ago.. There are several
reasons for these facts, chief among
which is the exceeding shortness if not
absolute failure of fruit crops east of
Chicago and north of the southern line
of Ohio. The prices obtained have
been much better so far, and through
the plentiful use of refrigerator cars,
shippers have been able to send large
shipments by freight, and have so saved
the double rates of the expedited service.

Last year a very large quantity of
fruit was dried here because of the light
demand for green {ruit in the east, and
so shipments of dried fruit were
larger than of green. This year
the reverse is the case, and prices
have ranged {rom .$3,000 to #5,000
Fer car of eleven tons. Another notable
act is that while in 1889 the bulk of the
fruit went to Chicago, this year New
York has taken at least one-half.

Sacravesto, July 14.—The fruit ship-
ments from orchards on the Sacramento
river south of here are becoming so
heavy that the Southern§Pacific Com-
pany will tomorrow put en an additional
steamer to assist in moving the crops to
this city. The regular boat today brought
up 100 tons.

IN A STATE OF SIEGE.,

War Between San Salvador and Gaute-
mala Imminent.

THE CYCLONE'S HAYOC

Windswept Fields and Shores
of Minnesota.

Particulars of Sunday Night's
Awful Storm.

Its Terrible Work of Destruetion at
Lake Gervais.

Huge Trees Torn From Their Roots and
Hurled Through the Air Like
Wisps of Straw

Mixsearorts, July 14.—At an early
hour this morning a special train bore a
correspondent of the Associated Press
from St. Paul to the scene of the ter-
rible cyclone. No sign of the terrible
havoc was visible until the top of the
hill overlooking the little valley was
reached, where, on the side of a hill, was
a house belonging to Mr. Harris, with
the roof blown off and part of the south
side blown away and outbuildings scat-
tered around in a most demoralized con-
dition. No one was hurt at this point.
A quarter mile north the whole scene of
destruction lay spread before the eye.
Along the shore, at the point where the
storm turned and crossed the lane, stood
the houses of Schurmeir and Good, and
another house in which each had an
interest. All these were utterly demol-
ished. All trees in the neighborhood
were torn and twisted, stripped of bark
and limbs, and from the mangled
trunks of many hang articles of clothing
or bedding. In the lake are the bodies
of four horses, floating amid heaps of
boards and house timbers. ere,
probably, will be found the bodies
of the missing, as they could not be
found in the stacked up buards and the
furniture on the land.

The Force of the Storm.

As illustrating the force of the wind,
an iron pump and twenty-five feet of
iron pipe were torn from the well in
front of the Good residence, twisted and
bent almost double, and deposited fifty
yards from the well. On theedgeof the
water is a pile of boards covered with turf,
lifted from a swamp 200 feet away. Strewn
all about are pieces of furniture, books
and stoves. ells and cellars are filled
with building debris, and in Schur-
meir’s cellar lie the mangled remains of
a horse. The ground about these houses
has the appearance from a distance  of
having been gone over with a plow,
while from this point on to Galztke’s
trees are blown down in vast numbers

and crops demolished.
At Lake Gervais,

At Lake Gervais the dead and missing
are: Peter Meisen, George J. Miller,
Rev. Dr. Phaefle, of Brennan, Texas;
Mrs. J. H. Schurmeir and Charles
Schurmeir.

Tonightitis ascertained that the num-
ber of seriously injured in the vicinity of
Lake Gervais is nine. Of these Mrs.
Lincoln Clarke, Miss Minnie Meiss,

Frank  Melancon, Mrs. Melan-
con, John, Guenther and Simeon
Good wil dies Mr. Schurmeir,

Mrs. Good and Mrs. Hubert Schurmeir,
while terribly injured, will likely re-
cover. Besides these, about twenty oth-
ers were painfully bruised and cut, but
not seriously injured.

The Sights Are Awful.

