A NEW LINE OF DEVELOPMENT.

At last we are beginning to under-
stand a few of the possibilities that
dwell in our fertile soil and matchless
climate. The citrus fruits have been
monopolizging all our attention, and yet
these are only one of the many indus-
tries in which wealth is to be found for
our farmers. Last spring strawberries
were sent by express as far east as Den-
ver, and money was made by the ven-
ture. For many years early vegetables
have been sent from our foothills to San
Francisco, and a*dozen or so farmers
have amassed large money by this means.
The past season a large trade was devel-
oped with the west from our new pota-
toes and cabbages. And these move-
ments are opening the eyes of the most
.| purblind of us to the opportunities that
| lie before us. jext season will see a
great movemer® in these lines with
many parallel ones added to the list.
The trouble now is that the expense
of shipping eats up most of the profits.
It costs too much to ship by express to
do a large business. The cost to the con-
sumer is too high. From March to June
we can send no end of berries and vege-
tables out of this section to all the ¢oun-
try between Las Vegas and Chicago.
Potatoes and cabbages are only the least
profitable of these lines, and ye$ the
Chinese gardeners produced $200 to $500
an acre out of these products last spring.
To these we can add strawberries, green
peas, spring lamb, grass butter, cauli-
flower and tomatoes. All thege can be
produced in abundance here from March
onward. They are not procurable any-
where from Denver to Chicago and St.
Paul before the 1st of July. Here are
four whole months in which to carry on
this trade.

The railroads are alive to the import-
gnce of the matter, and propose to
afford every desirable means to carry on
this trade, .Bpecial trains will be made
up and sent through on- passenger
schedule time. As one of the officials
#aid to the writer the other day, “We
will side-track passenger trains ta let
fruit specials go through.” 'The réfrig-
erator cars of the present time.will
carry vegetables to Chicagoas fresh as
when taken from the ground, Im six
days they can be run into the depots in
Chicago.
