
A FORGED CHECK.
Three Prominent Citizens

Arrested Yesterday.

Justice Lockwood Examined
and Discharged.

Assemblyman J. M. Damron to be
Examined Today.

J. S. Chad wick's Examination WillAlso
Take Place?A Queer Transaction

Being Inquired Into.

Yesterday afternoon Assemblyman
Jas. M. Damron, Justice of the Peace
W. C. Lockwood and J. S. Chadwick, a

real estate and loan agent, were arrested
upon warrants charging them with
forgery, and all three were taken before
Justice Austin for arraignment. The
complaint upon which they were ar-
rested was sworn to by W. F. Bosbyshell,
and itis alleged that on the 15th inst.
the three defendants, with intent to de-
fraud the Southern California National
Bank of Los Angeles, did make as true
and genuine a false and fraudulent sig-
nature purporting to be that of E. T.
Wright, upon a certain promissory note
for $110, bearing interest at one per cent,
per annum, payable to the order of B. F.
Getchell, by J. S. Chadwick, his attor-
ney in fact.

On being taken into court Justice
Lockwood aemanded an immediate ex-
amination, as he was an official of the
county and did not wish to lie in jailall
Mightin case he should be unable to
procure peil. The other defendants,
however, were not ready to proceed with
the case and demanded 1time in which to
prepare for their examination, where-
upon Justice Lockwood asked that his
case be segregated from that of the co-
defendants. Justice Austin, after some
deliberation, stated that this was a
somewhat unusual proceeding, but ow-
ing to the peculiar circumstances sur-
rounding the case, he would grant the
request.

At this juncture Deputy District At-
torney Hardesty arrived and vigorously
objected to this course, but the court
announced that ithad already made the 1order, and instructed the prosecution to
proceed with the case.

After a slight delay caused by the ab-
sence of some of the witnesses, who
were hastily summoned, during which
the court room was packed almost to
suffocation by interested spectators of all
grades of society, the defendants seated
themselves at the small table before the
bar, with Attorney C. C. Stephens, who
represented Chadwick; while District
Attorney Kelly, his deputy Hardesty
and Attorney J. W. Mitchell, who ap-
peared for the prosecution, sat together
close by the jury-box.

The usual preliminaries having been
disposed of the complainant, VV. F.
Bosbyshell, was called to the stand at
3:45 o'clock. He testified briefly to the
effect that on Monday Chadwick calledupon him and requested him to make
out a promissory note for $110 to
Getchell's account. On Tuesday morn-ing the note was brought back signed byW. C. Lockwood and E. T.Wright and a loan was negotiated
upon it. A few hours later a check for$75, signed and endorsed by W. C.
WOOd, was presented at the bank and
cashed to the order of B. f, Getchell,
Justice Lockwood called at the bank 1
yesterday morning and denounced his
signature to the document as a forgery,
whereupon the matter was placed in the
bands of the district attorney.

Mr. E. T. Wright followed with a brief
denial of allknowledge of the note and
pronounced the signature appended toit
as a clumsy forgery.

C. M. Flint, cashier at the Southern
California National Bank, testified to
having seen the note at the bank and to
having cashed the check shortly after
the note had been negotiated. He
readily identified both note and check.
He stated that Justice Lockwood had
called at the bank yesterday morning
and denied having signed either the.
note or check, and wrote a number of
signatures on a piece of paper to show 'the difference between those on the two
documents and his regular signature in
the presence of lnmself,;Mr. Hiudesty,and others,

J.W.Mitchell, an attorney,testified
to having had a conversation at the
bank with Justice J-ockwood, and also
to being present *t a conference about
the matter in the ante-room of the
police court mtbsequentiy. AVhilewalk-
ingalong :1?ie street from the district
attorney'« office, where Justice Lock-
wood went to plead for the dismissal of
the ease, on behalf of another man, the
witness called his attention to the sin-
gularity of the fact that his name had
been forged to the check also, and Lock-
wood said that it was strange, and that
he could not account for it.

R. L. Horton, a young lawyer, who
occupied the room adjoining that of J.
M. Damron in the Law building, stated
that on Tuesday last Damron gave him
a check, which he did not even scruti-
nize, and asked him to cash it at the
Southern California National Bank. He
did so, and on receipt of the money,
$75, paid $51 at the office of the Loan
and Trust Company in the Phillips
block, on a note on Damron's account
which he took up and without examin-
ing it, further than to see that it was
endorsed on its face as paid in full, he
put it and the $24 balance in Damron's
safe. He was not employed by Damron
in any capacity, but as Damron had for-
gotten the combination of the safe he
had access to it. He, personally, had
no interest whatever in either of the
notes or the check.

