LONG BEACH.

THE LARGEST CROWD OF THE
SEASON.

Election of Officers for the Year?Promises
of Support for the Long Beach

Assembly.

Friday's train took down to Long
Beach a larger number of visitors
than have gone down upon any
previous day. The Chautauquans
and their friends who were already
in the place, as well as the Cuthbert
band, were at the depot to receive them.
In a short time a procession was formed
which, led by the band, proceeded down
the path toward the ocean, through the
park to Ocean avenue, where they
turned to the left, turned again at Pine
street and proceeded to the tabernacle.

The decoration committee had been
at work early beautifying the taberna-
cle with flowers and evergreens. Four
arches had been erected upon the plat-
form, representing the four years of the
Chautauqua course of study. Through
these arches the procession marched
upon its arrival; the graduates only
passing through the four arches, the
others inarching through as many
arches as they had followed the course
of study. Beats had been reserved for
the Chainauquans, and the graduating
exercises proceeded according to pro-
gramme. The diplomas were presented
by Dr. Hirst, who had arrived by the
evening train the previous evening.

Early in the afternoon a business
meeting of the Chautauquans was held
at the Presbyterian church, which was
filled to its utmost capacity by a rather
excited audience. Mr. Fleming, of the
Redondo Beach enterprise, had arrived
by the noon train and interesting de-
velopments were expected. The pro-
ceedings of the business meeting soon
developed into a discussion between
Mr. Fleming and the Long Beach Chau-
tauquans. Certain charges lie
had brought up against Mr.
Cole were called up and Mr. Cole pro-
duced documentary evidence of their
incorrectness. Mr.'Fleming's efforts to
induce lecturers engaged for Long
Beach to break their engagements were
mentioned and he demanded that they
should produce proof that he had ever
done so; letters he had written to the
lecturers were thereupon produced and
read to the meeting. The letters were
to the effect that the lecturers addressed
should demand a guarantee for their pay
before accepting an engagement, as
otherwise they might fail to get their
money.

At 3 o'clock the tabernacle was again
filled to listen to Rev. Alfred Kuimner's
lecture on "The Ideal Wife." The doctor
thought the ideal wife should have per-
fect health, to which end she would
avoid tight lacing, corsets and otherwise
unhealthy clothing.

AROUND TOWN.
How Calvert Wilson Talks

About Arizona.

The Death of Senator Maclay
Yesterday.

His Illness Was Long and His De-
cease Expected.

Arrangements for the Funeral?Several
Items of News Concerning

Railroads.

Assistant United States district attor-
ney for Arizona, Calvert Wilson, is in
the city. Mr. Wilson is the attorney
who prosecuted the 24 Chinamen cap-
tured recently in attempting to cross the
Mexican line into Arizona and whose
release was attempted by all the habeas
corpus dodges possible. Mr. Wilson
knocked otit all such proceedings in Ari-
zona, however, by raising the following
point, which was sustained: Chinese
being aliens unlawfully in the United
States, are not entitled to the privilege
of the writ of habeas corpus.

Mr. Wilson kicked vigorously against
the writings entitled the Arizona
Kicker published in the Detroit Free
Prenx. "The fellow who writes these
articles and the Associated Press agent at
San Carlos have done Arizona more harm
than any other cause. Arizona is
peopled by a law-abiding people. Ihave
lived in Tucson for three years, and in
all that time never saw but one street
row, and but two or three drunken men,
Phoenix is just as quiet; the marshal
there is paid according to the arrests he
makes, and he is starving to death.

"This Apache atrocity business is an-
other cause of injury to us. There is a
press correspondent at San Carlos who
is paid by the number of words he sends
out, and the way he works his imagina-
tion is a caution. Half of the Indian
stories telegraphed out of the territory,
yes, three-fourths of them, are without
any real foundation."

Mr. Wilson left yesterday for his
home.

DEATH OF SENATOR MACLAY.
After a Year's Illness, He Passes

Quietly Away.
Ex-State Senator Charles Maclay, of

San Fernando, whose dangerous illness
had been made known, died at his home
yesterday at noon. The deceased has
been seriously ill for over a year, and
his death was not unexpected. His con-
dition became very much worse Friday,
and those members of his family near at
hand were summoned to his bedside.

The funeral will take place at San
Fernando this morning, and friends in
the citywishing to attend the obsequies
may leave for San Fernando at 7:25
o'clock.

