Indian Appropriations Still Under Consid-
eration in the Senate—The Bankruptcy
Bill Further Discussed—Appointments,

WasniNgToN, July 23,—The senate re-
sumed congideration of the Indian ap-
propriation bill this morning. An
amendment for the appointment by the
president of a commission of three per-
sons to visit the Puyallup reservation,
in the state of Washington, to make full
inquiry and investigation regarding such
reservation,whether the power of aliena-
tion by Indians should be removed;
whether railroads shall be granted
right-of-way through the reservation,
and as to the necessity of the disposal by
the Indians of their interest, was agreed
to.

Mitchell offered an amendment for the
appointment by the presgident of a com-
mission of three to fix the northern line
of the Warm Springs reservation in Ore-
gon, and to visit the Colville Indian res-
ervation, in the state of Washington,
and negotiate for the cession ofa portion
of that reservation. Agreed to.

A number of committee amendments
to the bill were agreed to, and it went
over.

The committee on foreign relations re-
ported a substitute for Pasco’s resolu-
tion calling on the president for informa-

tion touching the arrest of A. J. Diaz in |

Cuba, and it was agreed to.

Adjourned.

I think the
knowledge that we were ready for them,
had something to do with the quiet of
this beautiful day.”

SPOKANE FIREBUGS.

Attempts to Burn the City of
" the Falls.

Two Disastrous Fires in One
Morning.

Damage to the Extent of Almost
$250,000 Done.

The Fire Department Rendered Useless
by the Bursting of a Water Main.
A Female Suspect.

SpokANE Fauus, July 23.—Early this
morning fire broke out on the north
eide of the river on Monroe street, de-
stroying property valued at nearly a
quarter of a million dollars. There was
a woful lack of water, one of the maing
bursting on the island. The Monroe-
street bridge, a new structure costing
$40,000, was entirely consumed.

The losses on the north side are as fol-
lows: The Cable Road Company, $50,-
000; H. W. Greenberg & Co., $18,000;
Monroe-street Bridge Company, $35,000;
Bonne & Co., $12,000; Cascade laundry,

General belief is that firebugs are at
work., Two small fires this morning,
one in the east and the otherin the
west part of the city, strengthen this
belief. Five suspects have been ar-
rested. The city 18 thoroughly guarded,
and no further danger is anticipated.

The burnt district on the north side
of the river and the great chasm left hy
the burning of the Monroe-street bridge
presented a desolate appearance today.
Neither of the fires were in the business
center. A great many rumors have
been afloat all day about the work
of fire-bugs, but they fail to
develop. Julia Glenn, keeper of
the lodging house in which the Second-
street fire started is under arrest, sus-
pected of arson, but she stoutly denies
the charge, and there seems to be little
to substantiate it.

When the two fires were at their
height, the whole city and surrounding
country were illuminated. Everybody
was  nervous, and this almost
developed to a panic when the water-
main burst and the firemen had no wa-
ter with which to fight the flames.
Monroe-street bridge burned inch by
inch while the firemen and thousands
of spectators stood by powerless.
Many buildings were saved by the
use of garden hose and wet
blankets. Many people remained awake

The Prosecution Rests Its Case Surpris-
ingly Early.

SAN Fraxcisco, July 23.—In the exam-
ination of James W, Kerr, charged with
the murder of Edward Coogan, this af-
ternoon, J. B. Farrell, driver of a car,
testified to having seen the shooting and
the man who did it, but could not iden-
tify the man whofired theshot. Andrew
Coogan, brother of the deceased, madea
statement, but it developed nothing
new. Counsel for the prosecution then
stated that they had a number of other
witnesses of the shooting, but did not
see the utility of calling them. Officer
Greenan identified a pistol given him
by Kerr, and the prosecution rested.
Attorney Darwhn stated that the deiense
was taken by surprise at the prosecu-
tion’s resting so early, and asked that
the case go over until Friday, which
was agreed to.

THE CYCLONE'S FREAKS,

Casualties Resulting From the Latest
North Dakota Storm.

MarsuaLL, Minn., July 23.--The fol-
