Guatemala City. Central America," said
an English tourist who is stopping at
the Richelieu. ''While there a few
weeks ago Istopped a day at the biggest
hostelry and met with" more surprises
than Ihave previously encountered inmy
trip around the world. The house is
built only one story high on account of
the earthquakes. "It is constructed in
the form of a hollow square, and the in-
terior court is made beautiful with trees
and flowers.

The
fare was good, and we had our choice of
pancakes with honey, fish, poultry,
fruits, coffee and chocolate.

Only one thing is served at a time, andyou can't get a cup of coffee until
everything else has been served. The
hotel furnishes candles, but matches
are extra.

"Then there is a system of calling theguests which entitles the hotel to the
name of the queerest one on the earth.
You are called by flies. The flies down
there are nearly as large as an English
sparrow, and they sting like a hornet,
though the bite is not poisonous. They
never kill them, but brush them away.
The halls of the hotel are filled withthese pests in the morning. Over each
door is a transom. Now, if you have a
call for 7 o'clock your transom is opened
at 7 and the fließ go in. Do they wake
you? Ishould say so. The sensation is
like that ofbeing sand-bagged. In five
minutes from the time your transom is
opened you are down stairs looking forthe proprietor. It doesn't do any good
