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ON REAPPORTIONMENT.

J Crisp Thinks Nothing Can Be j
Done at Thia Session.

The Republican talk which was at
one time very strong in Washington
City of passing an ? Apportionment

' bill at this session of Congress has in a
good measure subsided. A decided
change oi sentiment has undoubtedly
taken place, and now the subject is but
seldom mentioned. The reason for the
subsidence of the bluster is not apparent
unless it be that the Republican lead-
ers, from the skeleton census returns
already in, have lost confidence in their
ability to wield the weapon at this late
day to their party's advantage. In con-
versation with the correspondent of The
World to-day Judge Crisp, of Georgia,
who is one of the clearest-headed men
in the House, said :

"I hardly think the majority will
undertake at this session to apportion
representatives among the several States
according to their population as dis-
closed by the eleventh census. In the
first place, we will not have, satisfactory

returns of the population for some time
to come. There seems to be much com-
plaint, and Isee that in places another
enumeration has been ordered. The busi-
ness already marked out for this session
will exhaust all the time between now
and the election, and unless the Tariff
bill or the Force bill is postponed no
other important measures can be con-
sidered. To reapportion representatives
among the several States so as to do
justice to all, and at the same time not
Increase the membership of the House
very greatly, would require much care
and "shirtight."
