The Cabbage.

Chemically, according to Schrader, cab-
bage contains starch, vegetable albumen,
resin, gum extract and some salts. Sir
Humphrey Davy estimates that its nutri-
tive matter is about "3 in 1,000 parts, while
Boussingault calculates that 1,446 parts of
white cabbage are equivalent in nutritive
powers to 191 of wheat. Itmust bo well
cooked, ifcooked at all, or itis less digesti-
ble than when eaten as a slaw or salad.

Phillips says that "the ancient Romans
banished physicians from their territory
and preserved their health 600 years by the
use of cabbage." Itis frequently used in
long voyages to prevent scurvy, and would
be more effective for this purpose ifcooked
and eaten without pork.?Hall's Journal of
Health.
