Clearly and more clearly is it ap-
parent that publishers have some rights

which printers are bound to respect.

Despotism in any form is distasteful to
the American people. The late attempt

to bull-dose this journal has proved to

be a boomerang.

One of those ridiculous typographical
errors that will occasionally crop up,
made the word splenetic, which occur-
red in an article in which we reviewed
the utterances of a Red Bluffcontempor-
ary respecting Hon. S. M. White,
"splendid." Of course the context of
our remarks made the error obvious.

We publish this morningsome expres-
sions of opinion of the press of the state

on the late unjustifiable strike of Los An-
geles Typographical Union No. 174. There
is a singular unanimity in these utteran-
ces that throws a Drummond light on
the situation. The men who tried to
trample upon the rights of the proprie-
tors will only regret their action once,
and that will be for aye. The rule or
ruin policy, without regard to justice, is
not popular amongst Americans.

His
political stature is small, though in
character he is eminently respectable.
Now let the Prohibitionists endorse Bid-
well, and all the cranks can get together
in the same trucklebed and snore them-
selves into political somnolency.

Things are booming all around us.
The only question is when we shall
catch the contagion in the city. The
foothill country has settled up with
marvelous rapidity, and fortunes have
been created there, even while the col-
lapsed boom has been in tho very agon-
ies of dissolution. Even Santa Barbara
has started offon a bender. Atno time
since Southern California has had a
local habitation and a name has the out-
look in the country regions been as good
as it is to-day. There is nothing fever-
ish or unhealthy about it, but itis solid

and lasting, having come to stay. It is
scarcely to be supposed, with innumer-
able mining and agricultural camps
springing up on every side, that the city
of Los Angeles will lag behind long. As
a matter of fact, this section has about
reached the period when itis about time
to resume the putting on of frills. For
three years we have been economiz-
ing and producing, and it is about time
that our reward should materialize, and
it will undoubtedly do so very shortly.

The estimates which our esteemed con-
temporary, the Examiner, makes of the
political situation are exceedingly enter-
taining. They are so impartially dis-
tributed that it is a case of "nowyou see
it and now you don't." Nevertheless,
now and then, the great metropolitan
daily indicates very pronouncedly, that
it thinks that this is a business man's
campaign, and that Pond represents the
business men and the taxpayers who are
in favor of retrenchment and reform.

THE PROPOSED FEDERAL ELECTION
LAW.

The city of St. Louis elects three
members of congress who have usually
been Democrats. Under the election law
enacted by a Republican congress about
ten years ago 1125 election officers were
appointed and with great apparent fair-
ness a majority of these were given to
Democrats, but with the distinct under-
standing, and as a condition of their
appointment, that they were to give
their votes and work to the Republican
congressional nominees, but for all
other candidates they were to be at lib-
erty to vote and work as they chose.
They were each to be given twenty
days employment in and about the re-
gistration and election at the liberal pay
provided by the election law, which was
in due time paid to them from the
United States Treasury. The result
was a Republican congressman was el-
ected in each district by a small major-
ity.

At the next congressional election the
same Republican game of using the pub-
lic funds to elect Republican congress-
men was again begun, but Democrats
made such a theatening protest against
it, citing the facts and figures of the last
election, both to the authorities at
Washington and to the public, that the
attempt miscarried and the Democrats
elected their three congressmen that
time. Probably in every congressional
district in the United States several
hundred voters can be found in each
party who would sell their votes and
influence to the other, to the extent and
for the pay for which those St. Louis
Democrats sold theirs to the Republi-
cans. To begin With, they retain their
party fealty and standing by voting for
their own party candidates for state,
county and city officers, ?for every
name on their party ticket except one ;
and, in the next place, their pay aggre-
gates quite a little sum. It was found af-
terwards that some of these Democrats
tried to excuse their action by using

Ithese two considerations, still claiming

to be Democrats : If the purpose is to
secure congressmen who shall represent
those who for the time happen to con-
jtrol the federal treasury, then the pend-
ing election bill should become a law,
but if it is desired to assemble at Wash-
ington a congress representing the
people, the conduct of the election
should be left to the people. With such
a law and the control of the public
moneys which it gives, any party in.
power can, by means of it, at any elec-
tion secure enough of the doubtful dis-
tricts to make, with its own sure dis-
tricts, a majority.

THE STRIKE CONDEMNED.
Morning Press Santa Barbara August 9th.

The I.ok Angeles Strike.
The strike of the Union printers at Los An-

geles was utterly unjustifiable, and the strikers
are already beaten. For the first day or two the
papers were somewhat embarrassed and delay-
ed, but now everything is running as usual and
the publishers are independent of the Union
No strike can succeed unless the sympathies of
the general public are with the strikes and in
this case publicsentiment was distinctly the
other way. The printers violated the American
spirit of justice and fair play, and will sulier
defeat in consequence.

Downey Champion August 9th.
The Printing Strike.

