MARKHAM NOMINATED.—THE DEMO-
CRATIC DUTY OF THE HOUR.

The Republican Convention yesterday
nominated Col. H. H. Markham for Gov-
ernor on the first ballot. The HrraLp
has always maintained that Markham
would be the choice of that body, and,
as usual, it was right. [

During the progress of the present |
campaign we shall have much to say !
about the Republican nominee. With-
in the lines of fair play we shall deal |
him all the blows we can, and arsenals |
to supply missiles ready to our hand are |
within easy reach. But for the present |
we shall not disturb the exaltation of
his partizans. Their short-lived joy will |
do them no harm, and the progress of the |
campaign will let them down gradually. |

While Col. Markham is vulnerable in |
places it must be admitted that his can- [
didacy has features of strength that can- |
not be prudently ignored. Throughout |
the Southern portion of the state he has
alarge and enthusiastic following that
is just now elated with the idea that in

Anak they are acclaiming the next Gov-
ernor of California.
The Democrats have it in their power |
to make this the idlest boast that ever |
was made in the politics of California. |
As against a weak man Markham "is
strong. As against an ordinarily strong |
man he can make a square fight, with
the issue in doubt. But, as against
Mayor E. B. Pondof San Francisco, Col.
Markham will go forward to certain
defeat.
The truth is, as the HeraLD has often
gaid, the Democrats have a candidate of
overwhelming strength. The issues of
this campaign, which derive most of
their vitality from local concerns, are all
in the line of honest and economical |
administration, We have all along said
that the country would nominate the
candidate for Governor in both parties.
The Republican party has sustained our
prediction and the Democratic party will
undoubtedly follow suit.

every month. We believe that business
will soon begin to experience the bene-
fits which will necessarily arise from
the rapid increase in circulation, which
this silver measure will afford. Prices
will improve, industry will prosper, and
the whole country will be measurably
taken out of the clutches of goldbugs.

Hox. JouN G. Rebbpick, of San
Andreas, Calaveras county, is the
