THE CONVENTION.

The HeraLp’s regular dispatches to-
day give a very full and graphic review

The main points of interest are Mr.

relative chances of the several aspirants
‘for the gubernatorial chair. .

As to the first, Democrats of all classes |

hereabouts will regret that Mr. White
has found it necessary to withdraw
from the position he had taken at the
instigation of the Democracy of this end
of the state. As we said yesterday
morning, Mr. White merely proposed to
return to the old-time methods of his

party, made honorable by the exam- |

ple of a host of the great men
who ghed lustre on the party and
on their country in the past. He made
no radical innovation in what he was
attempting, but merely proposed to
return to true Democratic precedents.
General John M. Palmer is now play-
ing in the same exalted role in the state
of Illinois. Gwinn and other great men
played in the role in California in the
early days. There were great combina-
tions, no doubt, made to force Mr.
White to retire,but the effort he made is
not lost. It isgood seed sown in a fruit-
ful soil, that will bear agood crop later
on. Mr. White will'be heard from again
in this connection.

The platform may be found complete
in our dispatches. The Republican
party in the thirty years of its existence
has so often made promises in its plat-
forms, and failed to keep them in its
administration of the government that
the people at large have little faith in
papers which they have too generally
learned to regard as ‘‘molasses
to catch flies.”” It is unfair to pun-

| gests should not be difficult to raise. It
| is believed by parties who have had

| experience in developing natural gas
wells that suceess would
the right kind - of prospecting
in this county. Within a mile
lor go of this city, gas ig escaping
| from fissures in the ground. These have,
in times past, been covered with barrels
in which the gas wag confined, and
when a common gas pipe with a burner
was inserted and a light applied, a flame
has been lit that burned indefinitely.
We should at leagt investigate the nat-
| ural gas developments at Summerland,
| Santa Barbara county, where enormous
| supplies are reported to have been
opened out. It would be perfectly pos-
gible to bring the gas from there in a
pipe line to this city, where it would
| sell well for fuel.

WueNy Mr. C. P. Huntington took
his place at the head of the great rail-
