A MYSTERIOUS DEATH.

E. J. Kearney Dies From too Much
Opium.

At two o’clock yesterday afternoon
Coroner Weldon held an inquest, at the
undertaking parlors of Messrs, Orr &
Sutch, upon the body of E. J. Kearney,
the waiter who died at five o’clock
f'eaberday morning in the receiving
hospital from opium poisoning. From
the testimony taken before the jury of
inquisition it was learned that Kearney,
who appeared to be very drunk, was
seen by anumber of people walking up
and down Alameda street in front of the
“cribs.”” Two of e the” women who
occupy these hovels, Cora Bell and
Louise Destree, testitied tu having re-
fused to admit him to their
rooms at different hours of the night.
A third one, Lillie Edwards, stated
that about 10 o’clock, while she was in
the rear of her room at 731 Alameda
street, she heard the front door of her
place opened, and on turning around,
saw Kearney standing inside near the
bed. He sat down, and attempted to
pull off his coat, but the woman thought
that he was drunk, and ordered him to
leave. While she was talking to him,
he glipped to the floor in an uncon-
scious condition, and as his breathing
was very heavy and labored, she became
alarmed and called in her next door
neighbor.

The usual remedies, including the
stomach pump, were applied, but the
patient never rallied, and at
5 o’clock he expired. At the
request of the coroner, Dr. Wing held
a post mortem examination upon the
body, and found all the organs in an un-
usally healthy condition. There were no
external marks of violence, and death in
his opinion was caused by opium poison-
ing.

E)n hearing theee facts, the jury
returned a verdict to that effect, adding
that it had no meang of knowing
whether or not the poison was taken
with suicidal intent.

The most plausible theory that can
be advanced for the unfortunate man’s
death, is that he induced some person,
whom he knew to be in the habit of
using morphine, to give him a hypo-
dermic injeetion of the drug to counter-
act the effects of the intoxicants he had
imbibed, and that the dose given to him
proved too strong, he being uninured to
1t.

The mystery, however, will in all
probability never be solved.

AARON SMITH
Objects to Ha Conundrums Asked
' Aot Him,

At three o’clock yesterday afternoon
John E. Bennett, until recently a
reporter on the Tribune local staff, but
now editor of a weekly publication, was
arrested and taken before City Justice
Austin on a warrant charging him with
libel. The complainant, Deputy County
Auditor Aaron Smith, swears to the fol-
lowing allegations in his complaint:

The said John E. Bennett on the 22d
day of August, 1890, at the county and
state aforesaid, unlawfully, wilfully and
maliciously, and with intent to impeach
the honesty and integrity, virtue and
reputation of the said Aaron Smith, and
to expose him to public hatred and con-
tempt, did print and publish, and cause
to be printed and published, in a certain
newspaper called The Southern Califor-
nia Democrat, a certain false and mali-
cious libel and defamation of and con-
cerning the said Aaron Smith, in the
words and figures following,
towit: S ] it or is it not
true that Aaron or ‘Windy’ Smith,
(meaning the said complainant), the
high power of the auditor’s office and
the Republican supervisors inflnenced
Frank Lauterio, late deputy auditor, to
fill out a warrant for $400, drawn on a
county fund, under the agreement that
the receipts from this warrant would be
divided between them, and that Smith
took the warrant, went to the county
treasurer, drew the §400, then went
back to Lauterio, gave him $40, and told
him that he dare not squeal.”

Upon this charge Bennett was ar-
raigned, and his examination was set
for hearing on Wednesday, the 27th
inst., at 2 o’clock p. m.; bonds being
required, meanwhile, in the sum of $500.
