
J. M. DAMRON'S BOND.
ALLEGATIONS MADETHATABONDS

HAN IS NOT ELIGIBLE.

The District Attorney to Investigate the
Matter?Mr. W. F. Anderson's Eligi-
bility Questioned ? The Assertions
Made About Him Yesterday.

"lion." J. M. Damron is out of jailon
bail, pending his trial on a charge of
forgery, but his bonds, or one of them
he tiled on Wednesday, may become
invalidated by information which was
furnished the district attorney's office
yesterday.

On the bond in the third case, one
William F. Anderson qualified in the
amount of $1,000, giving in a list of his
property, certain lots in the Electric and
Anderson tracts, which he specified were
clear.

The district attorney was informed
yesterday, by certain parties who ap-
peared to have abundance of proof, that
tlie property mentioned by Mr. Ander-
son came under a judgment won by theplaintiff In the case of John T. Moore
vs. W. P. Anderson, and that the sher-
iff' had been instructed to sell the lots
by order of a final judgment rendered on
August first.

Tlie matter was laid before Mr. Har-
desty, and he will investigate it today.
If the facts are found to be as repre-
sented, D&mron will have to scratch up
another bondsman.

THE FLIM FLAMMERS.

Go to Santa Monica and Forfeit Their
Bail.

When the case against Charles Cham-
bers and Henry Mullane, the "Aim
flam" operators, was called by Justice
Austin at nine o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, when sentence should be passed
upon them, neither of the defendants
responded to his name. Somewhat to
the surprise of the spectators, Maj. J.
A. Donnell and J. S. Chadwick ap-
peared and announced to the court that
they represented the defendants. The
latter then made a statement to the
effect that the young men had taken a
trip down to Santa Monica, ..promising
to return at eleven o'clock. Before
leaving, however, they had authorized
him to retain counsel, and he had done
so in the person of Maj. Donneil. The
attorney then moved the court to grant
his clients a new trial upon the grounds
that the court had erred on several
questions of law which had arisen dur-
ing the trial, and that its verdict was
contrary to the law and the evidence.
This motion was promptly denied, as
was also another one to postpone sen-
tence until 11 o'clock, by which time
it was hoped that the defendants
would be present.

The defendants having failed to ap-
pear and show cause, ifany there was,
whysentence should not be pronounced
upon them, the court ordered that each
be confined in the city jail for a period
of thirtydays and in addition pay a line
of $150."

No order could be made forfeiting the
$500 cash bail deposited by each defen-
dant, as the fact that they were repre-
sented by counsel, had the same effect
as their actual presence would have
had. Itwas currently rumored yester-
day that the defendants did not intend
to return to this city, on account of the
thirtydays imprisonment hanging over
their heads, but on the other hand they
still have the right, and will in all pro-
bability use it, to appeal from the de-
cision of Justice Austin, in which case
of course they would remain at large
pending the decision of the superior
court. Should they, however, have
seen fit to leave the city permanently,
only $300 of their bail money can be ap-
plied to the payment of their fines, and
the balance must remain in the hands
of the court until they return to claim
it, when they willbe required to serve
their terms.

THE SUPERVISORS.

The Court House Bonds Disposed of
Yesterday.

The board of supervisors met again
yesterday, pursuant to adjournment on
Wednesday, Chairman Perry and
Messrs Davis, Martin and Rowan pres-
ent.

On motion of Supervisor Martin a
franchise fora toll road to Mount Baldy
was granted unanimously to Fred Dell.

A petition was received asking that
Franklin avenue in the Cahuenga pass
be extended, on the ground that the
land claimed is an old road. After
hearing the testimony of a number of
witnesses the board took the matter
under advisement.

On motion of Supervisor Rowan the
bid of the German savings bank, to the
extent of $250,000 worth of court house
bonds, and Herman W. Helman to the
extent of $50,000, at one half of one per
cent, were accepted, it being stipulated
that no brokerage should be paid.

On motion of Supervisor Martin, the
deed of J.J. McCook for tlie right of
way for the Garvanza road was accepted,
and a warrant ordered drawn for $3750
in favor of F. H. Pattee, treasurer of the
Southern California railroad com-
pany.

On motion of Supervisor Davis, the
clerk was instiucted to ask the Cross
road company to remove its frog from
the land at once, and to notify the board
if the company desired to lower its road
where itcrosses the County road. The
county surveyor was instructed to make
a survey of the land purchased by the
county and set the levels on the
grade.

A petition was received, asking that
the Laguna and Florence road be wid-
ened, and H. F. Stafford, S. Greening
and M. Steere were appointed as
viewers.

On motion of Supervisor Martin, the
city of Pasadena was divided into six
election precincts.

The board then adjourned until Wed-
nesday next.

MR. MCCOMAS

Makes a Statement Regarding the
Savage Case.

Assistant District Attorney McComas
claims that he was misrepresented in
yesterday's Hekali> in being made to say
that the criminal proceedings against
Justice Savage were commenced only
for the purpose of making the justice
take some action in regard to Mr. Udell's
bail money. He denies that he made
any such remark. He claims that Mr.
Savage told so many different stories
about the bail money, that
the district attorney's suspicions
were aroused. He claims that
Mr. Savage told deputy Tanner, of
Santa Monica, that the money was in
Los Angeles, and then informed deputy
Marble that it was in Santa Monica.
Mr. McComas further stated that he did
not know that the money was gar-
nisheed; if he had known it, he would

not have proceeded as he did without
further investigation.

The Herald reporter obtained the
statement of Mr. McComas' remarks
from two persons present at Justice
Savage's examination, who may be
heard from in the matter.