The sights about Lake Gervais are
awful. The sites of the Good and
Schurmeir cottages are marked only by
their foundations, while the ground for
aradius of an acre or more is strewn
with debris of all kinds. Near the cellar
of the Shurmeir house lies a drive-well
with twenty feet of cast-iron pipe which
was literally torn from the ground,while
on the shores of thelake, fully 100 feet
away, is the piano which formerly stood
in the parlor of the cottage. Huge trees,
some of them three and a half feet in
diameter, have been broken off close to
the ground and are scattered about in
all directions. Chickens without a
feather on them litter the ground, and
articles of wearing avparel are to be seen
sticking in trees and bushes half a mile
away. In a swamp near the lake shore
are a number of splinters and boards
sticking bolt upright like a field of corn.

All along the road from Gervais to
Vadnais the houses have been more or
less damaged; some houess have the
shingles torn off the roofs, others have
the chimneys blown down, and others
whole sections of the buildings car-
ried away.

Temporary Hospitals.

Nearly all the houses and hotels in the
vicinity have been turned into tempo-
rary hospitals. At Paul Mellette’s resi-
dence, at Little Canada, are Moses Mel-
acon, his wife and three children, all of
whom are seriously injured.

At Kohlmann’s hotel are Minnie
Meiss and Joseph Bernard. Miss Meiss
is suffering intensely from a wound in
her chest, made by an iron spike which
was driven almost through her body,
and her recovery is impossible.

A camping party was on the southeast
shore of Lake Gervais. They ran from
their tent and sought the shelter of an
overhanging bank just in time to save
their lives. The tent and all its con-
tents were swept into the lake.

The number of persons injured at all
the different points is large, and the list
is being made up slowly.

The Course of the SBtorm.

The storm really commenced between
Snail and Turtle lakes, passed over
them and striking the northern part of
Little Canada, thence on to the Schur-
meir and Good cottages scross Lake
Gervais to Getzke’s place; thence in a
northeasterly direction to Farmer Wil-
liam Brown’s plaee, where it lifted and
disappeared. Its track was about forty-
five miles long, and from a quarter to a
half mile in length.

The bodies of Mrs. Schurmeir and her
son Charles and Rev. Mr. Phaeffle had
not been recovered up to a late hour to~
night. It is almost certain they are at
the bottom of the lake, a® a search of
the debris failed to find any trace of
them,

Late tonight it is learned definitely
that the only fatalities in this vicinity
were those at Lake Gervais. Between
St. Paul and that place the storm'did
tremendous damage to crops, and not' a
little to farm buildings.

AN EYE-WITNESS’S STORY.

Terrible Work of the Cyclone at Lake
Gervais.

Sr. Pavr, July 14.—A married daugh-
ter of Mr. Good, who was in her father’s
cottage when destroyed at Lake Gervais,
tells the following story: “Our family
noticed the storm  approaching.
Some of the householdp suggested
that we get into the cellar. The storm
looked as if coming right down on the
house of Mr. Schurmeir and curs. After
great spinning the storm reached the
center of the lake. I saw the water
divide and overflow the banks forty
feet. Then Mullanche’s cottage was
swept away ; then our barn was thrown
broadside against our house, Just at
this time my husband threw me bodily

down the cellar staire. Then he
threw Miss King and Mr. Me-
Pherson and jumped after. My

husband tumbled down and called the
others to follow. The building was
crushed in upon us, then pertions of it
were hurled skyward. Trees were blown
by and a huge ice chest fell into the cel-

lar and pinned us all down as
we lay there. We heard the Schur-
meir house about fifteen feet

from our house crash, and for fifteen
minutes the timbers and furnitore of
both houses were hurled about. After
our release from the cellar we began
looking for the. members -of the. house-
hold. We found them scattered about.
Miss Minnie lay in the road with her
head cut and ‘mouth bleeding badly.
Carrie, her sister, was pinned under a
tree, hurt intemalfy. George Miller la;
dead and mangled in the road. His wi
was also buried beneath the wreek and
hurt badly. Mrs. Hastings and daugh-
ter Stella were badly bruised.