Frank B. Fanning, deputy county
clerk, as an expert on signatures, was
called upon to compare those on the
note and check, and stated that they
had evidently been written by the same
man. He unhesitatingly stated, how-
ever, that the alleged forged signature of
E. T. Wright could not have been writ-
ten by the same person.

The defendant, J. S. Chadwick, was
then called, but as his attorney was not
present, he preferred not to answer any
questions as to the note during his
absence, for fear of incriminating him-
aelf. At this juncture Justice Lock-
wood said that he was very anxious to

conclude his examination that night,
and asked the court to allow him to go
upon the stand in his own behalf out of
order, and this request was granted in
spite of the efforts of Mr. Haadesty to
onotain a continuance.

Justice Lockwood then stated that on
Saturday or Monday last he met Damron
in front oi the court house, when the
latter asked him to endorse a note for
$100. He did so, Damron's signature
'being already on the note in purple ink.

On Tuesday morning last, while he was
busily engaged in a jury trial, Damron
went to him on the bench and stated
that he wanted him to sign another note
for$110, as he did not want Chadwick to
know that he was borrowing so much
money. Damron gave him something to
sign, and as what he said was sat-
isfactory, he did so without paying
any attention to the contents of
the document. There was no other
name signed to it at that time, and he
supposed it was another jointnote with
Damron. Yesterday morning he re-
ceived a notice from the bank, inform-
ing him that it had bought a note signed
jointly by himself and E.T. Wright, and
payable to Getchell's order. Not know-
ing anything about it he at once went to
the bank and denounced itas a forgery;
but suddenly recollected that Damron
had asked him in court to sign a note,
and as he had since the commencement
of the examination been informed by
Damron that it was the same one, he
was willingto admit having signed it.
As for the check, Justice Lockwood said
he had absolutely no recollection of
signing it,and was at a loss to understand
the matter, as the signature was quite
as good as that on the note.

On cross-examination he admitted
that he was sorry to say that he was in
the habit of endorsing notes for his
friends, and although he had frequently
been nipped, he still continued to ac-
commodate them. He stated emphati-
cally that he had not received one cent
of the proceeds of either note or check.
In regard to his first visit to the district
attorney'soffice he stated that J. M. Dam-
ron had asked him to go up there and see
what could be done. He did not go for
himself, however, and told Mr.Kelly so,
distinctly, at the time.

J. M. Damron then went on the stand
on behalf of the defendant Lockwood,
and stated that the latter had no inter-
est whatever in the check or note, nor
did he have any knowledge at the time
of signing it that any one else was ex-
pected to do so.

On cross-examination he told of his
visit to Justice Lockwood's court and
testified that ofter the signature of the
note he returned and obtained the jus-
tice's signature to the check while he ]
was busy. He declined to answer any
questions at that time as to what be-
came of the nsie, or who signed the
check, but promised to do so later. He,
however, declared positively that it was
not Lockwood wjbo signed E. T. Wright's
name to the note.

There being a prospect of a continu-
ance at the close ofDamron's testimony,
Justice Lockwood stated that he had
made his defense and the court was in a
position to form an opinion of the case
against him ; and in view of the testi-
mony already in he asked that in case of
a continuance he be allowed to go upon
his own recognizances. After a short
parley the prosecution rested its case,
and a brief argument followed, at the
close of which the court discharged the
defendant. A scene of the wildest
excitement ensued, the large audi-
ence applauding with feet, hands
and voices until suppressed by
the bailiffs at the order of tho court,
The defendant was completely un-
manned and burst into tears, and he
was escorted from the court room by his
friends. The other defendants, Damron
and Chadwick, were placed under bonds
in the sum of $1,000 to appear for exam-
ination a* 2 o'clock this afternoon. Mr.
Bosbyshell stated last night that in his
opinion Justice Lockwood was not the
guilty party.

DEMOCRATIC MEETINGS.

Caucus in the Fourth * Ward?The
Spanish Americans.

The Democrats of the fourth ward
held their caucus last night, for the pur-
pose of selecting a ticket for the coming
county convention. The meeting was
called to order at 7:30, and J. R. Dupuy
was called to the chair, with Conrad
Jacoby secretary. After preliminary
business, nominations were made, and
the ballot resulted in the nomination of
the following ticket: J. R. Mathews, R.
C. Charlton, Sam Prager, Geo. W.
Glowner, Conrad Jacoby, John Shirley
Ward, Dr. L. M. Graves, Captain A. W.
Barrett, Mr, Williams, Chas. Forman,
E, S. Swanwick, J. L. Dozier, C. E.
Hance, C. F. A. Last.

After the declara.tloii of the result of the
ballot, Shirley Ward offered a resolu-
tion to the effect that the delegation to
the convention from the fourth ward
endorse the candidacy of H. W. Patton
for nomination before the convention
for state surveyor-general. The resolu-
tion was received most enthusiastically
and heartily indorsed. After giving
three cheers for Colonel J. J. Ayers the
caucus adjourned. It was stated that
out of the fourteen delegates elected
ten were for Mayor Pond for governor.