Senator Charles Maclay dies at the
age of 08 after a long and useful life.
His nature was essentialy genial and
affable, and this, and his remarkable
energy were the distinguishing traits of
his character. He never knew des-
pondency and his success in life was
largely due to his extreme hopefulness
in all his undertakings. As a public
speaker he was brilliant and successful
and during the early part of his life he
was a noted revivalist of the Methodist
Episcopal church.

Senator Maclay was born in Concord,
Pa., on the ninth of November, 1822, of
a distinguished and intellectual family.
Coming west in 1851 he settled in San
Francisco, and in 1801 was sent
to the legislature by the Re-
publican party. He was returned in
1802, and in 1801 was sent to the state
senate, remaining there till 1808. At
the time of Lincoln's re-election Senator
Maclay was a member of the electoral
college.

Mr. Maclay early became prominent
in religious and educational matters,
and was present and took part in the
first conference of the Methodist Epis-
copal church ever held in California.
He was also a trustee of the first college
ever built on the coast, the University of
the Pacific, at Santa Clara.

In 1873 Mr.Maclay moved to Southern
California and purchased a portion of
the Rancho ex-Mission deSan Fernando,
called thereafter the Maclay rancho. In
1885 he founded, near San Fernando, the

Theological College of the University of
Southern California, called after him the
Maclay college. Of late years Senator
Maclay has been on the board of trus-ses of the endowment funds of the Uni-
versity of Southern California, and has
been prominently connected with the
university work.

In 1851 Mr. Maclay took a wife in the
person of Kate P. Lloyd, of Williams-
port, Pa., by whom he had six children,
Charles, Arabella, Robert, Mary, Kate
and Josephine, all living with the ex-
ception of the eldest son, Charles.

THE CROSS ROAD.
It Obtains the Right of Way Through

Long Beach Lands.
Mr. W. H. Goucher stated yesterday

to a Herald reporter that the Long
Beach Company had offered the right of
way through its property to the new
owners of the Cross railway, and would
facilitate its construction to Rattlesnake
island as much as possible. The main
trouble the builders of the line will have
will be in getting through this city.
There can be little question now but
that the purchasers of the Cross lineare
backed by the Oregon Navigation and
Transportation Company, and that the
intention is to connect with the Utah
extension of the Union Pacific.

FREIGHT EASTWARD.
New Lines of Produce Forwarded by

Shippers.
In the old days the railroad had very

little eastern freight to haul between the
end of the orange season and the grain
harvest. But Southern California now-
adays has something to sell at good prices
all the year around. After sending 3,400
carloads of oranges east, the ranchers are
now turning theirattention to deciduous
fruits and vegetables. Last evening the
Santa Fe company sent east on a special
train eighteen carloads of vegetables and
fresh fruits, all from this county. Yes-
terday a train of fifteen cars left?eleven
of potatoes, and three of vegetables.
Such has been the average for some time
past, and will be increased from day to
day.

May Not Consolidate.

Many Santa Fe officials are not of the
opinion that the management of the At-
lantic and Pacific and the Southern Cal-

ifornia railroad will be cousolidated and
concentrated in Los Angeles, as has
been talked of to considerable extent.
As a matter of fact there would be little
economy in such a step, and a greatly
increased difficulty in keeping proper
control of all the details of so extensive
a system.

THE RUSSELL SENTENCE.

He Must Resign in Ten Days or the
Regiment Will Disband.

IfGovernor Waterman can find a way
to do something in an utterly peculiar
way he is apt to do it. He found such a
way in his settlement of the matter of
Colonel W. H. H. Russell, of the sev-
enth regiment, N. G. C, as the follow-
ingorder will show:

General Orders, No. 11.
Before a court-martial convened in

Los Angeles by special orders No. 3,
c. s., from division headquarters, and of
which Colonel E. B. Spileman, ninth
infantry, N. G. C, was president, there
were tried Colonel W. H. H. Kussell,
seventh infantry, N. G. C, upon charges
and specifications as set forth in general
orders No. 3, c. s., from division head-
quarters, promulgating the finding and
sentence of said court-martial.

The court found Colonel Russell
guilty of the first, second, third, fifth
and sixth charges, and not guilty of the
fourth charge, and sentenced him to be
"discharged from the service of the
National Guard of the state of Cali-
fornia."

From the proceedings, finding and
sentence of the court Colonel Russell
has appealed to the commander-in-chief,
upon the following grounds, substan-
tially:

First. That the sentence of discharge
was disproportionate to the offense of
which he was found guilty.