The members of the Typographical Union
employed on the four Los Angeles dailies are
on a strike.

A request of the proprietors of those papers
for a slight reduction inthe rate for composi-
tion was met by a refusal, coupled with a
demand that they give a written contract to
pay present rates per thousand m for one year.
This being declined, the printers walked out
of the four offices on Tuesday morning. The
papers are all out on time, and seem to have
had no trouble in securing all the non-union
help needed.

In this movement we thinkthe printers have
made a serious mistake and that some conces-
sions should have been made during the pre-
sent depression in business. We hope wise
councils will prevail and a speedy settlement
reached.

Riverside Presß August Oth.
The dull times induced the newspaper pub-

lishers of Los Angeles to ask the printers of that
city to accept a lower price for their work, on
the ground that the boom prices were no longer
justified. The union men declined, aud demand-
ed that by noon the proprietors should pledge
themselves to maintain present prices for a year.
This arbitrary demand was promptly denied,
and from the appearance of the Los Angeles
papers they have evidently had to "rustle" to
rind non-union printers enough to get out their
editions. As the printers elsewhere have con-
ceded the fairness of a similar request itseems
strange that the effort to secure a reduction was
not met ina better spirit.

Tho Los Angeles Printers' Strike.
San Diego Sun, August tith.

The strike of the Los Angeles printers is due
to the refusal of the owners of the daily papers
there to sign an agreement to pay 50 cente per
thousand ems to their compositors for a period
of one year. That is to suy they have declined
to turn'all the profits of their business over to
their employes and run indebt themselves. At
50 cents per thousand ems the average fast com-
positor willearn $4.25 a night, exclusive ofex-
tras, something no other artisan can now do in
Los Angeles by the day, and whichfew business
or professional men inthe employ of the inter-
ior press can equal. These are boom figures.
They were not exceeded in Los Angeles when
the speculative craze was at its height.

* * * .
There are at least three cities in New York,
nearly as large as San Diego and Dos Angeles
respectively, where 14 cents a thousand is paid
on the afternoon and 25 cents per thousand
on the morning press, and with no protest from
the employes.

Public sympathy;will not be with the Los An-
geles printers who struck because theiremploy-
ers wanted them to take 40 cents per 1000 until
times should improve.

Wise policy on the Dart of the Typographical

Union would dictate a scale of wages propor-
tionate to the times and to the rate of payment
in other trades. The result of a policy which
obliges men who have invested their all in
newspaper enterprises to pay boom prices for
work during depressed periods, is Bimply to
create strikes, lock-outs and business failures,
and to gradually but surely raise an opposing
force of printers who will oblige tbe Union

men, incourse of time, either toleave the fieldor behave themselves init. We thinkthe so-ber-minded men with families in the Typo-
graphical Union will agree with us.
The Citizen. (East Los Angeles.) August Oth.The printers on the four daily papers of the
city went on a strike last Tuesday, in conse-
quence of their refusal to accede"to the de-
mands of the publishers for a reduction in the
price of Composition. It must have been plain
to the employees that the prices which prevailed
during boom times could not be continued atthis time, and they would have showed moresense in accepting a reasonable reduction than
in resorting to a strike. This action is ill-advis-ed and can onlyresult in injuryto the primers
themselves.

Oakland Morning Times, August 8!h.
A printers' strike is on in Los Angeles, involv-

ing Isomewhat novel, not to say unique, propo-
sition. The proprietors of the 'daily papers ol
that cityasked for a reasonable reduction In
the existing rates of composition, contending
that they were boom rates ami altogether too
hinii under the present depressed condition ofbusiness. It is claimed by the owners of thenewspapers that so far from acceding to this re-
1111fst. or even proposing a compromise, the
Typographical Union notified the proprietors
that no reduction would be agreed to and fur-
ther demanded that an agreement Should besigned by the newspaper proprietors within
twenty-four hours, that the scale of prices now
in force should remain in operation for one
year. The following is a copy of the Union's
ultimatum:

GENTLEMEN: At the meeting ot the Los An-geles Typographical Union, No. 17i,*held Sun-
day, August 1, 1890, your request for a reduc-
tion in the price of composition on morningand
evening papers was fullyand fairly considered,
and it was almost unanimously decided that noreduction of tiie scale could be agreed to; and,
further, that an agreement should be signed by
the proprietors and the Union that the scale of
prices now inforce should remain in operation
for one year, from April 5, 1890; and. furtner,
that said agreement should be signed within
twenty-four hOUTIfrom 12 m. August 4, 1890.

The following is the "agreement" proposed by

the Union:
We, the undersigned proprietors of the Times,

HERALD, Tribune and Kxpress. daily news-papers printed and published in Los Angeles,
Cal., and the Ex. Com. representing the Los
Angeles T. VS. No 174, hereby agree that the
scale Of prices hereunto attached shall be and
remain inforce, without change or alteration,
for one year from date hereof. Dated August 5,
1890.