At a meeting of the Pond Spanish-
American Democratic Club, Robert R.
Dominguez, president, made an enthusi-
astic speech in his native language eulo-
gistic of Mayor Pond's record. It was
received with cheers and loud applause.
Mr. Dominguez's choice for governor is
seemingly the favorite of the Spanish
people.

R.F.Sepulveda after comparing the rec-
ords of the Republican and Democratic
assessors, said that he was not at all
surprised at the people's desire to
again reinstate Mr. R. Bilderrain, as the
assessor of Los Angeles county.
He enthusiastically praised Col. J.J.
Ayers for his services as a journalist
and particularly for the interest he had
ever taken towards the improvement of
Southern California and the state at
large. lie said that the taxpayers of
this county wanted a man competent tc
discharge the duties of the sheriff's
office, and that man, in his opinion, was
Ed Gibson, of El Monte. The meeting
then adjourned with three cheers for
Mayor Pond for governor and Col. J. J.
Ayers forlieutenant-governor.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Endorsment of the Proposed Pension
for Mrs. Fremont.

The chamber of commerce held its
monthly meeting yesterday afternoon,
President E. W. Jones in the chair, and
a fair attendance present.

The following persons were elected to
membership: Johnson A. Campbell,
Castruccio Bros., William A. Ryan, F.
Adams, W. C. F. Borsum, Charles A.
Foster, R. L. Garratt, Fred Meine,
George A. Vignolo, Joseph Mesmer,
George H. Bonebrake, R. Molony,W. A.
Smith, L. Winter, F. G. Finlayson, S.
Grant, Terence Cooney, William D.
Stephens, John P. Humphreys, E. D.
Gibson, James J. Choate. B. M. Marble,
R. B. Dupuy, Fred C. Smith. W. E. De
Groot, A. A. Mitchell, Lewis Meyer,

Charles T. Healey.
Captain Barrett called attention to the

dirty condition of Main street in front
of the chamber and introduced a resolu-
tion to be presented to the council re-
questing that the street be swept and
kept in a better condition, The resolu-
tion was adopted.

City Engineer Eaton, chairman of the
committee on parks and boulevards,
reported in the matter of the gutter-
ing of the streets that the council had
reconsidered its former action, and had
come to the conclusion that the best
thing to be done was to have the street
superintendent make repairs where
necessary. The street superintendent
had been ordered to adjust the pave-
ment at the corner of First and Spring
streets so as to do away with the nuis-ance. The report of the committee was
approved.

Gen. Forman, of the committee on
mines and mining, reported that a num-
ber of requests had been made for speci-
mens of minerals, but although promises
were made no specimens had yet been
received. He suggested that each mem-
ber constitute himself a committee of
one to secure specimens. The report
was approved.

Gen. Forman offered a resolution to
be forwarded to Washington requesting
congress to pass a bill pensioning Mrs.
Jessie Benton Fremont, and urging the
adoption of the billpresented by Repre-
sentative Vandever. Adopted.

C. M. Wells ofTered a set of resolutions
of sympathy with Mrs. Fremont, which
he moved be submitted to a special
committee to prepare for publication.
Adopted, and Messrs. Wells, Book and
McKoon appointed as the committee.

J. H. Book said he had a suggestion
to make in relation to General Forman's
report on mines and minerals. An ex-
hibit should be obtained which would
show the mineral possibilities of South-
ern California, and he thought it would
be a good thing if some general infor-
mation regarding mines could be printed
in pamphlet form. A young man could
be sent to the various districts
and could obtain descriptions of
the mines, which could be
printed in pamphlet form. This could
be done with little expense to the cham-
ber, as the mine-owners would pay for it.

O. O. Trantum favored the idea of
making more of an exhibit of the min-
eral resources, especially in view of the
coming world's fairat Chicago. With a
little effort he thought such an exhibit
could be made as would astonish even
the people of Southern California.

Major Jones suggested that a good way
to obtain information for publication , in
pamphlet form would be to take
extracts from the newspapers, printed
within the past six months.

Mr. Book gave notice of a motion to
amend the constitution as regards the
officers of the chamber.

A communication was received and
filed from Hervey Lindley and Major
Jones, thanking the chamber for the
part it took ivthe opening of the Broad-
way market house.

A communication stating that the
chamber of commerce was entitled to
two delegates at the world's fair state
convention was referred to the board of
directorf.

Major Jones gave an account of the ac-
tion of Hervey Lindley at the state
board of trade meeting, and read a letter
from a Southern Californian traveling
through Texas and Kansas, which called
out considerable discussion.

The chamber then adjourned.