Second. That after the case was sub-
mitted and the court had been cleared
and closed for the purpose of deliber-
ating upon the evidence adduced, it, in
the absence of and without notice to the
accused, materially, altered, changed
and modified the accusation embraced
in specification one of charge three, and
after such alteration did proceed to, and
without taking further testimony, and
without notice to or opportunity on the
part of the accused to be heard, find
him guilty of the amended specification.

Third. That the evidence did not
sustain the findings.

The commander-in-chief, after ma-
turely considering the case, and after
careiul examination of the records of
the court, decides that the first and third
grounds of appeal are not sufficient to
warrant him in setting aside the verdict,
but he finds that the statement made in
the second reason given by Colonel
Russell for his appeal is true,; that the
specification mentioned was altered by
the court when in secret session by
striking out the words "and did by such
neglect cause a loss and misappropria-
tion of said funds intrusted to his care,
and the amount so appropriated or not
properly accounted for was more than
one hundred dollars."

The alteration of the specification at
that stage of the proceedings, and in
such manner, was clearly illegal and fa-
tal to the validity of the sentence, it be-
ing in direct violation of section 122 of
the old regulations, under which the
court was acting (section 840 of the new
regulations being identical). The pro-
ceedings are also incomplete for the rea-
son that the argument of the judge-
advocate and the counsel for the accused
are not attached to and made a part of
it, and for the further reason that the
final judgment is not recorded and duly
signed by the president and judge-advo-
cate; and forthe still further reason that
the order of the reviewing officer is not
attached, made official, and a part of the
proceedings.

For the foregoing reasons, the proceed-
ings, findings, and sentence in the case
of Colonel W. H, H. Russell, seventh
infantry, N. G. C, are disapproved and
he is released from arrest.

The evidence adduced in this case
shows great carelessness in the perform-
ance of his duty by Colonel Russell, and
negligence in the management of the
financial affairs of his command, run-
ning through a long term of years. It
also shows a want of respect for superior
authority, and a disposition to disobey
lawful orders. Petitions from a large
number of the officers and enlisted men
of his regiment have been received at
these headquarters, asking that the sen-
tence of the court in his case be carried
into effect, and that he shall be
discharged from tdie state military
service. For the foregoing reasons the
commander-in-chief is convinced that
the interest of the service demands that
Colonel Russell shall no longer exercise
active command. Therefore, he will not
assume command of his regiment with-
out orders from this office. His appli-
cation to be placed upon the retired list
will be acted upon if forwarded within
ten days after the receipt of this order.
The commander of the hrst brigade will
cause a copy of it to be served upon him,
and notify this office at once of the date
of such service. If at tbe end of ten
days his application to be placed upon
the retired list, or his resignation, is not
in the hands of the brigade commander,
his position will be made vacant by dis-
banding the regiment, which will be
effected by mustering out one or more of
the companies composing it.

Brigadier-General E. P. Johnston was

seen last evening at his headquarters,
and in reply to a HwBALD reporter's in-
quiries said": "Itis a queer order, but
it. explains the situation. It gives Col.
Russell ten days in which to let himself
down easy, and if he declines to do that,
a company or two willbe mustered out,
and that disbands the regiment, then
the companies will be mustered in again
and the vacant offices filled. Mr. Rus-
sell is let down easy in any event. The
notice was served on Russell today."

"Now that this matter is settled will
the brigade go into camp, general?"

"Yes, sir; we have selected the 15th
of September as the time, but the place
is left unselected; its selection will de-
pend on the inducements offered. There
will be (100 or 700 men to be in camp,
and whatever locality gets them will
have to treat them well."

LEGAL DIFFERENCES.

Stealing Dogs a Bigger Crime Than
Shooting a Lady.

"The recent flurry in justice of the
peace circles has brought some queer
things to light," said a Southern Pacific
official who had watched the prosecu-
tion of the pugilist Soto for shooting
into a train of cars and seriously
wounding a lady. "Some time ago a
poor devil was arrested for stealing four
bull pups, and he was taken before a
justice of the peace and held to answer
in the sum of $2,000 bail. Now here is

Soto who shoots his revolver in a train
loaded with people and a bullet inflicts
a serious wound on a lady, and he is
held to answer in the sum of $500. That
is a nice comparison is it not! $2,000
for stealing pups and $500 for nearly
killinga lady," and the official walked
offlooking as mad as if he had a note
signed by a Republican legislator and
his cronies.