The scale attached is that now in force, viz.:
50 cents per thousand ems on morning and 45
cents per thousand ems on evening newspapers, j

To tiiese conditions the proprietors did not
think they could agree and the printers walked
out at five o'clock in the afternoon, leaving
their employers in a very embarrassing condi-
tion. It is believed that the action of the Los
Angeles printers willnot be sustained by the
Typographical Union inits larger Jurisdiction,
and, pending this decision, the.town is "raited."
which means that non-union men are "holding
cases" ami printing tha papers. Moreover, the
proprietors are determined that tiiis condition
shall continue unless the scale is reduced,

Chino Champion, Aug. 8.
The striking iron moldera of San Frnncisco

have taken over six months to convince the
public generally that they are assassins and
promoters of murder. It is to be hoped that the
printers of Los Angeles willin the future as in
the past, only do what is lawful. They hail an
undoubted right to quit work: and their self-
respect, common manhood and very existence
as business men compelled the proprietors of
the Herald, Times, Express and Tribune to re-
ject the demand made upon them. The Su-
preme Court of the State has declared the dema-
gogic, unnecessary and unwise eight-hour law
of California unconstitutional. The time
seems to be near when employers and employes
will lie permitted to exercise their natural
rights in peace and security. "The world do
move."

Pomona Progress, Aug. 7.
There is a strike among the compositors on

all the daily papers in I.os Angeles. The
Printers Union not only demands that the rate
of payment which was established during the
flush boom days lie maintained, but that the
newspaper publishers bind themselves by
written agreement to hire none but Union men
at these rates tor a year inadvance. The news-
paper publishers reply that they cannot run
their Offices and pay the wages for labor that
are demanded. The publishers argue that
while livingexpenses inevery particular have
decreased during the past two years, the same
old boom wages are paid. They, therefore,
naturally refuse to pay such wages any longer,
and to bind themselves by contract to pay them
lor twelve months, We earnestly hope the
newspaper publishers will win. They have
'justice on their side.

The Southwest News, West Los Angeles, Aug. 9.i
The first of this week, our daily papers re-

spectfully solicited the Printer's Union to accept
a reduction of 10c. on the thousand ems
making 40c. per thousand ems on morning pa-
pers and 35c. for evening papers, this reduction
to exist until times were better and then re-
place the former price, 50c. After a meeting of
the Union they refused, and not only demanded
the old price, but that the dailies must sign a
contract to establish this old price for one year.

We believe the Union has made a mistake,
because the dailies would probably enter into a
contract to establish the old prices as soon as
money matters were easier. Present prices were
established when livingwas almost twice as
high as now, and one dollar will buy nearly
double what it would three years ago. Again
the dailies are making but little at present,
having to pay these prices to their printers. We
hope some adjustment can be procured to the
interest of'both concerned.

Santa Ana Standard, August 9th,

The Printer's Union of Los Angeles are all on
a strike and as a esnsequenee the Uailies of
that city are having a hard time of itbut will
not give into the worthless fellows who want
to control the papers and their managers. The
papers all got out, some a littlelate and most of
them have onlyhalf size sheets. The cause of
the strike was a request sent by different pub-
lishers to the union asking them fora reduction
on the rates of composition on setting forth the
fact that reductions had been made in salaries
and expenses in all other departments of the
papers from those of "boom" times, and that
there was an absolute necessity fora. modifica-
tion of therates of composition. The Union
would not listen to it and gave the publishers
notice that they must all sign a contract to pay
them the wages they had been receiving, for a
year beginning from August sth. The publish-
ers refused and as a consequence allmen were
ordered to stop work by their Posses. It is hoped
the proprietors of the different papers will get
along without the contrary Union men. Some
of the Santa Ana newspapers have had some
experience with the Union and can sympathize
withthe law Angeles proprietors.

Cleak from Roseburg, Oregon, comes
the intimation, through the telegraph,
that compositors are on hand, armed
cap-a-pie, for the affray which has not
been invited by the proprietors of the
Los Angeles press. Tyranny, even of a
small pattern, seems to have gone out
of fashion in the United Statee.

SAN GABRIEL.

Several FIMMBuildings Destroyed by
Fire.

San Gabbiel, August 7, 1890.
[Special Correspondence.]

Early on AVednesday morning the one-
story block of frame buildings occupied
as a saloon, billiard hall and dwelling
occupied by Kafferstein was discovered
to be on Are. Kafferstein and his family
barely escaped with their lives in their
night clothes, the building and contents
being a total loss. The flames quickly
spread to the adjoining two story frame
building occupied as a restaurant and
lodging house, which was also burned up
in short order, and it was only by the
greatest exertions that the new frame
store building of P. Silverstein was saved.
The buildings, which belonged toD. Las-
sere, and also their contents, were insur-
ed for a fraction of their value. The
origin of the fire is a mystery.
